Tolerance is a test of civilization. A
genuine willingness that every man should
¢njoy the privilege of regulating his own
spiritual concerns, according to his own
views, unawed by authority, uninfluenced
by persuasion, undaunted by the $yranny

violation-of duty, bordering u; on infidel-
ity. This immense advance in the right
direction gives en to believe
that sooner of later what is acknowledged
to be morally right will be putin practice,
and that a s irit of genuine tolerance in
religious matters will be so common that

of public opinion—this is tol How
rare a virtue it always has been, and yet
is, in governments, communities and in-
dividuals, a superficial glance at the
blood-stained pages of history and the
bigotry-blotted pages of the modern sec-
tarian press will suffice to show. The
theory that there is but one true doctrine,
and those in power have it, has caused
more bloodshed and misery than any other
delusion which has ever misled mankind.
In the very earliest days of that boasted
primitive Christianity which we are so
frequently urged to imitate, the role of
martyr was exchanged for that of perse-
cutor as soon as the possession of power
made that change possible; the insertion
or omission of the letter *i"” in the formula
of faith giving rise to the fiercest animosity
and the most deadly strife. For years
the Christian world was divided into two
hostile sects, the Homo-ousians and the
Homoi-ousians, the former maintaining
the sameness of nature or essence between
Jesus and His Father, and the latter their
similarity of nature or essence: and upon
this difference of doctrine, each sect, in
turn laid claim to orthodoxy, and when it
got the power condemned the followers of
the opposite dogma to a violent death in
this world and eternal perdition in
the next. When, as sometimes happened,
the sects were nearly evenly divided, skir-
mishes were not uncommon, compared to
which the fights of the rival chieftains in
the feudal times were mere trifles. On
more than one oceasion the streets of Alex-
andria and other Eastern cities ran with
Christian blood, shed by Christians, in-
flamed to homicidal heat in this irrational
controversy. When finally the Homo-ou-
sians trinmphed, and settled the
vexed question at the Council of
Nice, they claimed that theirs had
always been the doctrine of the
Church, and branded the defeated
sect with the stigma of heresy. From
that time until the breaking out of the
Protestant Reformation, the boasted unity
of the Church was maintained by such
exercises of arbitrary power as secured
the suppression of the Lollards and the
extermination of the Albigenses. Nor
did the vaunted Reformation itself,
although conferring an inestimable boon
upon the human race, suffice to free them
from the dominion of religious tyranny,
as appears manifestly from the history of
England, the first nation in the world ex-
cept our own. In that favored land, not
only under Henry VIIL and Bloody
Mary, but under Elizabeth, men were
burned, hanged, drawn and quar-
tered on acconnt of their religion, and
even as late as the beginning of the sev-
enteenth century, in the earlier part of
the reign of James the First, two men
were burned for entertaining and express-
ing heretical opinions. Passing over the
horrors of the Inquisition and the cruel-
ties, wrongs and disabilities inflicted
upon the Jews by all Christian nations,
until comparatively recent times, we
come to our own country and the Pilgrim
Fathers, These men, it is claimed, left
home with all its comforts, to settle in a
stony wilderness, counting themselves
more than repaid for all their sacrifice by
the great boon of freedom to worship
God according to the dictates of their
own conscience. Yet such was their
inconsistency—or rather the blindness of
the age in which they lived—that they
were unwilling to grant to others that
which they prized so highly for them-
selves; and if they did not burn those
who differed with them in religious mat-
ters, they at least banished them, which
was the best they could do. The time for
banishing as well as for burning people
for religious reasons, is now happily gone
by. The constitution of our country
favors no special form of religion, but
leaves all free; and the constitutions of
each separate State provides for perfect
religious freedom. We are above tolera-
tion, for that implies a superior which
tolerates; but are we on that ac-
count the more tolerant in spirit?
Do the various religious denominations
which flourish in onr midst regard each
other as spiritual equals? Hardly. The
Catholics, regarding themselves as the
“true Church,” look upon all Protestants
as heretics, cut off from all means of
“grace” in this world, aud all hope of
heaven in the other. The Protestants,
us a body, regard the Catholics as iguor-
ant and superstitious, almost idolatrous,
and not possessing the most essential
requisites of the religion of Jesus, The
Protestants again are numerously sub-
divided — Episcopaliasns, Presbyterians,
Methodists, Baptists, ete., each subdivision
secretly considering itself, if it does not
openly arrogate the title, the true form
of Christianity as established by Christ
and his disciples. Besides these sub-
divisions, Protestantism is divided into
two grand divisions, namely, the self-
styled orthodox. and the liberal, the
former regarding the latter as religions
pariahs, hardly deserving the name of
Christians, and the latter, in their turn,
considering  the orthodox as narrow-
minded and bigoted. The liberals them.
selves are subdivided into conservatives
and radicals; so that Protestantism touches
Catholicism on one side and infidelity on
the other. And even when we reach this
extreme poiut, we do not yet arrive at
the borders of religions
ance, for those who believe in
nothing are sometimes as zealous to
make proselytes (they can not be called
converts) as the most ardent child of the
Church.

