This should be the reverse, and no single
track should be permitted. The railvoads
should be forced to run double tracks
through all of the streets over which their
lines travel.

It is absolutely necessary that, when the
line of the railroad runs through an un-
paved street, or u street paved with cobble
stones, the tracks should be double and four
feet apart.

This necessity is patent, for if a single
track is run through the middle of the road-
bed, no cart or other vehicle can travel on
either side of the track, because the ditches
or gutters are deep and wide, so that there
is not sufficient room for u cart, unless it
has one wheel in the gutter. And my ob-
servation is that it is not possible to drive,
or even stop, & loaded d or float with
one wheel in the gutter of an unpaved
street.

If there were two tracks, the dray, cart,
or other velicle, could drive on one track,
while the car passed on the other.

Property owers frequently oppose a pro-
ject for a line of city railrond because they
deem it a nuisance, It is a nuisance and
an injury to the value of the property in
front of which it passes when it is a single
track, but it is a benefit and a comfort if it
is a double track.

Where there are double tracks theve will
never be any great necessity for the city
going to the heavy expense—to both the
owners of property on the street and tax-
payers gencrally—of bhaying the street
paved; and when the necessity does arise
there will be euly the space between the
curbstones and the outside of the track to
be paved.

These are important fucts, and should not
be overlooked by the property owners or
the city administration. y
