A Washington dispatch states that a
number of distilleries are coming into the
possession of the government by purchase,
The cases where property has been dis-
trained for non-payment of taxes are very
large. The Internal Revenue Buresu, how-
ever, refuses to give avy information re-
specting the property, and is extremely
reticent concerning the exact number of
distilleries at present in possession of the
United States. It is understood that a
party of speculators are negotiating with
the bureau for the purpose of getting pos-
session of this property.

London, July 30, conveys the brief intel-
ligence: "John Slidell is dead.”

There was & time when this simple an-
nouncement might have causeda thrill of
sorrow to penetrate the hearts of a host
of influential friends and admirers in this
country; but disagreeable obscurity, re-
sulting from the memorable part that Mr.
Slidell took against his country in 1861,
had long since weaned the affections of a
very large majority of his countrymen,
and doomed him to exile and death ina
foreign country.

Politically, John Slidell has been dead
ever gince he withdrew from the United
States Senate in 1861

We willingly draw the vail of
charity over Mr. Slidell's political con-
duct, where it can be done without in-
jury to a faithful record of what his acts,
and the acts of those with whom he was
leagued, brought upon the eountry.

It makes little difference where Mr.
Slidell was born, for that fact does not
seem to have inspired him with a love for
the place of his nativity. His affection
for his native State was as dead as his
patriotism, Yet, for the sake of history,
it will have to be recorded that he was
born in the city of New York, somewhere
abont the year 1793, of poor, but indus-
trious parents. If we mistake not, his
father commenced business as a soap fat
and tallow chandler, and by dint of in-
dustry suc.ceed;zd. in the coarse of time,
in accumulating quite a fortune. This
enabled him not only to teach his son
John, of whom we are now writing, the
business of making soap and candles, but
it gave him the means of giving hima
tolerably fair scholastic education. John
started in the business of life as a mercan-
tile man in his native city. His ambition
and taste soon led to other and more con.
genial pursuits. He studied law, and
finally became a politician, but failed to
make his mark in New York at any of
the various pursuits that absorbed his
mind there. For lack of opportunity,
perhaps, John's talents were not fully de-
veloped in his native city. It was not
even sufficiently disclosed at that time, it
may reasonably be supposed, to indicate
its peculiar bent. If it had been, it is
more than likely he could have made it
profitable with the fierce Democracy of
New York. Be that as it may, destiny led
Mr. Slidell to New Orleans. He com-
menced his career here about fifty years
ago as a lawyer. After following this pro-
fession s while, he became satisfied that
was not his vocation, and relinquished it
for politics. He was now thought to be
in his right element by his Democratic
associates. They were not slow to dis-
cover in him those essential truits that
are necessary for a successful Democratic
leader. He proved to be an industrious,
persevering, shrewd, unscrupulous and
intrigning political leader—just the man
that would act upon the Jesuitical belief
that in politics, as in religion, *‘the end
justifies the means.” By this course, Mr.
Slidell succeeded in making himself a
power in the land, and often caused vic-
tory to perch upon the Democratic ban-
ner at times when it might not have
done so if the people had been left free
to pursue the course that wisdom should
dictate. It was in 1844 that Mr. Slidell
fully established himself as a political
leader in planning the defeat of Mr. Clay
and electing Mr. Polk President. The
Whig party openly charged him with
concocting frauds in this State to carry the
election for the Democratic party. The
most stupendous of them was known as
the Plaquemines fraud, which it was said
determined the vote of the State. After
this achievement Mr. Slidell's political
star was in the ascendent, though his
ambition to become a United States Sena-
tor was temporarily checked by the elec-
tion of Pierre Soule over both Mr. Slidell
and Mr. Kenner, who were the party
nominees. Mr. Slidell, however, was too
gharp a politician to be long baflled by
Mr. Soule. .

