Tribune:

JacksoNviLLg, 111, July 28%.—A suit waa
commenced in the Morgan County Circuit
Court yesterdsy which involves nearly
$1,000,000, if the allegations of the bill are
correct. Rebeoea W. Vail and eleven others
are the plaintifis, and Kitty Flinn and six-
teen others the defendants. The bill filed
in the cuse alleges that on a day too remote
to be mentioned with certainty, but abouta
hundred years sgo, one William Roe, of the
State of Virginia, became possessed, by dis-
covery, of a ecertain gem or stone remark-
able for its hardness and brilliancy, and, so
far as tested, its characteristics are those of
the first water. It is oval in form, about
one and a half inches in diameter one way,
and of great value, to wit: §300,000, The
bill further alleges that said stone is now in
possession of Thomas M. Carson. of Jack-
sonville, Ilinois. The plaintiffs pray that
the defendants to the suit be required to
produce the precious stone in court, and
also for a decree. and also that a receiver be
appointed by the court to sell said precious
stone and distribute the proceeds to the
heirs. Thomas M. Carson, of this city, a
plasterer and bricklayer, is an heir to one-
gixth of the diamond, This stone, as al-
leged, has been in the possession of William
Roe ard descendants for one hundred years,
but not till recently was its almost fabu-
lous value, if it be really -worth the sum
stated, known.

Morlacchl the Premiere Danseuse.
[From the Boston Times.]

At the Musenm Mlle. Morlnechi has made
an unqualified hit. There is no limit to the
accomplishments of this charming little
lady. She has long been acknowledged as
the greatest tcrpnh}imn'uu artiste of this or
any other country, and now she develops a
mine of hitherto unknown talent as & pan-
tomimist, which places her at once in the
front rank of that branch of her profession.
She appeared on Monday evening in “The
French Spy,” which will hold the boards
for the remninder of the week. Her con-
ception of the Lnr'uu-ipul character is entirely
original and thoroughly good. Her move-
ments are as agile and graceful as those of
the antelope; her pantomimic action is won-
derfully expressive, and her power of de-
picting all the varied emotions which the
personation requires, by means of her facial
changes, is extraordinary. In the course
of the piece Mlle. Morlucchi introduces sev-
eral ballets, all of which are original and
besutiful, and entirely new to us.

A PROCLAMATION by the President of
the United of America. Treaty between
the United States and Great Britain—
Claims, fisheries, nayigation of the St
Lawrence, etc., American lumber on the
river St. John, boundary—Concluded
May 8, 1871; ratifications exchanged June

And the said plenipotentinries, after hav-
ing exchanged their full powers, which were
found to be in due and proper form, have
agreed to and concluded the following ar-
ticlea:
ARTICLE L

Wueneas, Differences have arisen be-
tween the government of the United States
and the government of Her Britannic Ma-
jesty, and still exist, growing out of the acts
committed by the several vessels which have
given rise to the claims generically known
a8 the “Alabama claims;

And whereas, Her Britannic Majesty hias
authorized her high commissioners and
plenipotentiaries to express, in a friendly
spirit, the regret felt by Her Majesty’s gov-
ernment for the escape, under whatever cir-
¢ ces, of the Alab. and other ves-
sels from British gom and for the depreda-
tions committed by those vessels:

Now, in order to remove and adjust all
complaints and claims on the part of the
United States, and to provide for the speed
settlement of such cl which are not ad-
mitted by Her Britannio Majesty’s govern-
ment, the high contracting parties agree
that all the said claims, growing out of acts
committed by the aforesaid vessels and

generically known as the *“Alabama
claims,” 1l be referred to a tribunal of
arbitration to be com of five arbitra-

tors, to be appointed in the following man-
ner, that is to say: One shall be named by
the President of the United States; one
shall be named by Her Britannic Majesty;
His Majesty the King of Italy shall be re-
uumf to name one; the Presideut of the
wiss Confederation shall be requested to
name one; and His Majesty the Emperor of
Brazil shall be requested to name one.

In case of the death, absence, or incapa-
city to secve of auy or either of the said ar-
bitrators, or, in the event of either of the
said arbitrators omitting or declining or
cetu‘i:f to act as such, the President of the
United States, or Her Britannic Majesty, or
His Majesty the King of Italy, or the Presi-
dent of the Swiss Confederation, or His
Majesty the Emperor of Brazil, as the case
may be, may fortbwith name another per-
son to act as arbitrator in the place and
stead of the arbitrator originally named by
such head of a State.

