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MEMORIAL ADDRESS.

Hon, 8, 8. Fish—Life and Character.
Delivered at Ames' Methodist Episcopal Chureh,
Axgust 8, 1871, by Rev. L. . Matiack. .

More than twenty years ago, I stood be-
fore a large sudience in Williamson, Wayne
countv, New York, one Sabbath day. A
erowd filled the house and swarmed arouud
it. Among the outside worshipers I noticed
a flaxen haired boy, whose riveted attention
to my sermon led me to speak to him after
the service closed. He was a stranger to
me, but the timid, ehrinking lad gave me his
hand, and we were friends. To-night, in
this far off southern ¢ity, I unite with you,
my fellow citizens, in a testimony of respect
and estéem for that lad, since, and until
Istely known as the Hon. 8. 8. Fish, lfte
member of the Louisiana Senate.

Stephen Selby Fish was born July 12,
1837. Before the age of manhood he united
with the Baptist church on profession of
faith in Christ, and thus became a member
of the church militant. Four yeara after-
ward he volunteered his services as a sol-
dier in the Seventeoth New York Infantry,
United States army, for two years, snd
served with the Army of the Potomac. One
year after this he was admitted to the bar
as counselor at law, in Roohester, New
York. In 1365 he became a citizen of New
Orleans, was admitted to the bar of Louis-
inna, and was, for a time, the law partner
of Judge Dibble, now of the Eighth Dis-
trict Court. In November last he waa
elected a member of the Senate for the
First () District, of Orleans parish, for four
years. He was also appointed to the highly
responsible post of secretary of the consoli-
dated desk, which made him eustodian of
the bonds of the four corporations, now
united. , His ever faithful discharge of duty,
and his fidelity to trust, were at once a
demonstration of his virtue as a citizen, and
of the wise choice of those he represgnted
in public life.

Thus, in » brief paragragh, his short and
honorable career as a publi¢c man is summed
up. The indices thus given afford matter
for more detailed remarks, to which I ask
brief attention.

The period of his short career was crowd-
ed with events of immense importance, of
which he was not an idle spectator. Ten
years only measure the time from his en-
listment as a private soldier in the Union
army to the day of his death; then a Senator
of a State whose seccession, with other
States,. had periled that soldier's life in
many a hard fought field. So wond pous are
the compensations of an overruling Provi-
dence in the affairs of men. That he fairly
won what he obtained, and deserved all the
confidence his warmest friends placed in
him, will be manif#st by reviewing his per-
sonal character.

He was from early Lfe a purely virtuous
and truly pious person. Although deprived
of a mother's care in early childhood, he
had one of those precious dispensations of
God’s goodness, known as a pious grand-
mother. She was a personal acquaintance
ond friend of mine. Her impress was very
distinctly made upen his youthful mind.

After he unitod with the Baptist church
in Williamaon, New York, he never for-
feited jor removed his church relation.
Coming to New Orleans, he was identitied
with, but not a member of the Colisenm*
congregation, while under the care of the
lamented Jotham Horton, who was, with
himself, a viotim of the July massacre of
1866, But the subsequent reorganization of
that church was upon a basis which Mr.
Fish did not approve, and he never re-
moved to it his membership from the
North. With true liberty of Christian fel-
lowship, and from a preference for that
which is loyal and true, through evil and
good report, he presented himself publicky
at this altar during my pastorate, and as a
Baptist asked to be taken tnder Methodist
watcheare. Regularly thereafter he com-
muned with ns as a Christian brother,
And when he died, two church records lost
a name, while Paradise won a soul which
had been tried as by fire, and purified by
Him who sitteth as a refiner and purifier of
silver.

He was a patriot and a soldier of disinter-
osted devotion and unflinching courage.
Forever blessed, of perpetual dominion,
and gloriously immortal, is that nation
whose sons by the million answer promptly
the stern call of duty, and bare their backs
to the burden and their breasts to the
flaming hail storm of bastle. And such a
nation is America. For every one of her
hundreds of thoussnds now dead on the
fleld cheerfully said, by their voluntary
sacrifice, “it is expedient for us that we
should die for the people that the whole
nation perish not.”

