ADDITIONAL ARTICLE.

The high contracting phrﬁl‘ﬂ. desiring to
secure complete and efiicient protection to
the manufacturing industry of their re-
spective citizens and subjects, agree that
any eounterfeiting in one of the two coun-
trivs of the trade marks affixed in the other
on merchangdise to show its erigin and qual-
ity, shall Ve strictly prohibited and re-
pressed, and shall give ground for an action
of damages in favor of the injured party,
to be prosecnted in the courts of the coun-
try in which the connterfelt shall be proven.
