of such claimants in inducing*them to dis­
pose of their rights under the law, to de­
signing men, tor merely a nominal sum, it 
is deemed best to return to the original reg­
ulations governing the assignment of war­
rants, and to require, before acceptance iu 
.payment for land, that in assigned war- 

, rants the assignments should be made, in 
whole or in part, upon the hack of thq war-

Attempted Robbery of National Bank 
Bank.

The Controller of the Currency was re­
cently advised by one of the Boston na­
tional banks of the receipt of a package of 
their notes one sheet short The mail of the 
following day also brought the information 
of the receipt of a similar package with five 
sheets short, in all $270 short. A subse­
quent letter informs the controller of the 
accidental discovery of the missing sheets 
upon the person of the messenger of Adams 
Express Company. The national bank 
notes are carefully counted by several dif­
ferent competent persons in the Bureau of 
Engraving and in the office of the Control­
ler of the Currency, and are securely tied 
with a strong twine an£ carefully sealed in 
the presence of witnesses before sMpment. 
Every precaution is taken to prevent mis­
takes and losses, and the bank referred to 
was guilty of great carelessness in receiv­
ing and receipting packages of money with­
out first examining the packages to ascer­
tain whether they were in good condition 
or had been tampered with.

She will leave this evening on her first trip 
under the command of Captain B. R. Splane, 
with T. Jobin in the office.

The Thirteenth Era arrived from Jeffer­
son on Sunday morning, with 238 bales of 
cotton, and 203 head of cattle. Her officers 
report but thirty inches in Potato Bend, and 
three feet in the lakes.

The Tidal Wave arrived from Shreveport 
on Sunday, bringing out 340 bales of cotton, 
and 159 head of cattle. Her officers report 
but four feet water in the best channel.

We were sorry to see by yesterday's tele­
gram that our friend, Captain Abe Hutchi­
son, has been ftnfortunate on the first trip 
out from St. Louis with the John Kyle, hav­
ing struck the rocks at Cairo, ana sprung 
her butts 60 badly that he was compelled to 
return with her, and it was feared he would 
have to reship his cargo and go back to St. 
Louis for repairs.

The Andy Johnson and Capitol City left 
St. Louis for this port on Saturday, 
August 5.

The Dexter also arrived safely at St. 
Louis on August 5.

The M. J. Wicks and Pauline Carroll both 
arrived here from St. Louis on Sunday 
night with very large cargo of Western pro­
duce, and will return as per advertisement.

The Shreveport Southwestern of August 3 
says :

The river declined four inches for the 
twenty-four hours ending at six o'clock yes­
terday evening, and was at that time nine­
teen feet ten inches below the highest water 
of the year.

The officers of the last boiflt in from Jeffer­
son report the water very shoal in the foot 
of Potato Bend Cut-off, and the bayou still 
declining. Her pilot informed us that there 

only twenty-eight inches at the Gate 
Post.

We conversed with Mr. Augustus Bour- 
qnin yesterday, who had just arrived from 
Dooley’s ferry, on upper Red river. He in­
forms us that the river rose seven feet at 
that point during the former portion of last 
week, but was falling fast when he left 
there on Friday last. The river was within 
two feet of the lowest water before the rise 
came. He reports the Frank Morgan still 
lying at Dooley’s ferry.

The pilots of the D. L. Tally say they 
coaid not find but four and a half feet water 
on several of the bars below here, on their 
last trip up, and the river falling rapidly. 
They also report a stiff current iu the lower 
portion of the stream.
