ness and the wisdom of thowse in charge of
national affairs. Every branch of the pub-
lic sorvice is so intimately and inseparably
conuected with the great subjects of finance
and taxation that administrations and par-
ties must, for the present, be judged by the
wisdom and fidelity displayed in providing
apd applying the means for the main-
tepancs of the government sod the dis-
charge of its obligations.

The steady appreciation of popular con
fidence and national oredit, since the acees-
sion of the Republican party to power in
1861, notwithstanding the disturbances in-
cildent to a gigantic war, and the factious
dpposition of one of the great political par-
ties which pervade the country, affords the
most indabitable evidence of the wigdom,
filelity and efliciency of Republican &ltes-
mep—evidenca which bas both satisfied the
people of the United States, und earried
conviction £o even unwilling financiers and
hostile interests in other nations.

It remains for the people to say whether
the men and measures which have pro-
duced such benefizial results are lightly
to be exchanged for the domination
which promises nothing but practical
repudiation of the national ebligations and
blind worship of the memories of a thrice-
defeated political party.

The following conclusions are arrived-at
by tlho committee in regard to the statements
made:

1. That in the first two years and.one
month of the administration of President
Grant there has been an actual reduction of
the public debt to the smount of $215,765,-
663 74.

2. That the annual interest charge to the
people has, within the same period, been
reduced in the sum of §12,062997 96, con-
sequently affording permanent annual re-
liet from taxation to that amount,

3. That the met gold discount actually
realized to the public treasury on the pur-
chuse of bonds, by which purolase the debt
has been mainly reduced, is §14,385 838 56,

4. That, in consequence of the measures
and policy of the Kepublican Congress and
administration, the public ecredit, although
greatly disturbed by the war, advanced
during the period from the early part of the
year 1361 (the'close of the Democratic ad-
winistration of President Buchanan) to
March 1, 1869—reaching an aggregate ap-
preciation, as applied to the then éxisting
values and principal of the public debt, of
three hundred and sixty-five millions of
doJlars; and by the still more efficient ad-
ministration of President Grant, the publio
credit, as referred to the now existing val-
nes and debg (Apeil 1, 1871), has been fur-
ther advanced, within a littls more than
two years, making an apprecistion during
this short period, us u;)plicab]d to the now
rxisting debt, of gix hundred and fifteen
willions of dollars; also showing that the
appreciation since the close of the last De-
ocratie admipistration early in 1861, appli-
¢ to the existing values and debt, is
hundred and sixty five millions of

€
doliars,

5. Within the period from March 4, 1869,
to Aoril 1,1871, the appreciation of the na-
tional and national bank corrency was
twelve per cent, making an sggregate ap-
preciation of $85,000,000, which has acerued
to the people in consequence of the advance-
mc;pt of the public credit by the Republican
poiloy.

6. Reduction of annual expenditures for
the fiscal year 1863-70 as compared with the
lust year of Johneon’s administration, $58,«
532,193 07. As compared with the lust year
of Buchanan's administration, upon’ the
same basis, thirty-six cents less per capita,
estimating the population 40,000,000, mnging
an annual saving of $14,400,000,

7. The internal taxes and customs duties
Lave, since the close of the war for the snp-
pression of the rebellion, been rednced by
the amonnt per annom of §251,848,827 38,

B, The postal service has been extended
and inerensed in efficiency, and its compar-
ative expenditures materially reduced.
