While we wdre among those who were 

not in favor of calling a State Convention 
of the Republican party in the heat of 
summer, we are free to admit that great 
good has grown out of it  For the con­
vention has come and gone again, and 
with it has been carried away the masks 
that hid tyie faces of certain political 
agitators.

WHAT THE NORTH SAYS.

In the North, as in New Orleans, the 
instinct of the people has discovered the 
true relation of affairs iu Louisiana. 
Without previous instruction, uninformed 
about the causes that produced the ad­
journment of the convention to Turner 
Hall last Wednesday, the Republicans of 
the North have arrived at a conclusion 
that does honor to their hearts as much 
as it does to their heads.

In spite of all the ’ appearances of a 
movement, there is such dullness on the 
street that a coup d'ceil along two or three 
squares positively produces a mawkish 
leeling, for every one looks as if only by 
the greatest eflort one could be kept alive.

Gold crept up yesterday to twelve and 
one-eighth iu New York, and here was 
lrom one to three-eighths in advance, 
though an absolute paralysis seems to 
have struck it—no sales being made of 
any consequence.

The late political contests have seriously 
effected business operations, and have 
made things unsettled. Nothing is so 
sensitive as capital, and in unquiet times 
there is no investment and none of those 
ventures made which, taken together, 
constitute a good market.

The air seems <hiek with cotton predic­
tions. Everything brings it up. A coming 
cloud is hailed as a bad omen, on account 
of damage to the crops. For the cotton 
worm there is no vermifuge. These sub­
jects are harped upon every day by ship­
pers, railroad men, brokers, contractors, 
grocers, bankers, factors, commission 
men and everybody else. We have not 
yet found a man who will risk a calcula­
tion upon it, though estimates have been 
given in as low as seven hundred thousand 
bales shorter than last year, and all the 
way to a million less from this figure. 
Yesterday the Liverpool advices had an 
ugly look, and communicated such 
features to the market, which put on a 
long face and refused to be comforted. 
There was but a slight inquiry, and there 
would have been no sales even if the in­
quiries were better, in the present un­
certainty.

Reports pome to the men on the street 
that money is plenty everywhere—that 
the repositories of cash are glutted with 
it. Franee pays up her indemnity, with­
out any trouble or commotion, and the 
daily news by cable and the ordinary lines 
are replete with every evidence of the 
pientitude of capital. The stock market 
here has, as a consequence, every induce­
ment to be buoyant aud active. Notwith­
standing the many “rises,” the falls have 
not been disastrous, but soon rebound.

In flour there is no action—the market 
is now well assorted—but prices are in­
clined to drop, feather-weights turning 
the scales. Prices are more in favor of 
buyers, but still there is no disposition to 
speculate.

Now, therefore, in pursuance of th e  provisions of 
the  ac t aforesaid, I issue th is, my proclam ation, and 
declare th e  places hereafte r nam ed to  be infected 
places, and th a t  a ll vessels, together w ith  officers, 
crew s, passengers aud cargoes a rriv ing  from  such 
places, or having  touched or stopped a t  any  of them  
shall be subject to  a  q u a ran tin e  of uotxless th an  
ten  days, o r  for a  longer period, as m ay he consid­
ered  necessary by th e  Board of H ealth, to  tak e  
effect from and a fte r  th e  - FIRST DAY OF JUNK, 
1871. Any violation of th e  q uaran tine  law s as here 
proclaim ed will he severely punished.

The places which a re  hereby  declared infected 
as aforesaid a re  th e  following, to  w it: H avana 
M atanzas, Trinidad, Cardenas, St. Jago, all on th e  
Island of Cuba; P ort Royal and  M intege Bay, on 
th e  Island of Jamaica; Jacm el and  P ort au  Prince, 
on th e  Island  of San Domingo; th e  islands of St.
