L o c a l I n t e l l i g e n c e .

A Man of Bloody Deeds—He Stubs 
Oyie Man to the Heart and Cuts Another 
Three Times.—About half-past one o’eiock 
yesterday morning, Edward Hughes, a cab 
driver, went to the Charity Hospital, asking 
Surgical attendance, as he was suffering 
from three knife wounds. A surgeon ex­
amined tlie wounds, and at once pronounced 
them such a3 would not endanger life. All 
that the patient would tell was that Domi­
nick Byrnes, another cab driver, had cut 
him near Clay statue. The police were not 
aware of the' circumstances until some 
time afterward, when a more important 

1 case became' known.
About three o’clock, yesterday morning, 

a number of men were in*No. 236Y4 Poydras 
street, a regular break-o'-day house, where 
men who kept very late, or rather very 
early hours, are fond of resorting.

In one of the back rooms sat a party play, 
ing cards. Among the number was Pat 

’ Brady, a lame cabby, well known on St. 
Charles street. While the game was in 
progress Dominick Byrnes, the man men­
tioned above, strayed into the room and 
apjieared to be tolerably fall of liquor. lie 
was acquainted with all who were there, 
and somewhat roughly mentioned to Brady 
that it was a long time between drinks. 
He was told not to interrupt the game, nnd 
perhaps a threat and an oath made the in' 
junction very emphatic.

As the witnesses before Coroner Creagji 
give #worn statements of the affair, and as 
the evidence embraces nearly the entire 
story, we furnish our readers with that, 
considering it the best source of informa­
tion. One witness states that before, or at 
the time Byrnes stabbed Brady to his heart, 
Le seemed as if fighting with bis fists, the 
clasp knife used lining a little above the 
•ordinary size.

The following testimony was elicited in 
the case:

William Moran said : On Saturday morn­
ing about three or about half-past two, I 
came to the coffeehouse known as Joe's, No. 
23CV-2 Poydras street; when I came in there, 
I went up to'the bar, and heard loud talk­
ing in the back room; I went in and saw 
four men, John Bannon, Jake Diepert, 
Patrick Brady and another man, I don’t 
know his name; Dominick Byrnes remarked, 
‘•thi* is a very dry game;.I wish it would 
hurry up, I am getting dry;" as soon as the 
game was finished, Mr, Bannon invited 
Dominick Bvmes to take a drink. Mr. 
Brady remarked, “it, is not necessary, John, 
we’LI all drink, for there is not a man in the 
house I would treat sooner than Doniinek 
Byrnes;” Dominick remarked: “ I do not 
■wish to drink: I can pay' for all I drink:” 
Brady remarked: “ Well, go <yll pay
ior it. and do not annoy this game;” 
I then ■ went to the counter and took a 
drink of water; 1 heard no more until 
tliat game was finished; before the game 
broke up, Pat Brady and Dominick Byrnes 
had some hard words; the game breaking 
up, Brady picked up his hat aud coat, and 
then remarked to Douiihick Byrnes: "I will 
stand no more of your scandalizing and 
abuse:” he then advanced toward Dominick 
Byrnes, and they came in contact; this was 

-in the backroom; then all tbe balance left 
the room; I walked down to a bench on the' 
banquette, about thirty or torty yards: I 
had uot been there more than a few minutes 
when I started hack toward the house: then 
I saw Pat Brady and Dominick in contact 
on the banquette; I then came up and saw 
Brady staggering toward the gutter, and 
put his hands up to his breast, and said: 
“Mv God, he has given uie a knife;" I saw 
blood all over Brady; there were no persons 
near Brady and Dominick while they were 
in contact on the banquette when I went to 
keep Brady from falling; Byrnes went to­
ward Rampart street; I saw no weapons 
with either of the men.

