City Surveyor Bell informs us that good
progress i being made toward draining the
reanr of the city. An additional water
wheel has been placed at London avenue
for draining the Third District, and an.
other at Dablin avenue for draiming the
Sixth District and Carrollton.

The Surveyor speaks encouragingly with
regard to the future draiuing of that por-
tion of land within the city limits lying be-
tween the Metairie ridge and the Jake shore.
This undrained district embraces an area
of abont twenty-six thousand acres. Tle
whole of this vast body of land is as high
as the improved portion of the city this
side of the ridge, and with the improve-
ments projected, will become available for
building purposes; =0 that in a few years
the entire space between the ridge and the
lake can be covered with habitations, and
the city extended to Lake Pontchartrain,

The plan is to throw up a levee thirty feet
wide, four miles along the lake front, thus
avoiding the labor, expense aud delay of
L keeping up eleven miles of protection levees,
as' is necessary under the present system of
leveeing each side of the New cgnal, Bayou
St. John, ete.
