To the City Council of New Orleans:

At the session of the fifth ultimo, there 
was referred to me by the Council two 
communications—one a protest by the New 
Orleans Sanitary and Fertilizing Company 
against the adjudication of a contract for 
earth closets, aud attention thereto, to the 
Louisiana Fertilizer Manufacturing Com­
pany; and the other, the answer of the 
latter company to the protest.

As these communications contained the 
views of attorneys of both corpora­
tions as to the law of the case, anti, of 
course, diametrically opposed in their con­
clusions, I submitted them to the City At 
tomey for his opinion. The conclusions ot 
that officer are as follows:

“ It is safer for the city to regard the act 
of the Legislature conferring certain privi- 
leges upon the New Orleans Sanitary and 
Fertilizing Company as valid, until judici­
ally declared otherwise. Cutler such circum­
stances, I advise against entering into the 
contemplated agreement with the Louisiana 
Fertilizer Manufacturing Company.”

In view of the opinion, I beg leave to 
withdraw the resolution adjudicating the 
contract for earth closets aud attention 
thereto to the Louisiana Fertilizer Manu­
facturing Company, and recommend that 
all bids received iu response to an adver­
tisement under resolution No. 903, Ad­
ministration series, be rejected.

the petition of John Kaiser and Theodore 
Judt for extension of Magazine street rail­
road, Sixth District ot this city, begs 
to report favorably, aud recommends the 
passage of the accompanying ordinance.

JOHN COCKREM. Administrator. 
An ordinance concerning the Magazine 

street railroad, and granting the owners 
of said road the right and privilege for 
extension, maintenance and use of its 
railroad on Magazine street, from Joseph 
to Lower Line streets, iu the city of New 
Orleans. '
Bo it ordained, That permission be aud is 

hereby granted to the owners of the Maga­
zine street railroad to lay a double track 
railroad, with the necessary turnouts, 
switches and turn-tables, through Magazine 
street, from its present terminus, corner of 
Magazine and Joseph streets, to the inter­
section of Lower Line and Magazine streets, 
upon the following terms and conditions:

ARTICLE i.
That the rails used shall lie of a pattern 

similar to those now iu use by other city 
railroads. The timber used shall be of th<- 
best quality of swamp cypress or upland 
yellow pine, free from sap, and ol Sjuch 
dimensions as may Lode 'guated by the 
City Surveyor.

ARTICLE It.
That the cars shall be of 11: • construc­

tion .nth first class cars used upon other 
city railroads.

ARTICLE! IU.

That the lines aud levels for the road 
shall he fixed by the City Surveyor, and its 
material and u as.ruction shall be subject 
to the approval o r ,the City Surveyor and 
A dm ini T u to r  o f  Improvements.

ARTICLE IV.
That the rate of fare for the whole dis­

tance shall net exceed five cent: for.each 
passenger, and the ears shall not be rim at 
a speed cxc -eding six miles per hour.

ARTICLE V.
That the railroad, < ars, mules, machinery, 

fixtures and tins property of the company 
shall be subject to assessment and taxation 
iu manner and form as other taxable prop­
erty in the city is assessed.

ARTICLE VI.
That at the expiration of said grant of 

right of way, th r̂oud, rolling stock, equip­
ments, machmciw, depots, fixtures anil the 
property and effects appertaining to the 
company shall bo subject to be taken by the 
city, at a valuation to be 'fixed by two dis­
interested persons, one -to be appointed by 
the Mayor of the city arid the other by said 
grantees or their assigns. In the event 
that said two appraisers shall not agree, 
then another shall be selected by them, 
whose decision us umpire shall be final: i.nd 
in the event of a failure thus to appoint an 
umpire, the valuation shall be determined 
by one of the district courts of New Orleans

having jurisdiction over the matter, with 
right of appeal to the Supreme Court of the 
State.

ARTICLE VII.
That the said extension shall be com­

pleted and opened for public use by the 
first da^of September, 1872, and the right 
of way and privilege granted herein shall 
continue for the unexpired portion of the 
charter of the road.

a rtic le  vm.
That the streets through which said graijt 

extends, as well as the bridges thereon, 
shall be kept in good running order during 
the term of this privilege, by the owners of 
the road.

