Local Intelligence.
P o stpo ned .—Unrelenting and almost un­

ceasing rain prevented the New Orleans St. 
Andrew's Society celebrating the centenary 
of Sir Walter Scott yesterday in Carrollton 
Garden. The well known gentlemen who 
composed the committee of arrangements 
had performed their duties faithfully, and 
had not the storm come so inopportunely 
there would have been a celebration worthy 
of the occasion.

In this connection we publish the follow­
ing interesting summary:

Edinburgh. Scotland. August 9.—The 
celebration of the centenary of the birth of 
Sir Walter Scott took place here to-day. 
The actual anniversary ol' his birth will l»e 
on the fifteenth instant, but the celebration 
took place Jo-day in order to give the British 
Association for the Advancement of Science, 
whose session lasted from the second to the 
ninth instant, an opportunity of participat­
ing in the festivities..

The Lonl Provost and Town Council or­
dered the day to be observed as a general 
holiday, ami all day the streets have been 
almost impassable. It is thought that 
500,000 strangers are in town. Scotch airs 
were chimed by the bells of all the 
churches, and aaiutes were fired at sunrise, 
noou and sunset in various parts of the 
city. The monuments were festooned with 
flowers and evergreens. The American 
flag and the motto ol the Scott family, 
‘•Watch well,” were displayed everywhere.

The celebration consisted of a loan ex­
hibition. a public procession and a banquet 
at the Com Exchange. The procession, 
which was of immense length, started gt 
noou, accompanied by bands dressed to 
represent the characters in Scott's novels, 
and marched through the principal streets 

' of the eity. .
Tire banquet, which was appointed for 6 

P. M took place in the large hall of the 
Com Exchange, which was decorated with 
flags and portraits. It consisted merely of 
fruits, cakes, and wine, and was not a for­
mal dinner from which ladies were ex­
cluded. At one extremity of the hall was a 
military hand; at the other was an orches­
tral band, and these in turn played Scottish 
melodies and martial airs. A distinguished 
Scottish vocalist, Mr. Kennedy, ably sec­
onded the instruments with national songs, 
among which were “Bonnie Dundee,” “Bon­
nie Doon,” and “Maegregor’s Gathering.” 
There were 1000 guests present, composed 
of many lords, lieutenants, conveners of 
counties, noblemen of Scotland, and the 
provosts of many of the towns of Scotland, 
besides ladies and gentlemen well known in 
art, science and literature. There were also 
deputations from the corporations of several 
of the towns of the north of England, and 
alsq from the Caledonian societies of London 
and Liverpool.

At the head of the principal table pre­
sided the Earl of Dalkeith, who is the 
eldest eon of the Duke of Baceleueh, the 
head of the Scott family. Sir William 
Sterling Maxwell of Keir acted as vice 
chairman. After the toast to the Queen, 
the vice chairman proposed, “the memory 

•ot Sir Walter Scott,’ which was received 
with all appropriate honors. The second 
toast, “our national literature,” wa3 pro­
posed by the Lord J ustice Clerk Moncrieff, 
regarded as the greatest of living Scottish 
orators. A felicitous response was made 
by Dean Stanley. “The city of Edinburg” 
was then proposed by the* Lord Mayor of 
London, and was responded to by the Lord 
Provost of Edinburg. The Earl of Dal­
keith proposed “our visitors,” to which 
Lord Lawrence responded tor England, Sir 
Bernard Burke for Ireland, and Dr. Bettes, 
who translated Scott’s works into Dutch, 
for Holland. Lord Houghton offered the 
toast, “the roof-tree of Anbottsford.” The 
Earl of Dalhousie’8 toast, “the Universi­
ties,” called forth an eloquent rejoinder 
from Mr. Ingalls, Lord Justice General.

