term of Ler natural life, together with my
horses and carriages, furniture, pictures and
plate during the term of natural life.

On the death of my daughter, Mary Anna
Randolph Lee, all the property left ‘to her
during the term of her natoral life, I give
and bequeath to my eldest grandson taking
wy nawe and arms,

I leave and bequeath to my fonr grand-
daughters, Mary, Anna, Agnes and Mildred
Loe, to each ten thousand dollers.

I give and bequeath to my second grand-
son, Wilknm Henry Fitzhugh Lee, when he
shall be of age, my estate, colled the White
House. in the county of New Kent and
State of Virginia, containing four thowsand
acres, more or less, to him sud Lis hers for-
ever.

I give aud Lequeath-to my third and
youngest grandson, Robert Edward Lee,
when Lo is of age, my estute in the connty
of King Willinm and Srate of Virginis,
called Romaneock, containing four thonsand
acves, wore or less, 1o hiw and lis heirs for-
ever.

My estate of Smitl's Island, ot the capes
of Virginis, and in the countr of North-
anmpton, I leava to be sold to assist in pay-
ing my granddaughter's legacies, to be sold
in snch manuer a8 may be deemed by wy
executors most expadient,

Any and all lands that I may possess in
the counties of Stafford, Richmond and
Westmoreland, I leave to be sold to aid in
paying my granddnughter’s legavies.

{ give and beqgneatis wy lot in square No
21, Washington City. to my son-in-law.
Lieutenant Colonel Robert E. Lee, to him
and his heirs forever. My danglter, Mary
A. R. Lee. has the privilege, by this will, of
dividing mwy family plute among my grand
children, but the Mount Vernon plate alto-
gother, and every article I possess relating
to Washington, and that came from Mount
Vernon, is to remain with myv danghter at
Arlington Hounse, "doring said duughter’s
life, nnd at berdeath to go to my *eldest
grandson, George Washington Custis Lee,
and to deseend from him, entire and un-
changed, to my latest posterity,

My eatates of the White House, in the
county of New Kent, and Romancock, in
the county of King William, botl being in
the State of Virginia, together with Smith's
1sland nud the lands T may possess in the
county of Stafford, Richmond and West-
moreland connties, ave chirged with the
pagment of the legacies to my granddaugh-
ters. Smith's Island, and the aforesaid lands
in Stafford, Richmond and Westmoreland
only ate to be sold; the lands of the White
House and Romancock to he worked to raise
the atoresaid legacies to my four grand-
daughtera.

And upon the legacies to my four grand-
danghters being paid, aud my estates that
are required to pay the said fegncies being
clear of debt, then I give freedom to my
slaves, the satd slaves to be smancipated by
my executors in such manner as to my exe-

This will, wiitten by wy own hand, is
sigued, sealed and exeeuted the twenty-
sixth day of March, cighteen hundred and
fifty-five.
