The Coffee Trade.
New York admits that a struggle is now 

necessary to retain the balance of the coffee 
trade, Baltimore being her great rival. 
While New Orleans and Baltimore show a 
great increase in the trade since January, 
New York has stood still, and during tlie 
last month Baltimore has had a larger trade 
in coffee than New York and New Orleans 
combined. In answer to the question, 
“Why is this!" the New York Grocer says: 
“Solely because of the cheapness with 
which she can make shipments to the West. 
The extortions to which New York im­
porters are subjected are unknown in 
Baltimore. No Dr. Carnoehan holds tlie 
commerce ot̂  Baltimore subject to his own 
"will u<i whims. (Jarĵ oos ot coffV?6 aro not 
quarantined at that port at 210 per cent 
above trade rates charged for lightering, 
stevedoring, drayage, etc. New York has 
won her prominence in trade so easily that 
her merchants seem to prize it too lightly, 
and when they seem to stand most firmly' 
are in most danger of failing.” The same 
reasons are operating to increase the coffee 
trade of Philadelphia. Our merchants have 
every advantage for this trade which is 
possessed by those of Baltimore, and even 
greater, since, the perfect railroad system 
°!r j Pennsylvania Central Company 
affords superior facilities for transporta­
tion.—Philadelphia Press.

The Terrebonne Banner says of tLe 
weather and crops:

The weather has been excessively warm 
for the past week with rain almost every­
day. Sometimes it has fallen in slight show­
ers, and then again it poured down as 
though heaven and earth were about to 
come in contact.

The cane has profited by the dampness 
and has grown most wonderfully.

One of the worst defects of the original 
State organizations in the South was the 
omission to provide for township govern­
ments. It is to this special feature that the 

th owes the strength of its republican 
leiples. The creation of these local 

jicipalities, each independent of the
.--- er, ruling its own sjteciul affairs, while
represented in both eountv boards and State 
legislatures, is a vital force of democratic 
authority: the sovereign seat of tHe power 
of the people. • A county was subdivided 
into a few voting precincts or parishes, and 
held the same relation to the State that a 
town does to a county in the North. One of 
the great griefs of old rebel fogies is the in­
corporation of the township system of gov­
ernment into the new State constitutions. 
They gravely figure the number of town offi­
cers, and hold them up as a most wasteful 
and useless appendage The reason of this 
is, that they have no comprehension of rep­
resentative government—have never, in 
fact. Jived under one, and dread a change- 
that alone can assure the liberties of the 
people. The ancient State organizations 
were deemed to be something of overpower 
ing dignity and importance. Next to this 
wus the county. Anything nearer the peo­
ple excited profound terror. And now that 
a new system has been created, which gives 
every man a direct interest in public affairs, 
their lamentations are loud and long. The 
amount ot sympathy they will be likely to 
excite in the North over such a grievance, 
will do them no good. They must accept 
republican government- as a part of their 
lost cause. Left to their old ways they 
would speedily relapse into despotism.