Where then shall we look for tolerance
of spirit ? Is there no such thing;or does
it only exist in connection with luke-
warmness toward spiritual matters? Not
s0. It does exist, and is sometimes found
in connection with warm religious feeling.
It is even & common virtue compared to

GOVERNOR WARMOTH.

The poet has said some men are born
great, some achieve greatness, and others
have greatness thrust upon them. If Gov-
ernor Warmoth was not born great, he is
really in the way of achieving greatness.
Like all great men who have preceded
him in the world of politics, he is becom-
ing to be the most loved and best abused
man in the country. Like George Wash-
ington, Thomas Jefferson, Andrew Jack-
son, Henry Clay, and others of marked
character, Governor Warmoth could not
hope to pass through life without making
warm personal friends and adwmirers and
bitter and unscrupulous enemies; for it
must be conceded that political enemies
are the most bitter and unscrupulous of
antagonists. When Aaron Burrand Alex-
ander Hamilton became political enemies,
Mr. Burr's batred became so intense that,
thirsting for revenge, he was induced to
challenge Mr. Hamilton to mortal com-
bat. Mr. Hamilton, being a high-toned
and honorable gentleman, did not shriuk
from the proposed meeting, although
his moral instinets led him to op-
pose dueling. He met Colonel Burr as a
gentleman ready to respond to a call for
satisfaction made by one whom the
world recognized as a gentleman: one
whose social and political standing was
eqnal, perhaps, to his own. Colonel
Burr and Colonel Hamilton were both
known in the American war for inde-
pendence as brave men—both having
served under Washington. And they
were both equally well known in the
evidl service of the country, Mr. Burr
having served as vice president of the re-
public, and Mr. Hamilton as secretary of
the treasury when Washington was presi-
dent. Both were highly gifted by nature
and education, and men of much personal
popularity, though their moral charac-
ters materially differed. They had be-
come political enemies, and for language
that reflected on Colonel Burr's charac-
ter, Colonel Hamilton was challenged to
mortal combat. The consequence was
the death of one of the parties and the
disgrace of the other; for Burr was
politically dead after his fatal meeting
with Mr. Hamilton.

Burr held Hamilton responsible for his
langnage, but he would not hold others
who were not his equals, responsible for
language far more abusive.

General Jackson chollenged a man for
the use of language that reflected on him-
self and a lady he admired and befriended
The duel was arranged, and a hostile
meeting had, in which the General killed
his man. But General Jackson did not
think of challenging every seurvy and
disappointed politician who heaped bil-
lingsgate upon him. He was one of the
best abused men in this country, and at
the same time was much loved and ad-
mired by a host of personal friends; and
no man, not excepting Washington, en-
joyed a wider popularity as a public man.