The part Mr. Slidell had taken in Mr.
Polk's election gave him great influence
with the President, and Louisiana’s great-
est intriguer soon found a means of re-
moving Mr. Soule from the Senate. Mr.
Slidell had Mr. Soule appointed Minister
to Spain, and thus opened the way for his
own election to the Senate, which took
place shortly after the vacancy bad been
made. He was afterward re-elected for a
full term, but resigned after the election
of Mr. Lincoln to the Presidency, and
linked his fortunes with slavery and the
confederacy. Here his political life may be
said to have ended. Foralthough he and
Mr. Mason were appointed by the so-
called confederate povernment as com-
missioners to proceed to Europe in behalf
of the confederacy, their mission was a
failure,

As o member of the Senate Mr, Slidell
was remarkable for nothing but fidelity
to the Southern wing of the Democmﬁ-c
party. His fidelity to country, if it was
even thought of, was made a secondary
consideration to slavery and secession,
He was neither a statesman nor an orator,

o :
and depended solelyupon his powers as
a politician to maintain himself in public
life. Beyond this, he has left no work
that will serve to redeem his name from
obscnrity.

AN INCREASE OF FORCE.

The evening Times gives us the follow-
ing precious item of news:

It is pro 1 to turn over to Judge
Alexander Walker the collection of tte
drainage tax, the city granting lim the
wrivilege of iustituting suits, and collecting
Judgmcnu in cases wheré payment is re-
fused. This step, it is said, meets the ap-

val of the ualuipri und Mexican Gulf

anal Company, mainly interested in the
collection of the tax.

We have indulged in the fond illusion
that the city government is already rather
overstocked with legal talent, such as it
is. A City Attorney and three or four
aids, and an Assistant City Attorney with
another mnll corps of subs, ought to do
the legal work for even so litigious a

of no good resson why the drainage tax
should be made the subject of unneces-
sary expenditure for ‘legal talent” more

than any other. The fact that the Mexi-
can Gulf Ship Canal Company approves
of an armngement whereby our well paid
city officials are permitted to hire some-
body else to do their work does not make
it right, unless the company wish to pay
Judge Walker's fees. We might as well
ask the Citizens' Association or the

Knights of Pythias for their views on the

subject as the Mexican Gulf Company.
For all the latter cares about it, or can
bave any interest in it, is to have the
money promptly collected and applied to
the payment of drainage bills. Has Mr.
Walker greater powers of persuasion than
Mr. Lacey or Mr. Waples? Has he some
improved plsn by which be can extort
money from unwilling taxpeyers that is
unknown to the salaried lawyers of the
hall? Or does Mayor Flanders expect to
keep these professionals busy with his
own fussy cases?

We see in this move the beginning of
a big job which bodes no good to the
taxpayers, nor yetto the city treasury.
And we hope the proposition will be re-
jected by the Council as being unauthor-
ized and unnecessary. There was too
much of this business of peddling out
the collection of taxes before the present
city government was engaged at fancy
prices to work reform. A return to the
old system, without sabolishing the fat
offices created by the new charter, will
entail uyon the people all the burdens
and bad features of the old and new
systems without the expected benefits
from the latter. We do not want to see
another lawyer employed by the city for
the next ten years. It would be better

to dispense with a few we now have.

THE BEE ON LAW,

We take from the Bie the executive
order of Governor Warmoth, releasing
Joseph and Celestin Oliver from impris-
onment in the jail of the parish of Ascen-
sion :

EXECUTIVE ORDER.
Statz or LoginiANa, )
Executive Departtnent,
New Orleans, July 26, 1871, ’

Whereas, Under and by virtue of a
special act of the General Assembly, en-
titled “*An act to change the venue in the
case of David Fisher, J. C. Oliver and
Celestin Oliver, from Ascension \nmsh to
the parish of Jefferson.” J. C. Oliver and
Celestin Oliver were indicted on the twenty-
seventh day of April, 1871, in the Fm'h of
Jefferson, for the murder of W. C. Lawes
and Marx Schonberg: and whereas, the
said J. C. Oliver and Celestin Oliver were
duly tried before the honorable the Second
Judicial District Court, in the parish of
Jeflerson, on the twenty-third day of April,
1871, andwere found *not guilty,” and duly
dischiarged frowm custody; und whereas, the
said J. C. Oliver and Celestin Oliver have
been illegally and wrongfully rearrested by
the sherift of the parish of Ascension, and
are now confined in the juil of the parsh of
Ascension: and whereas, the Attorney Gen-
eral has notified the Judge of the Fourth
Judicial District Court, in und for the par-
ish of Ascension, that e will not prosecute
the said J. C. Oliver and Celestin Oliver,
and has in  the name of the State
of Louisiana entered a nolle prosequi
for the reason that they can not be
Leld in jeopardy twice for the same
offense, in violation of the constitution of
the United States and of the constitution of
the State; and whereas, the said judge re-
fuses to take cogmizance of the said nolle
prosequi, and the Attorney General refuses
1o prosecute said persons;