And in the event of the refusal or omis-
sion for two months after receipt of the re-
quest from either of the high contracting
parties of His Majesty the King of Italy, or
the President of the Swiss Confederation,
or His Majesty the Emperor of Brazl, to
name an arbitrator either to fill the original
appointment or in the place of one who may
have died, be absent, or incapacitated, or
who may omit, decline, or from any cause
cease to act as such arbitrator, His Majesty
the King of Sweden and Norway shu{l be
requested to name one or more persons, as
the case may be, to act ag such arbitrator
or arbitrators.

ARTICLE 11

The arbitrators shall meet at Geneva,
Switzerland, at the earliest convenient day
after they shall have been named, and shall
proceed impartially and carefully to exam-
ine and decide all questions that shall
be laid before them on the part of the gov-
ernments of the United glulco and Her
Britannic Majesty, respectively. All ques-
tions considered by the tribunal, including
the final award, shall be decided by u ma-
Jjority of all the arbitrators,

Ench of the high contracting parties shall
also name one person to attend the tribunal
a8 its agent to represent it generally in all
watters connected with the arbitration.
ARTICLE 111

The written or printed case of each of the
two pat ties, accompanied by the documents,
the official correspondence, and other evi-
dence on Which each relies, shall be de-
livered in duplicate to each of the arbitra-
tors and to the qi_(:nt of the other party as
5001 8s may be after the organization of the
tribunal, but within a period not exceeding
8ix months from the date of the exchange
of the ratifications of this treaty.

ARTICLE IV,

Within four months after the delivery on
both sides of the written or printed case,
either “Il'l)’ may, in like manner, deliver
in duplicate to each of said arbitrators,
and to the agent of the other party, a coun-
ter case and additional documents, cor-
respondence and evidence in reply to the
case, documents, correspondence and evi-
dence so presented by the other party, .

_The arbitrators may, bowever, extend the
time for delivering such counter case, doo-
uments, correspondence and evidence,
when, in their judgment, it becomes neces.
sary, in consequence of the distance of the
place from which the evidence to be pre-
sented is to be procured.

_If in the cese submitted to the arbitrators
either party shall have specified or alluded
to any report or document in its own ex-
clusive possession without annexing a o ¥

tries and of making satisfactory provision
for the future, agrees that in deciding the
questions between the two conntries arisin
out of those claims, the arbitrators shoul
assume that Her Majesty’s government had
undertaken to act upon the principles set
forth in these rules.

And tke high contracting parties agree to
ohserve these rules as between themselves
in future, and to bring them to the knowl-
edge of other maritime powers, and to in-
vite them to accede to them.

ARTICLE VII ;

The decision of the tribunal shall, if pos.
sible, be made within three months from
the close of the argument on both sides.

It shall be made in writing and dated,
and shall be signed by the arbitrators who
may assent to it

ﬂe said tribunal shall first determine as
to each vessel separately whether Great
Britain has, by any act or omission, failed
to fulfill any of the duties set forth in the
foregoing three rules, or recognized by the
principles of international law not incousist-
ent with such rules, and shall certify such
fact as to each of the said vessels. In cuse
the tribunal find that Great Britain has
failed to fulfill any duty or duties as afore-
said, it may, if it think proper, proceed to
award asum in gross to be paid by Great
Britain to the United States for all claims
referred to it; and in such case the gross
sum 80 awarded shall be paid in coin by the
government of Great Britain to the govern-
ment of the United States at Wushington,
within twelve months after the date of the
award.

The award shall be in duplicate, one copy
whereof shall be delivered to tae agent of
the United States for his government, and
the other copy shall -be delivered to the
agent of Great Britain for his govern-
ment.

ARTICLE VIIL

Each government shall pay its own
agent, and provide for the proper
remuneration of the counsel em-
ployed by it and of the arbitrator
appointed by it, and for the expense of pre-
paring and subuitting its case to the tribu-
nal, All other expenses connected with
the abitration shall be defrayed by the two
governments in equal moieties.

ARTICLE IX.

The arbitrators shall keep an accurate
record of their proceedings, and may ap-
point and employ the necessary officers to
assist them.

ARTICLE X.

In case the tribuval finda that Great
Britain has failed to fulfil any duty or
duties as aforesaid, and does not award a
sum in gross, the high contracting parties
agree that a board of assessors shall be ap-
pointed to ascertain and determine what
claims are valid, and what amount or
amounts shall be paid by Great Britain to
the United States on account of the liability

arising from such failure, as to cach vessel,
according to the extent of such liability as
decided by the arbitrators.