And the most unselfish devotion is that
exhibited by a private soldier, who has
little or no opportunity for becoming dis-
tinguished, and yet boars the knapsack for
years, and moves cheerfully on in the ranks.
These are the unnamed demi-gods of our
nation. Revering the fabled story of the
mother bird who plucked outher own blood
for her brood, these children of the country
fed their mother with their health and
strength and life, and renewed her vital
power.

It was my fortune, the firét year of my
army life, to have encamped on the same
fields, and to be marshaled in the same
lines of battle where Selby Fish bravely
bore his part. I'%now the wretchedness of
the camping groynds near Alexandria,
Virginia, from which he was borne away
to-the hospital, and suffered an exhaustive
typhoid fever for weeks. You who have
seen him with alight, trembling form, slow
and painful step, pale face and ashen lips,
parted so piteously to speak even in
whisper tones, would not have known the
brave young soldier when he laid
upon the altar of his country. His vigor-
ous, stalwart frame was clothed with
rugged moscle, weighing ofie hundred and
seventy-five pounds, and® gave promise of
three score years and ten. Yet he died at
thirty-four. More than helf a life time
was the tax he paid toward the freedom
we enjoy to-might.

His regiment and mine both passed

useless works,
loss fearfully in. well fought battles and
badly planned retrests around Richmond,

T x ¥ <l N 5 ‘. e
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Fish and his comrades were of the Potomae
army. ’

He was an early, unselfish and constant
friend of the slave. Excuse a personal al-
lusion. Thirty years agothia winter I be-
came editor of the first antislavery paper
for children published in this country. For
twenty-five years I was known to thousands
of the little ones of the North and West as

them grew to manhood and womanhood,
under my training while readers of the Ju-
venile Instructor. And they were aboli-
tionists of the most radical type. Stories
and pictures about slavery were freely in-
terspersed with othér matter suited to the
minds of children in & land which had been
consecrated to freedom, slthough peopled
with slaves. Asone of my first and con-
stant readers, his sympathizs were sponta-
neous and enduring.

When war followed swiftly on the heels
of rebellion, no abolitionist doubted where-
unto it would culminate., The freedom of
the slave was a foregone conclusion. And
whatever others did, and for what others
may say—but this we say for eacli'other, as
survivors who stand beside the graves of
those who have gons before—tha battle
byma of the republic was our favorite
song. Whether on the field after a day of
vietory, or in Libby Prison with Chaplain
MecCabe, we sang in full chorus—

“I have rru% a fiery gospel writ in burmnhod.ron
of steel,
A5 ye deal with mypcontemunars, 80 with you my
grace shall deal;
Lat the hero born of woman crush the serpeat with
iy Deel,
Stuce God is matching oa.
For—
“In the beauty of the lilies Christ was born acrose
the sea,
With a glory (n his bosom that tranafigures you

and me, '
As ho died to make men holy, let us die to make
meq free!
While God 1s marchiag on.”

When Selby Fish fixed his domicile in
New Orleans, he did not bate his breath,
nor conceal his sympathies, as crowds of
Northern wen do here. These are self-seek-
ers wholly. “The fact is," say they unblush-
ingly, “‘we come here to make money.” And
any word, or act of independence, bene-
volenes, or religious duty, that can, be
traded away for a dollar, they give or with-
hold, with d-‘g?ading servility, at the bid-
ding of the Southern masters of trade and
commeree, Poor, mean slaves are they who
wear chains of their own forging, when they
might be free! Not so did Stephen Selby
Fish. Baptist though he was, and, there-
fore, within reach of strong backers and
patrons, if he would be prudent, in ths per
verted sense of popular usage, he was yet
guilty of the very marked imprudence of
being o worshiper here, and a supporter of
Ames' Mothodist Episcopal Chureh. Scores
of Nortkern Methodists, who are clamorous
friends of the African, wh.‘:re there are foew or
none, are as silent and cautious as mice in
New Orieans. Thespies who look in at these
doors, to report who are to be put on the
black list of Southern tradespeople, will
never find them here. They are too pradent
for that

Every time that calm face and tottering
step was seen coming up these aisles, it was
an utterance of eloguent and seathing re-
buke to time-seving Northern Methodists in
New Orleans, who, for the sake of gain,
forgot the mother who gave them birth
and disowned their prethren of the same
homestead born. But that coming to this
house of prayer was more than a rebuke.
It was a noble self-assertion; it proclaimed
a will: it declared a changeless purpose.
Behind that physical frailty was the mental
and moral strength of matared manhood.