John Bannon, residing at 236 Dryades 
street, said : I was in the back room of Joe's 
coffeehouse, 23615 Poydras street, playing 
cards, at an early hour this morning; Jacob 
Depert. Patrick Brady and Billy Lore were 
in the game, and MarGainnie keeping game; 
we had vbeen playing about two, or three 
games, wheu Dominick Byrues and Moran 
came in ; they staid in the barroom, in 
front, a little while talking; Byrnes then 
came back and sat on a table in the back 
room; he said: “It’s a long time between 
drinks": Brady remarked: ‘‘It'll be a d—d 
sight longer before you get a driuk;” they 
kept abusing one another until the end of 
the game; 1 got up and weijt out on the 
banquette; l looked back and saw Byrnes 
and Brady, fighting; alter they had fought 
there a little while, they came out in the 
barroom; neither one of them at that 
time seemed to be hurt; Brady says, 
“You know I’m a  ̂better man than 
you;” Byrnes says, “You’ve got the best 
of me this time;” they came out on the ban­
quette tiffin, and had a few words: I don't 
know what they were; they clinched and 
renewed the fight; they had not stfuck over 
half a dozen licks, when Brady said “he’s 
knifed met” Brady started to stagger, and 
Moran caught him in his arms; Byrnes 
started to go toward Rampart street, but 
come back again to where Brady was, and 
went in the direction of Dryades street: he 
returned to Brady a second time and asked 
lor his hat, and started again in the direc­
tion of Rampart street; Brady during this 
time was lying on the banquette; I did not 
see a knife in ByrneB’ hand, but saw him 
making lunges at Brady; I was within seven 
or eight feet of the parties; ho one inter­
fered -with them while they were on the 
banquette; I am satisfied, in my own mind, 
that Byrnes cut Brady, and that there was 
no one else in tbe fight.

Jean Baptiste Verger, proprietor of Joe’s 
house, said: This morning, about three 
o’clock, I was awakened by the loud speak­
ing of Mr. Dominick Byrnes in the coffee­
house, and came down stairs with the inten­
tion of having him arrested, as I had told 
him fifteen days before not to put his head 
into my house again. When I got into the 
barroom I saw Mr. Diepert and Brady 
drinking. I went across to the market for 
the purpose of getting a watchman to ar­
rest him, but F had scarcely got to the

market when pyrnes stepped out on the
sidewalk- Seeing tills, I returned, and just 
as I got half way back Mr. Brady and 
Diepert stepped out also. Brady stepped 
toward Mr. Brynes, and then a scuffle com­
menced between them, and I heard Brady 
exclaim, “Johnny, do you see the knife I ’’ 
In less than five minutes Brady staggered 
toward the awningpost; Billy Moran, who 
was standing at the-awningpost, prevented 
Brady from falling into the gutter; Mr. 
Morau took hold of Mr. Brady and laid him 
on the sidewalk; when Dominick Byrhes 
saw this, he ran toward Dryades street, 
Jake Diepert and I after hi'rn; when we 
reached lam, he made a cut at Jake Diepert 
with a knife; seeing the knife, I stepped 
aside; he then started running toward 
Rampart street; when Jake and I got halt 
way to Rampart street, I asked him it he 
had & whistle; he said he had; I told him to 
blow a call, which he did; as Jake 
and I turned the corner of Poydras and 
Rampart streetes, we overtook a man 
in his shirt sleeves, and bareheaded; Ihe 
policeman from the upper part ot Rampart 
street took hold- of Dominick Byrnes. I 
told him that that was not the man—not 
recognizing him, as he had his coat and hat, 
off. I saw Byrnes stab Brady with the 
knife- I saw him give him three blows with 
the knife: Bvmes used a large pocket knife 
with a rough handle: he threw the knife 
in the cutter. The watchman on Rampart 
street 'let Byrne go. and he came back to 
the market, where he was arrested by the 
officer coming the other way.