ARTICLE IX.
That in order to provide for an accom­

modation of the people of the Sixth Dis­
trict, not heretofore enjoyed, it shall be the 
duty of the said grantees, upon the com­
pletion of said railroad, to run at short in­
tervals from five o'clock A. M. until twelve 
o’clock at night, and alter that hour at 
intervals of not less than one hour each 
way, until five o’clock A. M., when short 
intervals must be resumed.

ARTICLE X.
That whenever the Administrator of Im­

provements may become aware that said 
grantees have failed fo keep any street in 
repair, according to the provisions of the 
foregoing articles, the said Administrator 
may issue a written notice to them at their 
domicile, requiring said repairs to be done; 
and if the said work is not begun within 
forty-eight hours irorn the service of said 
notice, and completed within a reasonable 
time, then said Administrator may cause 
said work to be done at the charge aud 
risk of said grantees, who shall be liable 
for all costs aud expenses which may be 
incurred iu executing said repairs, and 
shall reimburse the same to the city on de­
mand.

ARTICLE XI.
That the said grantees shall agree to all 

the provisions of this ordinance within 
thirty days alter its passage, by act before 
any competent notary public; or, failing 
therein, the ordinance to be null and void; 
but nothing iu the provisions of this ordi­
nance shall be construed into an obligation 
on the part of said grantees to repair said 
streets until the completion of said rail­
road.

ARTICLE XII.
That the city of New Orleans reserves 

the right to lay gas and water pipes in the 
streets named as the route of said railroad, 
aud jke city, in executing said work shall 
use as much of said struts as may he neces­
sary without becoming liable for damages 
or otherwise to said grantees.

ARTICLE XIII.
This ordinance is not to be construed as 

granting to said owners any more than tlie 
right of way, and to that extent only is the 
city to be bound: aud if compensation for 
the use of any of the streets is set up by 
5>rivate individuals or owners of property, 
the city is in no way or manner to be made 
liable therefor to the owners of the rail­
road or any person or persons whomsoever.

The petition of Sinnott & Adams, referred 
to me on the first of August, asks for a re­
duction of three dollars per day from the 
levee dues of the steamer Governor Allen, 
for the reason that last year they only paid 
two dollars i>er day.

The levee dues on all steamboats remain­
ing in port more than five days are fixed by 
city ordinance at five dollars per day. An 
ordinance subsequently adopted granted 
the privilege to steamboats of occupying 
the wharves of the Fourth District, pro­
vided they were not needed for vessels, 
upon payment of two dollars per day. 
The Governor Allen was laid up at Thalia 
street, consequently does not come within 
the provisions of the above ordinance, aud 
I see no reason why we should make a 
special case, and give her owners the benefit 
of it, at the expense of the city.

graph line, with the appurtenances from a 
point at or near Marshall, county of Har­
rison, State of Texas; thence by the most 
direct and eligible route, to be determined 
by said company, near the thirty-second 
parallel of north latitude, to a point at or 
near El Paso; thence by the most direct 
and eligible route, to be selected by said 
company, through New Mexico anil Ari­
zona, to a point on the Rio Colorado, at or 
near the southeastern boundary of the 
State of California; thence by the most 
direct and eligible route to San Diego, Cali­
fornia, to ship’s channel, in the bay of San 
Diego, in the State of California, pursuing 
in the location thereof, as near as may be, 
the thirty-second parallel of north latitude, 
and is hereby vested with all the powers, 
privileges and immunities necessary to carry 
into effect the pur [poj ses of this act.

Sec. 2. That the persons named in the 
first section of this act shall constitute a 
board of commissioners (twenty of whom 
shall constitute a quorum for the transac­
tion of business), to be known as the Texas 
Pacific Railroad Commissioners, who shall 
meet in the city of New York within ninety 
days after the passage of this act, at a time 
to be designated in a notice to be signed 
by the person first named in the list of 
corporators and six of bis associates, and to 
be published for two weeks in, at least, one 
daily paper in New York, New Orleans and 
Washington; and, w hen so met, they may 
cause hooks to be opened for the subscrip­
tion .of the capital stock of said company, 
aud when twenty thousand shares, amount­
ing to two millions of dollars, shall have 
been subscribed, and ten per centum 
actually paid thereon, in money, to the 
treasurer, to be elected by said commis­
sioners. who shall give bond for its safe 
keeping and payment to the treasurer of 
the company when organized, then it shall 
be lawful for such subscribers or stock­
holders, or a majority thereof, to organize