The feast was very successful. At its 
close, the guests repaired to the Theatre 
Royal, where dramatic representations 
from the Waverley Novels were given. 
Races took place during the afternoon for 
the Waverley Handicap, the Centenary 
Gilt, and the Ahbottsfora Goblet. All the 
time-honored Scottish games were also 
played, and in them many ol the athletes 
of the country participated.

Similar celebrations were held at Glasgow 
and Aberdeen. The Earl of Dalkeith for­
warded from the banquet hall in this city 
various messages to America and elsewhere, 
and many complimentary answers were re­
ceived.

I f  one- 
fourfti of the statements made about him 
are true, he is not a mild mannered man.

T hat Mora l  J urym an .—Mr. Jones, the 
unconscionable who assumed the name of 
Louis Hartman, is likely to gain a little 
leisure. Mr. Hartman, an elderly man, was 
up before Judge Abell, yesterday, and 
questioned concerning his knowledge of the 
affair. His statement is, that when drawn 
as a juror, he was not inclined to leave his 
business, preferring to let justice take care 
of herself without his assistance. He fur­
ther avers that on expressing his dislike to 
serve, one P. J. Hussey, who said he was a 
deputy sheriff, t«kl him that the annoyance 
could be avoided by putting another man 
in his place, and. Jones was found ready. 
The court in part accepted these statements, 
and ordered the arrest of Hussey. He will 
be arraigned to-day, face to face with his 
accuser. If the proof be sufficient to con­
vict him, his punishment will not be such as 
most men wish for.

Stealing Golden Time.—On the first 
Instant A fine gold watch and chain disap­
peared from the possession of Mr. Warren 
Stowe. The disappearance was so secret 
that the loser was emphatic in his exclama­
tion— tempug fugit. Conning the subject 
over in his mind, counting daya, hours, 
minutes and seconds, the owner concluded

that he had forever lost his time. But a de­
tective saw Rebecca Porter; and to see her 
was to suspect that individual; and through 
tricks that were neither vayi nor dark, the 
officer recovered the timepiece, finding it in 
the stamp of an old gum tree, twenty miles 
out on the Opelousas railroad, packed in a 
mustard box for preservation. Then Re­
becca’s guilty conscience made her acknowl­
edge the theft, on which Recorder Houghton 
sent her to the Criminal Court for trial. *

D eath  o f  D epu ty  Collector  M il l e r .— 
One day last week we indirectly learned 
that Mr. William Miller, deputy collector 
of internal revenue, had met with a violent 
death, and have since ascertained that such 
was the case. The manner of his death is 
not positively kuowu, but circumstances 
indicate that he was drowned. Last week 
he went over to Covington on the steam­
boat Camelia. taking his horse and buggy. 
He passed Thursday evening with some 
friends in Covington, and just before dark 
started in his buggy to visit his married 
daughter, who lives in the country about 
eleven miles from the town, where lie was 
expected. During Friday, the buggy and 
dead horse were found iu Tcheiiincta river. 
Mr. Miller's dead body was discovered a 
short distance off. There were no marks of 
violence, and his valuables had not been 
disturbed. It is supposed the horse ran 
away aud jumped into the river in the 
darkness. The coroner's verdict was “ac­
cidentally drowned.”

A Curiosity.—Dr. Rieliey, of Algiers, 
recently took a trip over the new railroad 
to Donaldsonviile, and while on the ears 
found a little machine of peculiar construc­
tion. An outside tin case inclosed a leather 
box, carefully sealed, inside of which was 
a roll parchment, half-inch wide and about 
six inches long.

J. M. Kaumheimer, ex-city recorder, in­
duced a newcomer here, Mr. Cramer, who 
had some capital, to go into business with 
him, and the two went to New Orleans to­
gether last week to purchase a stock of 
goods with Cramer’s money. On their ay- 
rival there, Mr. Cramer went out of town 
a short distance to visit some friends, anil 
left Mr. Kaumheimer with the funds at the 
hotel. On Mr. Cramer's return, he found to 
his utter dismay that Kaumheimer had 
vamoosed, and hail not forgotten to take all 
the money with him. Mr. Cramer was left 
penniless, and had to beg his passage home 
to this place, without hearing anything of 
his friend Kaumheimer.