Why wonder then, coming down to our
own day, that Governor Warmoth should
be basely reviled by foul-mouthed poli-
tical enemies and disappointed politi-
cians 7 It is nothing new in the history
of the public men of this country. It
has been so from the days of Washington
down to the present time, and will con-
tinue so until that good time comes that
is spoken of in the Bible, when the lion
and the lamb will lie down in peace. The
fact that Governor Warmoth is daily bit-
terly assailed by political enemies is
rather complimentary than otherwise,
when it is considered that he is Governor
of a sovereign State and entrusted by the
sovereign people with more power than
commonly falls to the lot of governors.
He knows and appreciates his strength
with the people, and can afford to defy
those who launch their puny shafts of
malicious detraction at him. His friends
will far outnmumber and outweigh his ene-
mies when the time comes for his re-elec-
tion to the gubernatorial chair of this
State.  As great as was his majority in the
election to his exalted position, there is
no reason to fear that it will be dimin-
ished next time. The very efforts that
unscrupulous enemies are making to
break him down will incite his friends to
renewed action. And when the people
learn the motives that are inspiring its
ambitious tyros to supplant Governor
Warmoth, they will sustain him with more
force than ever before as their standard-
bearer of Republican principles in this
State.

FOLLOWING LOST TRADE.

It would be s satisfaction if the fact
could be ascertained whether the “New
Orleans merchant, a thorough business
man, of broad views,” who wants to leave
New Orleans for Kansas because the lat-
ter presents better opportunities for trade
with Arksansas and Texas, is a member
of the Citizens’ Association? If he is, we
can spare him, and a great many more of
the same sort, for they are of no particular
use here, and they might paralyze enter-
prise in Kansas as they have managed to
deaden it in Louisiana. Why should
trade from Texas and Arkansas seck Kan-
sas, if New Orleans was alive? And if
New Orleans is not alive, what influence
prostrates her aud destroys her like the
Citizens' Association? We refer to this
orgaunization in its specific opposition to
the grants made to the Chattanooga rail-
road. That enterprise is the only one at
present in progress which proposes to
save Texas and Arkansas to this city.
What has given Kansas her advantage
over us? Her railroad enterprises that
are now completed and those that are un-
der contract. Cattle are driven afoot hun-
dreds of miles and shipped additional
hundreds of miles upon Western rmilroads
in order to reach a market, while if we
had had a road to Texas, these cattle conld
be taken from the plains and shipped di-
rectly to market without being subjected
to the exhaustion and expense of a year's
trip on foot by way of Denver City. And
because the people of New Orleans wonld
not or could not build this rond, which is
now admitted to be the only salvation of
the city, the association denounces the
State for coming to the rescue of the great
work which is to be her only means of
safety.

If this ‘‘thorough business man” with
his “broad views" is not a member of the
Citizens' Association, he should be, for
his weakness fully entitles him to a situa-
tion among the old fogies of that organi-
zation. New Orleans is not dying. She
is healthy and prosperous, and in a few
years when these thorough business men
have retired to Kansas, the business of
Texas will come back to the Crescent City
by virtue of the laws of trade. Our posi-
tion commands this business, but our
merchants are incapable of controlling
the intcrests that belong to them. Even
now half of them are away wasting the
capital which they should be putting into
public improvements. By afid by they
will come back and find their places
taken up by men with more ability,'and
then New Orleons will understand the
difference between men who keep their
business and those who let their business

keep them.

Men and women, vilh 4
sort of brutal dupoaidon predominant
in their natures, gatherat these exhibi-
tions of cruelty, which suggests the in-
quiry, if the custom adopted in this city
ought not to prevail in every instance of
hanging, that the public should be denied
either sight or hearing of these execu-
tions. If it is proper to hang a man in
public for the purpose of inculeating a
lesson by the sight of his sufferings,
then it can be maintained that prize
fights ought to be tolerated in the most
conspicuous places and before the largest
crowds, for what should disgust a man
with prize fighting more than a prize
fight? If the moral of a hanging match
is good, the moral of a bruising match
should be greater, for where the first only
shows the sufferings of one man, the
second displays the terrible punishment
of two. The four thonsand Texans who
attended the execution on Thursday
merely gratified a brutal desire which
sound sense or elevated sentiments would
have driven from their heads. If they
had been educated as they should have
been, and as every person in this country
is capable of being educated, they would

ON CARONDELET STREET.

Gold closed yesterday at about twelve
and a balf, a sale of twenty-five hundred
dollars having been made at different
rates, the highest being an eighth in ad-
vauce of this guotation, the New York
price being twelve and an eighth. A bet-
ter inquiry seems to reign for city and
State securities, which are both quoted
at a slight advance. Sterling is still
steady and seems *‘fixed as adamant, im-
mutable as stone.”