Now, therefore, I. Heury C. Warmoth,
Governor of the State of Lounisiana, in
tunauuuce of the powers fested in e as

‘hief Executive of the State, and charged
with the faitiful exeécution of the laws,
do hereby issue my order to Christian
Kline, Sheriff in and for the parish of As-
cension, directing him to release, at occe,
the said J. C. Oliver and Celestin Oliver
from custody or imprisonment, and this shall
be bis warraut and authority for so doing. I
do further direct him to give the said J. C.
Oliver and Celestin Oliver safe conduct out
of said parish of Ascension.

Given under wy hand and the seal of the
State this twenty-sixth day of July. 1571,

We say Governor Warmoth, while exer-
cising a power not often invoked in re-
leasing prisoners confined in jail on the
writ of a court, did right in this instance.
These men were charged with the murder
of Lawesand Schonberg. By anact of the
Legislature, founded on the notorious
hostility of the judge of the district, the
prosecuting attorney, and a large class of
the citizens, the cause was removed for
trial to the parish of Jefferson, where a
judge and jury could be found who would
impartislly try the aceused.

The case was tried for three days, and
all of the witnesses of the State and de-

fense were heard, and the jury returned a |

verdict of “mnot guilty.”

Here the matter should have rested.
But the judge of the district and Distriet
Attorney Cheevers induced the Grand
Jury of Ascension to find another indict-
ment against these men for the same
offense. This indictment “was returned
the very same day the defendants were
acquitted in Jefferson parish.

They were, therefore, illegally arrested,
having once been tried and acquitted.
The act of the conrt in Ascension parish
was unconstitutional.

When Governor Warmoth learned these
facts he directed the Attorney General to
enter a nolle prosequi, which he did, and
when his messenger, an attorney-at-
law, asked the judge to release the pris-
oners the judge refused to do it. Hethen
asked for a writ of habeas corpus, which
the judge also refused, saying that noth-
ing could be done before November.

When Governor Warmoth learned these
facts, he determined that two citizens
should not be imprisoned and held for
months on a charge for which they had
been tried and acquitted, and he ordered
them to be released. He did right, and
we appland him for it.

Had the Olivers been white Democrats
instead of colored Republicans, and the
men killed bad been colored Republicans,
there would have come from the Bee no
wail of illegality. Itis doubtful if they

wonld have been arrested, much less tried.

EVIDENCE OF BAD PAITH.

Now that the State Central Committee
has assumed the responsibility of calling
a convention of the Republican party,

What was their
object in omitting the place designated
by the resolution for the meeting of the
convention ? Why did they not insert in
the call that the delegates were to meet
in the hall of the House of Representa-
tives? Have they a hidden motive
in seeking to bewilder the dele-
gates? Is the design in progress
of development to hold a bolting
convention, sinece it is altogether probable
that most of the gemuine delegates will
report, as they bave always doue, at the
State House? It seems to us that a fraud
isintended, and it is clear that one has been
perpetrated in the omission to which we
have attracted attention. If Messrs.
Lowell, Packard, Herwig & Co. can com-
mit a suppression, they may be capable of
organizing a rebellion. It is, therefore,
of deepest interest to the delegates to un-
derstand that the State Central Committee,
when it resolved to hold a convention, re-
solved to hold it in Mechanies' Institute,
and as this is as much a part of the pro-
ceedings as the call itself, the delegates
will feel under obligations to assemble
next Monday in the House of Representa-
tives; otherwise confusion and distrust
of their proceedings may result, And
they will no doubt resent the suppression
which Messrs. Packard and Herwig com-
mitted, whicl: left them in doubt as to
their destination in the city.

REPUBLICANS, APPLY THE REMEDY!