The board of assessors shall be consti-
tuted as follows: One member thereot shall
be named by the President of the United
States, one member thereof shall be
named by Her Brittannic Majesty; and one
member thereof shall be named by the
represontative at Washington of His Majesty
the King of Italy; and in case of a vacancy
happening from any cause, it shall be tilled
in the same manner in which the original
appointment was made.

s soon as possible after such nomina-
tions the board of assessors shall be organ-
ized in Washington, with power to hold
their sittings there, or in New York. or in
Boston. [he members thereof shall sever-
ally subscribe a solemn declaration that
they will impurtially and carefully examine
and decide, to the best of their judgment
and according to justice and equity, all mat-
ters submitted to them, and shall forth-
with proceed, under such rules and regula-
tions as they may prescribe, to the investi-
gation of the claims which shall be presented
to them by the government of the United
States, and shull examine and decide
upon them in such order and manner as
they may think proper, but upon such evi-
dence or information only as shall be rur-
nished by or on belalf of the governments
of the United States and of Great Britain,
respectively,, They shall be bound to Lear
on each separate claim, if required, one per-
son on bebalf of each government, as coun-
sel or agent. A majority of the assessors in
each case shall be sutticient for a decision.
The decision of each ussessor shall be
ven upon each claim in writing, and shall

signed by them respectively and dated.

Each claim shall be presented to the as-
sessors within six months from the day of
their first meeting, but they may, for good
cause shown, extend the time for the pre-
sentation of any claim to a further period,
not exceeding three months.

The assessors shall report to each govern-
ment at or before the expiration of one year
from the date ot their first meeting the
amount of claims decided by them up to the
date of such report; if further @laims then
remain undecided, they shall make a further
report at or before the expiration of two
years from the date of such first meeting;
and in case any claims remain undetermi
at that time, they shall make a final report
within a further period of six months,

The report or reports shall be made in
duplicate, and one copy thereof shall be de-
livered to the Secretary of State of the
United States, and one copy thereof to the
representative of Her Britannio Majesty at

ashington.

All sums of moneby whioch may be awarded
under this article shall be ef.'“bl” at Wash-
ington, in coin, within twelve months after
the dofxvery of each report.

The board of assessors may employ such
clerks as they shall think necessary.

The expenses of the buard of assessors

They
shall investigate and decide such claims in
such order and such manner as they may
thiuk proper, but upon such evidence or in-
formation only as shall be furnished by or
on behalf of the respective governments.
They shall be bound to receive and consider
all written documents or statements which
may be presented to them by or on behalf
of the respective governments in support
of, or in answer to, any claim, and to hear,
if required, one person on each side, on
behalf of each government, on each and
every separate cluim. A majority of the

commissioners shall be sufficient for
an award in - each case. The award
shull be given upon each claim in

writing, and shall be signed by the com-
missioners assenting to it. It shall be
competent for each government to name one
person to sttend the commissioners as its
agent, to present and support claims on its
behalf, and to answer claims mude upon it,
and to represent it generally in all matters
connected with the investigation and de-
cisien thereof.

The high contracting parties hereby en-
gage to consider the decision of the com-
missioners as absolutely tinal and conclusive
upon each claim decided upon by them, and
to give full effect to such Hgﬂniuns without
any ohjection, evasion or delay whatso-
ever.

ARTICLE XIV.

Every colaim shall be presented to the
commissioners within six months from the
day of their first meeting, unless in any
case where rensons for delay shall be estab-
lished to the satisfaction of the commission-
ers, and then, and in any such case, the pe-
riod for presenting the claim may be extend-
ed by them to any time not excoeding three
months longer.

The commissioners shall be bound to ex-
amine and decide upon every claim within
two years from the day of their first meet-
ing. It shall be competent for the comuis-
sioners to decide in each case whether any
claim hasor has not been duly made, pre-
ferred. and laid before them, either wholly
or to any and what extent, according to the
true intent and meaning of this treaty.

ARTICLE XVIIL

ARTICLE XL.

This, and all other expenses of and con-
nected witn the said arbitration, shall be
provided for as hereinafter stipulated.

ARTICLE XLIL

The arbitrator shall be requested to de-
liver, together with his award, an account
of all the costs and expenses which he may
have been put to in relation to this matter,
which shall forthwith be repaid by the two
governments in equal moieties.

ARTICLE XLIL

The arbitrator shall be requedted to give
his award in writing as early as convenient
after the whole case on each side shall have
been laid before him, and to deliver one
copy thergof to each of the said agents.

ARTICLE XLIIL

The present treaty shall be duly ratified
by the President of the United States of
America, by and with the advice and con-
sent of the Senate thereof, and by Her
Britannie Majesty; and the ratifications shall
be exchan, either at Washington or at
London within six months from the date
hereof, or earlier, if possible.