Stop that man! Try to bind him! Turm
him back from his chosen path! Ahah! he
is mors than a match for any arm of flesh
or the hosts of hell! Truth and right crown
a single man with God's omnipotence.

Follow him to his office; note the business
documents filed by the poor people, whose
ignorance of law was offset by the services
he cheerfully and gratuitously rendered.
See how naturally they tura their steps
to his desk. These are to-day the living
witnesses of his unselfish and constant
friendship. And their choice of him asa
Senator for four years from last November
shows that they knew who their friend was.
Sorry are they, and we share that sorrow,
that he has not lived to serve them during
that full term of offices

He was a victim finally of that malice,
cowardice and treachery which constitute a
fiendish trio only born of the demon slavery.
The written and unwritfen history of July
30, 1866, in this city, we will not now un-
fold. But this must be said: acold blooded
massacre of free, unoffending citizens was
perpetrated by the neglect of the military
and by the connivanee, if not command, of
the civil powers. And men known, whose
hands are red as Cain's with the blood of
their brothers, walk our streets unchal-
lenged and without fear of punishment.

Amongthe victims not instantly killed,
but wounded severely, was Stephen Selby
Fish. He wasnot a member of the doomed
convention, but being known, was none the
leas a target for the assassin’s fire. On the
banquet, outside the Mechanics' Inntitute,
he received three successive balls. His
head, his arm and chest were wounded,
Each shot was from behind. Even an un-
armed man could not be faced by an armed
coward.

The last bullet entered the flesh below
the shoulder blade, and buried itself near
the vital organs. Every step of his path-
way since has beem acoompanied with the
conscious presence of a hidden foe to lifer
that bit him as with the poison of asps and
plagued him as with the sting of a viper.
And that deadly bullet, which eluded the
surgeon’s scalpel and could not be found,
will only be discovered by the muperring
finger of decay among the handful of dust
to which all kuman dust finally returns,

His memory will be perpetunted as a
precious thing by the affectionats family
circle, whose members live toweweep over
his grave. First of these is the beautiful
widowed bride, to whom he was married at
Marion, New York, in October, 1870, She
is ‘not here. On the twenty-first of June
last they were panied by his brother,
Cariton, to Williamson, New York. There,
in his father’s house, he died, on the eighth
day of July. From there Mrs. Josepisine
G. Eish (formerly Miss Eddy) went outa
widow, to her own father’s house, only six
miles away. Eight months before the
bridal dawned upon her where

the loved and lost. = *

“Uncle Lucius.” An entire generation of |'

memories of a kinsman, those stronger tiea
which loving comrades in the army cher-
#shed for each other; for they were both
soldier brothers and brother soldiers in the
Union army.

Nor are the kindly memories of his uncle
and aunt, whose family tree sheltered their
brother's son for years, less holy, or endear-
ing. Theirs is ‘the privilege to recall the
P movements of one of God's
dear children who was attached only to the
things that are true and pure lovely,
and of good report. Longer the ever-
green of their own garden will his memory
perpetuate its fragrance and freshness in
the sanctuary of their hearts,

Pablic men, fellow members of the bar,
or his associates in the State Senate, will not

i him hastily from their friendly re-
colléctions. While yet you think of him,
permit this lesson to be suggested: You may
live as legislators, or as magistrates, you
must die as men. The soul, in its spiritual,
mysterious, and deathless affinities, must
treat with God alone. Each single soul
must become adjusted in perfect harmony
with the one living and true God. Then,
eternity will be peace, at home in heaven.
This adjustment with God, by faith in the
Lord Jesus Christ, your late honored sssoci-
ate made early in life. May you all, who
hear me this hour, die the death of the
righteous, and may your last end be like
his.