Matthew Gainnie said—Last night, be­
tween two and three o'clock. 1 was standing 
in tbe door of Joe’s coffeehouse, and Bran­
non, Brady and unother young man were 
standing on the banquette. Previous to 
this we had gone into the house to play a 
game of seven-up. I was keeping game. 
They had played two games, and were play­
ing a third, when Dominick Byrnes came in. 
lie sut behind me on the table, and said this 
is a long time between drinks. Brady said 
it will be longer. Byrnes said: “G—d d—n 
you, I don’t want' anything from you." 
He said further: “You are one of
these good natured s—ns of--- . ‘The first
come gets nix, aud the n<ixt come get the 
leavings.” Then they commenced growling 
back at one another until the game was 
over. Brady then got up and walked 
toward where Byrnes was sitting, and said, 
■•You've said enough: 1 won’t stand this 
any Ilonger.' Dominick Byrne’s put his 
hand behind his back, and Brady grabbed 
him, saying: “You can’t pull nothing on
me." Brady then knocked him down, or 
threw him down, lie kicked him once or 
twice when he was down. Brady thru 
walked out to the bar aud got a drink. 
Byrnes walked out alter him. He asked 
for a glass of whisky to wash his lace, it 
was bleeding. Brady says, “Don’t give 
him a glass, he'll hit me with it.” Byrnes 
said, “No. I'll hit you withsomethig worse.”
Brady said, “You will, ybu----.” Byrne
said, '"Do you call me a ----?” Brady said,
“Yes: you’re a dirty one.” They then 
walked' out on the. banquette and had a 
few words. Then the scuffle commenced, 
and when tliev were parted Brady put his 
hand to his breast and said, “lie's knifed 
me.” Bannon said to Byrnes: “Dominick, 
what have you doue f” Byrnes replied, “I 
don't give a damn if I've done anything, I'll 
suffer lor it.” He then walked away. Brady 
staggered, fell iuto Moran’s arms and died.

Officer John McCartney said he arrested 
Byrnes after Brady had been cut; he knew 
something 6erious had occurred at Joe's 
coffeehouse, but not the exact nature of the 
difficulty; Byrnes was running away at the 
time he caught him; the officer told him not 
to say anything to convict himself; he said 
at first he did not do it. but afterward he 
asked the officer what he would do if a 
man struek him in the face.

Officer Patrick Rooans arrested Byrnes 
on Rampart street, but released him when 
told he was not the right man; he afterward 
picked up his knile in the gutter.
. Robert Thomson had gone over to Joe’s to 
get a cigar aud saw tne fight between the 
deceased and accused; he saw Byrnes make 
three lunges at Brady, and the latter fall.

After the examinat’on of one other wit­
ness, Jake Diepert. whose testimony strictly 
corroborated all of the above, the jury re­
turned a verdict that the deceased came to 
his death from three incised wounds in­
flicted bv Dominick Bvrnes.

On the tenth instant, when the steamboat 
Rapides was near Norman’s landing, Jesse 
Carter, a deckhand, fell overboard and was 
drowned.

Thomas Woods, a cook at a station on the 
Mobile railroad, while in p lit. cut of three 
of his fingers. He was brought here and 
placed in the Charity Hospital.

Wounded.—Early yesterday morning 
Mr. Ostrander, a river pilot, was found on 
the street, near the Sixth District station- 
house, severely wonnded, the cuts having 
the appearance of having been done with a 
knife. He was sent to the Charity Hospital.

A New Method of Protecting Dwell­
ings from Robbers.—A few evenings ago 
the dwelling of a gentleman was entered by 
burglars, and fearing a repetition of the 
visit, the owner of the house hits purchased 
a watchman’s whistle for his wife, with 
which to sound the alarm in case of invasion. 
Surely, the precaution is a sound one.

Hott.SE Flesh.—J. H. Burnett, facetiously 
called the Mocking Bird, who pendulates 
between this city and Mobile, is a jndge of 
horse, flesh, in foot, is excessively fond of 
that meat. Circumstances go to prove that 
he and his gang are adepts in breaking the 
law in reference to horse stealing. A dis­
patch from Mobile, yesterday, came in time 
to permit our Metropolitans to arrest Bur­
nett. He is not a pleasant looking customer 
to meet on a long bridge, on a dark night, 
especially if he has a knife in his hand, and 
you a dollar in your pocket.

Presentation of a Watch Chain. 
About ten o’clock yesterday morning, 31 r. 
J. T. Condon was surprised by Mr. T. H.