Hunting for Trade.
We commend the following, from the St. 

Louis Democrat, to the merchants of New 
Orleans:

If the people of New Orleans are to he 
judged by the expressions of their public 
journals, they entertain some very singular 
and rather funny ideas concerning the trade 
relations between a metropolis aud the out­
laying country. St.’Louis is pushing a rail­
road into the heart of Texas, and expects 
to secure to her merchants thereby a fair 
share of the cotton, grain, cattle; hogs, 
sheep, wool, hides, tallow, etc., which 
Texas annually barters for goods. St. Louis 
is also discussing the propriety of putting a 
line of steamers into the sugar and cotton 
trade between this city anil New Iberia, 
and another line also into the Galveston 
trade. We feel very sure that we could 
sell many boat loads of merchandise an­
nually directly to the consumers iu those 
parts of the South, and equally sure that 
they would sell us directly in exchange 
many thousand dollars worth of their pro­
ducts. Does a good reason exist, then, 
why St. Louis should not enter upon these 
enterprises and thoroughly canvass for the 
trade she desires! We know of none.

New Orleans papers declare that we are 
too far'off to succeed; that New Orleans is 
the natural market for all of the Texas and 
Louisiana trade; that the planters of those 
sections are under obligations to give their 
trade to New Orleans; that if they desert 
New Orleans for St. Louis just because St. 
Louis goods are a little cheaper, or because 
St. Louis gives them a railroad conuectiou 
and New Orleans does not, or a cheap 
steamboat line and New Orleans does not, 
it would be a mean and dishonorable action. 
Therefore, the New Orleans press warn St. 
Louis to go slow in this matter—not to hunt 
lor trade in their territory, and to stop the 
progress of the road to Houston, because 
Houston men are truly loyal to New Or­
leans, and won't buy St. Louis goods arSt. 
Louis' prices. They will wait until the 
same goods reach them by the slow New 
Orleans lines, anil then take them at prices 
twenty-five to thirty per cent higher, so 
that trade upon this great American con­
tinent may be done in a perfectly legitimate 
and high toned fashion.

Loyalty in commerce is a platonism long 
ago exploded. He who so conducts his 
business as to be able to afford the same 
goods at the lowest figures wins the trade 
in time; and as with the individual, so with 
the municipality. New Orleans has always 
exacted large profits, and transacts her 
business by expensive and slow methods; 
hence St. Louis finds it a very easy job to 
head her off, even in sections purely local 
to herself. ' We are now taking cotton and 
sugar raised on plantations within one hun­
dred miles of New Orleans, and furnishing 
the growers with goods and provisions, and 
New Orleans is helpless to prevent it.

YELLOW FEVER IN BUENOS AYRES.

Appeal far Aid lor the Snfferera of the 
Plagroe-stricken District.

The following appeal has been received 
at New York from the plague-8ticken dis­
trict of BuenoeffAyres:

The ravages of the yellow fever in the 
city of Buenos Ayres, South America, du­
ring the month? of February, March, April 
and May, 1871, are unparalleled in the his­
tory of epidemics of modem times. Be­
tween seventy-five thousand and one hun­
dred thousand persons have been attacked 
by the disease, including those of every 
nationality, age and situation in life. The 
total number of deaths during the months 
named is variously estimated at from fifteen 
thousand to twenty-five thousand out of a 
population of one hundred and eighty 
thousand.

As the plague increased in violence the 
people became panic stricken and fieil from 
the city m great numbers. Thousands of 
the poor were sent out by the government 
at the public expense, being obliged to live 
in tents, railway cars, etc., for lack of bet­
ter accommodations. Business was totally 
suspended; the banks, customhouse and 
public offices were closed by order of the 
government. The laboring classes who 
were thus deprived of the means of gaining 
a livelihood, and at the same time sub­
jected to extraordinary expenses by the 
sickness, were soon reduced to absolute 
want.