There is too little animaticn on the
street to expect that it shall continue.
The turn in affairs can not be far off.
Speaking of *‘turns,” the downward
movement of Levee stock was freely com-
mented upon. In the morning hoursit was
sold for twelve and an eighth, two hun-
dred shares going off at this rate. Then it
fell to twelve, and ran rapidly down to
eleven and three-quarters, half, quarter
and eighth, stopping only at eleven, at
which rate many seemed at three o'clock
willing to sell. The romor that two of
the parties who shounld be most interested
in holding the stock had authorized their
agents to sell out, probably contributed
to this feeling, which, however, was not
extensively shared. On the other hand,
the fall shows the traces of a bear ele-
ment, which began to work on Friday,
and as Saturday is usually unfavorable
for high figures, an excellent opportunity
was afforded Afor speculation. We report

As General West is soon expected, the
real nature of the contract upon which

The unfavorable advices from Liverpool
brought to a standstill the slight move-
ment in cotton the week had afforded;
buyers offered rates which no factor,
although anxious to sell, would receive,
and so neither the bull or bear element
accomplished anything to be relied on as
a basis for quotations.

The supply of the high grades of flour
isuot -*full up” to the demand, which
neglects the lower grades entirely.

If the business is slight, it is from no
lack of interest on the street. Let a
change be reported in stocks or bonds,
and back come the interested parties from
suburban aud from cool retreats *‘to see
about this," showing how carefully the
papers are read and “contents noted.”

It scems strange that the stock of com-
panies whose franchises are what might
be called kingly, should be worth so little:
that city bonds, bearing seven-thirty, as
well as city tens should both be valued
below par. Can any instance be men-
tioned where paper of any institution
that bears ten per cent is below a par
valuation ?

There have Leen no great sensations
during the week. The purchase of gold
is quietly made ut the same rates every
day. aud almost the same amounts
are bought. Domestic sight still rules
at three-eighths, and has made no
change for some time, Sterling is as its
name indicates, ‘“unchangeable.” In
nothing are there opportunities for specu-
lation. The slightest attempt at an infla-
tion by a holder anxious to unload, and
all his efforts fall dead, or like the frog
who tried his best to swell as large as the
ox whom he envied—the word “busted”
is written over his remains. There are a
great number of dealers who sneer upon
the idea that there is any mouey in the
operations of the street. The stocks and

PROCLAMATION BY THE GOVERNOR.

Exeoutive Department,
¥ew Urleans, May 25, 187).

Whereas, An nct of the Legislature approved
March 15, 1855, entitled “An act to establish quar
antine for the protection of the State,” provides
that the Governor of the State shall issue his proc
lanmation upon the advice of the Board of Health,

“decluring any place where there shail be reason to

believe a pestilent, coutagious or infectious disease
oxists, to be au infected place, and stating the num-
ber of duys of quarasutine to be pertormed by the
vessels, thelr passengers, officers and crews com
g from such place or places.

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the provisions of
the act aforesaid, issue this, my proclanation, and
declare the places hercafter named to be infected
places, aud that all vessels, together with officers,
crews, pussengers and cargoes arriving from such
vlaces, or having touched or stopped at any of them,
shall be subject to n quarantine of not less than
ten days, or for & longer period, as may be consid-
ered necessary by the Board of Health, to take
effect from and after the FIRST DAY OF JUNE,
1871, Any violation of the quarantine laws as here
proclaimed will be severely punished.

The pluces which are hereby declared infected
s aforessid are the following, to wit: Havana,
Matanzas, Trinidad, Cardenas, 8t. Jago, all on the
Island of Cuba; Port Royal and Mintego Bay, on
the Island of Jamalca: Jucmel and Port au Prince,
on the Island of San Domingo; the islands of St
Thomas, Martiniqne and Guadeloupe; Campeachy,
in Yueatan; Belize, in Honduras; Vera Cruz, Alvar.
ado, Tampico, Matamorns and Tuxpan, in Mexico;
San Juan, In Niearagua: Chagres, Aspinwall and
Perto Bello, in Central Americn; Maracaibo, in
Venezuela, Laguayra, Islund of Trinidad; Rio
Janeiro, Para Cayenne, Buenos Ayres, iu Sowth
America; and Nassan, New Providence.