Republicans of New Orleans, it is evi-
dent that the president of the State Cen-
tral Committee has withheld from the
publie the place of meeting for the State
Convention. He has so far complied
with the will of the committee as to order
the convention to be held, but has not
named the place or the hour of the meet-
ing. We are, therefore, in an anomalous
position. A State convention is ordered to
be held by the committee, without letting
the people kuow anything about the place
of meeting. It devolves, therefore, upon
the Republicans of New Orleans to cor-
rect the error and to supply the omission.
This can be best done by the Republican
masses, in o great meeting, called for the
purpose. We, therefore, call upon the
Republicans of New Orleans to assemble
at an early dey. before the week is out,
and, in a potentinl voice, proclaim the
place and designate the hour of the meet-
ing of the State convention. And while
we hold that the State Honse has been
pamed by the proper authority as the
place of meeting, vet, if the masses, when
assembled in response to our call, or even
the Central Committee shall name some
other place, we shall cheerfully acquiesce;

We
cannot aftord to let the subject remain in
donbt.

ON CARONDELET STREET.

The feeling in money operations is im-
proving, and stocks, as well as other rep-
resentatives of cash, seem to quicken into
liveliness, Over the whole field this in-
finence is observed. Gold being at twelve
and a quarter in New York, closed here at
the usnal advance of an eighth to a quar-
ter. Many lots were sold at figures within
these rates, showing, however, no more
thau the average business, mainly for the
payment of importatious and settlement
of foreign claims.

City secnrities are doing better, holders
not being ready to sell at the usual quota-
tions, with the exception that those ‘‘on
a pinch,"” who were bound to get cash, of
which, in these times of slack business,
there were not a few. Things look hope-
ful, and ‘‘great expectations” seem to rule.

In cotton the inquiries gave indication
of good news. The demand, however,
still sets toward the low ordinaries—the
middlings being as before, alone in thair
glory. The topic among those aristocrats
among merchants—the cotton men—was
simply in reference to the cotton crop,
and about this, in fact, conversation goes
on all the time. Such expressions as
“short supply,” “‘one-quarter less than
last year,” and ‘slim everywhere but
Texas,” were heard on all'sides, while the
knowing ones kept quiet and took notes.
These discussions are only of importance
as they tend to regulate prices at present
or the future, as the prospect of “‘plenty
there and more coming” will lower the
scale a fraction or so, and itis on these
fractions that fortunes are made. Rumors
and quasi-authentic accounts of the worm
arc industriously circulated, which
rumors are manifestly in the bull interest,
and although there is evidence to show
that the worm has actually appeared, yet
there are no apprehensions that the com-
ing crop will be destroyed or even seri-
ously damaged thereby.  As all our busi-
ness depends upon cotton, the great
importance of all information touching
the amount to be on the levee will at once
be seen.

In flour the mquiry perpetually seeks
the higher grades, which seem to have
melted away, as none are to be had. Part
of the ‘“‘dead loads,” of which mention
was made a short time ago, have arrived,
but as they are 2ot yet landed, can not be
considered as among the receipts or as
food for speculation. What dealers and
operators are calculating upon remains to
be seen, but the lower grades go begging.

Domestic sight still rules at three-
eighths, though twenty-five thousand
sight sold yesterdny fora quarter pre-
mium. But settlements with New York
creditors are made every day at the rate
which really appears as unalterable,

In stocks, the Levee has taken an up-
ward flight, stopping uneasily at shirteen,
and trimming its wings for a further
flight, according to the bulls, while the
bears crosk and say it is time to sell.
Even at these figures there was no great
anxiety to unload; had there been, such
would not be the guotation. Unauthen-
ticated statements represent that as high
as fourteen was paid, but that the stock
is again on the rise’is undisputed.

The current of opinion, notwithstand-
ing the prevailing dullness, sets toward a
belief in great improvement. All the
elements of trade are so closely united in
a chain that an imjrovement in one is
shared by all, though the slight altera-
tion in the prevailing dullness may be
but short lived.

In State warrants there is no disposi-
tion to buy, the temporary feeling in that
direction dying out soon. A belief that
they will improve on a further holding
seems to be general, sales being made
ouly “nnder pressure.”

The Secretary of the Treasury, in reply
toa letter from the collector at San Fran-
cisco, inclosing the application of a party
for permission to enter six watches—imita-
tions of Waltham watches—sent him from
G neva. says that under the act of March
3, 1871, the watches 1n question can neither
be admitted to entry nor seized. In the
latter case, the forfeiture and sale would de-
feat the very object of the law, to wit: the
protection of the American manufacturer.
The collector is therefore ordered to direct
the applicant to give bond for the exporta-
tion of the watches without the limits of
the United States.