Department, with a present of a handsome 
gold watch, chain and badge from the of­
ficers and members of Pelican Steam Engine 
Company No. 1.

W hy tbe Y ield Falla Short.
YVc copy the following from the New 

Iberia Sugar-Bowl: .
An observing sugar planter recently 

remarked to us tliat he bad no doubt that 
upon nearly all plantath r.s in the State, 
fully one-quarter or one-third of the sugar 
remained iu the bagasse, because ot the 
timidity of engineers, v. bn neglected to 
screw the rollers sufficiently close to each 
other, fearing the mills will break aud they 
lose their reputation. Planters have.too 
much at stake to allow engineers thus to 
waste their cron, and if the mill will not 
turn out dry bagasse, the sooner it is 
broken the better—even if it should cause 
the eutire loss of one year's crop. If a mill, 
or a timid engineer, is going to burn bait 
tbe sugar iu the bagasse chimney, it will 
eventuate iu failure any way. sooner or 
later: though we see but little danger in 
screwing up tbe rollers close enough to 
avoid any waste, except iu cases where the 
weather has made the cane very dry, and 
the saccharine matter cannot all be ex­
tracted byjthemill. We have heard planters 
express the opinion that in such cases it 
would pay to have the bagasse conveyed 
into a large vat of water, aud run’through 
the mill a second time, when the water 
would cause a separation of the sugar 
from it. die same as ifothe cane was very 
juicy. Certainiy this experiment is worth 
trving.

We learn from 3Ir. A. Pilie, of Orange 
Grove plantation. Bayou Terrebonne, that 
about twenty years ago the Lapice, or St. 
James plantation, on the Mississippi, aud 
several other largo plantations, put up 
mills with a second set of rollers, through 
which the bagasse was immediately run, 
and it was found that so little juice was 
obtained at the second robing that the 
double mills were scon abandoned. Mr. 
Pilip also thinks that to wet the bagasse 
and run it through the mill a second time 
would be delaying the rolling of the crop, 
and risking much for little. However, it it 
was found that wetting the bagasse se­
cured mote sugar, the double mills might 
be again introduced, and profitably, as it 
could l>e wet while passing from one mill 
to another by using a hose.

The gentleman above referred to as at­
tributing short crops to engineers often­
times. says that lie this year has two mills, 
and he is going to try to break oue in en­
deavoring to get the last drop of juice from 
the bagasse.

Another cause of waste is found to be tbe 
worn condition of the rollers; for sometimes 

. their ends may almost touch, while the hol­
low in the centre allows bagasse to pass 
through wet with juice. To show how much 
♦oilers wear, 31r. J. J. Coneannon, overseer 
on 3Ir. William IIisland's Hope Farm plan­
tation. Bayou Terrebonne, informed us 
that when the rollers of their mill were re­
cently turned, to give a new and even sur­
face, it was found that the ends had to be 
cut down fully one-half inch before they 
were even with' the middles.

The O range Crop.
[From the Louisiana Sugar-Bowl. 1

Notwithstanding the severity of the past 
winter, which greatly injured the orange 
trees in Some localities, we find that' where 
the branches were not lulled by the freeze, 
they are. in every locality in western Loui­
siana, well filled with fruit? The crop is a 
very sure one, along- tbe watercourses in 
southern Louisiana. The lower Tec-lie, 
Atchafalaya, Bomf, Black. Du Large. Graud 
Caillou, Little Caillou, lower Bayou Terre­
bonne, Le Bleu and Bayou Lafourche, are 
all well adapted to the growth of the tree, 
and generally have good facilities lor ship­
ping the fruit to market; yet orange trees are 
seldom found in quantities to enable the 
owners to make shipments.

It is strange that more do not plant 
orange orchards, for, after five years, the 
revenue derived from even a few hundred 
trees, will exceed the income of most sugar 
plantations. We recently heard of one 
orchard of thirteen acres, on the Mississippi 
river below New Orleans, from which 
$70,000 worth of oranges wore sold in one 
year, and our western Louisiana bayous are 
as well adapted to orange culture as tbe 
lower Mississippi.