The American church and community 
have hail to bear their full share of thesb 
evils. Nearly all who remained in the city 
were attacked by the fever. Over thirty- 
five. most ol whom were adults, have died, 
leaving many poor, chiefly widows aud 
orphans, dependent on us its a church for 
support. Those of our number who are 
able have already contributed liberally to 
the relief of the destitute. Another sub­
scription for this purpose is being raised, 
but in view ol' the linancial embarrassment 
now existing in Buenos Ayres the official 
hoard of the church determined to ask 
assistance from friends in the United States.

Relying upon a generous response to this 
appeal, some have advanced funds to meet 
the most urgent present demands for help, 
and will continue to do so, that our poor 
may not want the commonest necessaries of 
life" during the winter which has just begun.

S t. L a n d ry  T a x e s .
We copy the following from the Ope­

lousas Journal:
Up to the eighth instant, 2169 taxpayers 

in this parish Lad paid their State aud 
parish taxes on the last assessment rolls. 
About six hundred taxpayers were then in 
arrears, and of that number over three 
hundred are non-residents. At the sain-- 
date last year, only 1618 had settled their 
taxes, making the difference of 621 iu favor 
of the present year. This increased prompt­
ness in paying taxes has taken place not­
withstanding the stringency this year in 
money matters. This change is due, we 
think, to the admirable system and order 
Mr. Sittig has introduced into the collector's 
office. When he assumed the duties of the 
office delinquent taxpayers were on the in­
crease; they are now on the decrease. It 
is probable' that this change is due in a 
great Measure to the fact that the property 
of wealthy delinquent taxpayers was seized 
by Mr. Sittig at the outset: this was evi­
dence to the poorer ones that he intended 
to make no distinctions. Some, who were 
among the most reluctant to pay a year 
ago. are now among the most prompt.

The greater part of the property of the 
nou-resident delinquents on the assessment 
roll was heretofore not assessed, aud they 
had no taxes to pay. Mr. Sittig has hunted 
up anil brought their lands into assessment. 
As these lands yield no revenue, being un­
improved, their owners will probably not 
care to pay the taxes on them, and they will 
have to be sold. There will be a good op­
portunity for laud speculators.

We copy the following from the Richland 
Beacon of the twelfth instant :

Last Monday evening the spirit of J. J. 
Baldwin, depot agent and postmaster at 
Gerard, took its everlasting flight into the 
dark Unknown; to that “bourn Irom whence 
no traveler returns.” He had been unwell 
for a few days, but made out his freight bill 
and delivered freight, to the morning train, 
and when it returned, in the afternoon, he 
was dead or dying. His illness being short, 
he must have suffered intensely. We are 
not informed as to the nature of his disease.

Mr. Baldwin was an industrious, thorough­
going and quiet business man as well as a 
good mechanic, aud was one of the oldest 
and most faithful employes of the North 
Louisiana and Texas Railroad, aud we are 
informed that the road owed him a large 
amount for his services. It was also sup­
posed he had about live thousand dollars in 
gold—he said lie had—but the parish judge 
aud recorder have not been able to find it 
or any clue thereto.

Notwithstanding he was rather eccentric, 
and had his foibles (and who has not 1) he 
was an honorable, upright, useiul and inof­
fensive citizen, whose position in the com­
munity and upon the road will be hard to 
till.

He had resided in this country a long time, 
was one of its old citizens, hut if we mistake 
not, was a native of Connecticut. We do 
not know his age, but presume it was some­
where in the neighborhood of fifty. He has 
no relatives in this country, but has or did 
have a sister iu Connecticut.