Especially the bavous in lower Terre­
bonne—Du' Large. Little Caillou, Grand 
Caillou aud the Terrebonne—are. well 
suited for orange orchards, for the fruit 
now raised there is largely bought up by 
New Orleans dealers, who visit these locali­
ties iu small boats from the gulf, and buy 
up all oranges which are for sale, long be­
fore they ri]>eu on the trees, and return 
later and gather and ship to New Orleans 
and Texas.

A large trade is carried on between New 
Orleans and the lower Terrebonne bayou 
planters. They purchase all the corn, po­
tatoes, onions and other farm products 
which the small planters of those localities 
principally raise, and those who wish to 
engage in orange culture should locate 
there—if they can stand the myriads-of 
mosquitoes and tiios which infest that re­
gion. However, every house could be pro­
tected against mosquitoes by wire eloth or 
mosquito netting over the doors and win­
dows, and the flies are not troublesome ex­
cept iu or near the woods. When horticul­
turists learn the advantages of these ^ulf 
parishes, they will flock here iu hundreds, 
and even then they could not supply the 
United States with this dhlicious iruit, 
which will alwavs bring a good price.

A geutleman in Essex called ai a slioet 
dealer’s, a few days since, and purchased a 
pair of ŝ ioes for his boy. The shoe dealer 
took the shoes for the purpose of rasping 
off the pegs inside, when the purchaser ob; 
jected—“because,” said he, “if the pegs are 
cut oft the boy will run all over town, and 
the shoes won't last him three weeks.”

An ordinance to suppress and pufiisb vagrancy m 

tlie city of New Orleans.
Section 1. Be it prdained by the City Council of 

the city of New Orleans, That all idie persons 
having no visible means wherewith to support 
and maintain themselves, and who live without 
employments all persons wandering abroad .or 
about the streets, wharves, landings, public squares 
or places, and lodging in beer houses, market 
places, sheds, barns, unmhabitC5d buildings, or in 
the open air, and not able to satisfactorily account 
for such acts and conduct: all persons who, with­
out any apparent means of honestly earning their 
livelihood and support, or who livd in or habitually 
loiter about and frequent bouses er places known 
by the police authorities to be harboring places 
for, and the resort of thieves, burglars and sus­
picious characters; all persons who shall have been 
officially reported to the police authorities of the 
Metropolitan Police District in which the city of New 
Orleans is include®, by the police authorities of any 
other State or city iii the United States, a -a  noto­
rious thief or criminal, and who shall remain in the 
city of New Orlt ans without honest employment, 
or without some honest avocation, twenty-four 
hours after the said police authorities shall have 
.notified to such person that his character is known 
to them; all persons who follow the occupation of 
enticing strangers and other persons to visit gam­
bling houses, or to gamble; all ropers and cappers, 
aud such persons as are commonlydxubwn as pimps; 
all persous who tollow gambling for a vocation, 
aud depend on gambling games, or furnishing 
rooms, tools, or implements for playing gambling 
games for a means of subsistence and income; au 
persona who are habitual l*eggars, and who beg on 
the streets, or who go from house to house soliciting 
alms without first having obtained a permit there- 
ter from the Mayor of the city; all habitual drunk­
ards who shall abandon their families or neglect or 
refuse to aid iu the support thereof, and who shall 
be complained of by any member of their family, 
shall be deemed, and are hereby declared *to be 
vagrants, and k  shall be the duty of tlie members

Workhouse for a term of imprisonment not exceed­
ing one calendar month; or such recorder may, in 
his discretion, commit such vagrant to the 
Workhouse for a term of imprisonment not ex­
ceeding one calendar month without Jiue, as in his 
discretion shall best subserve the ends of justice

Sbc. 2. Be it further ordained. That all persons, 
who shall, within the limits of the city of New 
Orleans, establish, maintain or keep any tavern, 
boarding-house, grocery house, grog shop, as a re­
sort for thieves, burglars pr criminals,' and 6ball 
keep, harbor, board or entertain therein thieves, 
burglars or notorious criminals, knowing such per­