The Bed Hirer Bcirs reports an outrage:
Two men whose names are A. H. Snel 

and Willis Connor, representing themselves 
as Texans from Sabine county, Texas, and 
armed with revolvers and double-barrel 
shot guns, entered the store of M. II. Carver, 
on Front street, last Saturday, and laid 
violent hands on a colored man named 
Nero Bush. Threatening to shoot him if he 
moved, they tied his hands behind his 
hack, aud started off with him, saying that 
he had stolen a mule, and they would make 
him “look up a limb.” At l̂is juncture 
some citizens interfered, ami iul'ormed 
them such was not the law in Louisiana, 
no matter what it might be iu Texas. They 
started out of town, but were stopped aud 
arrested by Deputy Sheriff John Uaggio, on 
a charge of assault with a dangerous 
weapon, with intent to murder. They were 
released on a bond of $7500, to appear be­
fore the district court, having waived an 
examination. Sam Hynes was arrested on 
Monday as being implicated in this affair. 
The Texans said they were mistaken in the 
identity of Bush, who was not tlio man 
they wanted.

A Washington dispatch says:
A report has been published, charging 

John W. Douglass, late Collector of the 
Nineteenth District of Pennsylvania, and 
now Commissioner of Internal Revenue, 
with bciug a defaulter to the amount of 
$3000. tlmt sum being charged ou the hooks 
of the Treasury Department as a balance 
due from him. On inquiry, to-day, it is as­
certained that when collector of the Nine 
teeutli District of Pennsylvania, his deputy 
stole from the office $17,000. Douglas re­
covered $9()0O from his deputy’s sureties, 
affil paid this into the Treasury, togetliei 
with other thousands which lie realized 
by sale aud mortgage of his own private 
property. A credit has been giveu him for 
$1000 additional, thus reducing the balance 
due to the government t-o $1650. A claim 
for relief is now ponding before Congress.

The Opelousas Journal gives this good 
advice:

The experience of six years since the war 
has shown our planters and farmers the un­
certainty of all calculations in regard to 
crops and their net value. The seasons are 
not always favorable, labor is insufficient to 
meet the demand, supplies are always high, 
and the prices of cotton and sugar fluctu­
ating, and often too low to pay the losses 
and expenses of production.' With all 
these uncertainties, there is but one safe 
rule: farmers should raise their own sup­
plies of tood for man and beast. Then, if 
the cotton crop is a failure, they will not 
have to buy corn aud meat on a credit, 
which will take the profits of the next crop. 
Until they do this they will remain poor and 
dependent.

Onr Debt Redaction.
[From the Baltimore American.]

It is Very much the fashion to grumble 
about Secretary Boutwell's steady decrease 
of the public debt principal, and to say that 
we had better cut down taxation and be 
content with a less reduction of the indebt­
edness. It should be remembered, how­
ever, that the national revenues have really 
been curtailed to the extent of $80,000,600 
annually, aud that if the Secretary of the 
Treasury can, with his resources so largely 
taken away, still manage to reduce the 
debt from six to ten millions of dollars each 
month, it is rather a sign or economical ad­
ministration, and an indication that the 
business of the country is in so healthy a 
condition that as the burdens of taxation 
are removed it continually increases and 
still furnishes a surplus to the treasury, 
which Mr. Boutwell is applying in the wise 
manner shown by his monthly bulletins. 
Moreover, the payment of the principal is 
always lessening the interest, and it is 
worthy of note that in this respect alone he 
has saved-the country nearly a hundred mill­
ions of dollars. Everybody knows that it 
is interest which makes a great debt bur­
densome, and, if settlement is delayed, is 
always adding to the amount whiefi must 
be rendered up at last. Each dollar of re­
lief in the payment of the principal is a per­
manent qne; the cost of all articles of con­
sumption is just so much lowered by such 
reduction, and there is another important 
consideration iu the fact that we thus in­
crease the purchasing power of the money 
which the laborer earns, and so get rid of 
some vexatious questions in connection 
with the tariff. This would be effected by 
the consequent natural reduction in the 
price of our own products, which alone pre­
vents many of them from entering the 
markets of the world in even competition 
with Euro;ican manfactures of a similar 
class. A permanent reduction of the debt 
anil the uimfbution of interest aud taxes 
for all time brings us . naturally toward a 
specie basis, and does away with the pres­
ent necessity of protecting special interests 
with excessive tariffs.

Great capitalists can not add quite as 
rapidly to their accumulations under the 
present treasury programme as they could 
under other auspices, hut the masses of the 
people are better off. They look forward to 
nothing less than the ultimate extinction of 
every dollar of the debt, and the steady 
practice of the admEistration toward this 
consummation is one of the chief reasons 
why it lias merited and received the con­
fidence of the country.

S h o ck in g  M u rd e r .
We copy the following from the Jackson 

Pilot of Thursday:
Some of the circumstances attending the 

murder of Mr. John Smith, of Rankin 
county, came to light late last evening. It 
appears that Mr. Smith was shot by one 
Drury Keene, at about 2 P. M., and'died 
from his wounds at twelve o’clock last night.

Mr. Smith had been iu Jackson during 
the day, from his place, which is described 
as situated some five miles from this city, 
across Pearl river, anil had gone as far as 
the Level Place, on his return home, having 
disposed of a load of wood. Some suppose 
that Keene, with whom he had formerly 
had some difficulty, had followed him. 
There are those who say Keene had previ­
ously threatened to take Smith’s life. 
Arrived at the Level Place, Smith drove 
under some shade trees near the roadside, 
and in company with a colored man got 
over the fence. They had picked and were 
eating some tigs, jyhen Keene and Anslem 
Curau rode up. As they came to the spot 
Smith is reported to hate put his hand in 
his side pocket, at the same time remarking 
to Keene that he had heard that he—Keene— 
had threatened to kill him. Keene an­
swered: “ I am not armed ! Don’t mur­
der me. Smith!" Smith responded: “ If 
you had the same advantage over me you 
would not hesitate to shoot me! ” The 
colored man who was in company with 
Smith says that he then turned away Irom 
Smith aud walked a short distance. He 
had hardly turned about when he heard a 
report ol a firearm, immediately wheeled 
around and saw that Keene had shot 
Smith. At all events, Smith had been shot, 
and was falling.

Smith was taken to the house, where he 
died at about half-past twelve this morning. 
The weapon used by Keene was a large six- 
slmoter, anil the bullet entered Smith's 
body one and one-haif inches below the left 
nipple, struck a rib, glanced downward and. 
passing through the left lung, penetrated 
into the stomach.

Keene, immediately after the shooting, 
took to the woods and made his escape. 
The difficulty from which this murder had 
its origin occurred, as reported on last. 
Chrismas, when Smith gave a ball for 
young people, and Keene and another man 
attended. They both became boisterous 
and Smith ordered them to leave, ami he 
finally compelled Keene to go. since which 
time he lias harbored no good feeling to­
ward Smith. Keene is said to be a resident 
of Westville, Simpson county, but has been 
in this vicinity for some months.

The messenger who came to Jackson had 
some difficulty in finding a surgeon; but 
calling upon Dr. C. G. Cade, he at once 
crossed the river, and visiting the Level 
Place, remained with and attended upon 
the wounded man until his decease. It 
was not possible to do much for the patient 
under the circumstances, but all that could 
be done for his welfare was done by Dr. 
Cade. Mr. S. Weyer, of this city, accom­
panied the doctor 'to The Level Place, and 
assisted all that he could in ministering to 
the wants of the wounded man and his 
family.

Mr. Smith was from Missouri, hut had 
been in this State about one year. He had 
many friends, and was not considered an 
ugly or quarrelsome man. Keene had 
made his home at Mr. Curan’s. As to his 
business we have no information. It is 
to be hoped that steps may be taken for his 
arrest.
