A PROCLAMATION by the President of
the United of iy _ba
the United States and Great Britain—

May 8, 18715 cations exchanged June

17, 1871; proclaimed July 4, l&':‘ 4

Whereas, & treaty between the United
States of America and Her mmg&:.

ueen of the United Kingdom of 1
grit.sin and Ireland, conce the settle-
went of all eauses of difference sen the
two countries, was concluded and sizoed at
Washington by the high comm ers and
plenipotentiaries of the mnmclive govern-
ments on the sight day of lust; which
treaty is, word for word, as follows:

The United States of Awerica and Her
Britunnic Majesty, being desirons to pro-
vide for an amicable settlement of all
causes of difference between the two coun-
tries, have for that purpose appointed their
respective  pleni tiaries, that is to
say: the President of the United
States bas appointed, on the part
the United S8

in & joint

plenipotentiaries,
Secretary of State; Robert Cum-
ming  Schenck, envoy extraordinary
and minister plenipotentiary to Great Brit-
ain; Samuel Nelson. an Associate Justice of
the Supreme Court of the United States;
Ebeuezer Rockwood Hoar, of Massachusetts;
and George Henry Williams, of Oregon;
and Her Britanic Majesty, on her pat, has
appointed as her high commissioners and

enipotentiaries, the Right Honorable
Eeorgc Frederick Samuel, Earl de Grey and
Earl of Ripon, Viscount Goderich, Baron
Grantham, n Baronet, & peer of the United
Kingdom. Lord President of Her Majesty's
Most Honorable " Privy Council, Kuight of
the Most Noble Order of the Garter, eto..
ete.: the Right Honorable Sir Staford Henry
Northoote, Baronet, one of Her Majesty's
Most Honorable Privy Council, a member of
Parliament, a Companion of the Most Hon-
orable Ovder of the Bath, ete., ete.; Sir Ed-
ward Thornton, Knight Commander of the
Most Honorable Order of the Bath, Her
Mujesty’s envoy extraordinary and minis-
ter plenipotentiary to the United States of
Amerien; Sir Jobn Alexander Maeodonald,
Knight Commander of the Most Honorable
Order of the Bath, a member of Her Majes-
ty's Privy Council for Canada, and Minister
of Justice and Attorney General of Her
Majesty's Dominion of Canada; and Moun-
tague Bernard, Esquire, Chichele Professor
of international law in the University of
Oxford.

Wienreas, Differences bhave arisen be-
tween the government of the United States
and the government of Her Britannio Ma-
jesty, and still exist, growing out of the acts
committed by the severanl vessels which Lave
given rise to the claims generically known
as the “Alabama claims;

And whereas, Her Britannic Majesty has
suthorized her high commissioners and
plenipotentiaries to express, in a friendly
spirit, the regret felt by Her Majesty’s gov-
ernment for the escape, nnder whatever cir-
cumstances, of the Alabama and other ves-
sels from British ports, and for the depre:

Now, in order te remove and adjust all
complaints and claims o6n the part of the
United States, and to provide for the speed
settlement of such claims, which rre not ad-
mitted by Her Britannio Majesty’s govern-
went, the high contracting parties agree
that all the said claims, growing out of acts
committed by the aforesaid vessels and
the * Alabama
claims,” ghall be referred to a tribunal of
arbitration to be composed of five arbitra-
tors, to be appointed in the following man-
ner, that is to say: One shall be named by
the President of the United States; one
shall be named by Her Britannic Majesty;
His Majesty the King of Italy sliall be re-
quested to name one; the Presideat of the
Swiss Confederation shall be requested to
nawe one; and His Majesty the Emperor o1
Lirazil shall be reqnested to name one,

In case of the death, absence, or ineapa-
eity to aecve of any or either of the said ar-
bitrators, or, in the event of either of the
said arbitrators omitting or declining or
censing to act a® such, the President of the
United States, or Her Britannic Majesty, or
His Majesty the King of Italy, or the Presi-
dent of the Swiss Confederation, or His
Majesty the Emperor of Brazil, as the case
may be, may forthwith numwe anéther per-
son to act @8 arbitrator in the place and
stead of the arbitrator originally numed by
such head of a State.

And in the event of the refusal or omis-
sion for two months after receipt of  the re-
quest from either of the high contracting
parties of His Majesty the King of Italy, or
the President- of the Swiss Confederation,
or His Majesty the Ewmperor of Braal, to
name an arbitrator either to fill the original
appointment or in the place of one who may
have died, be absent, or,incapacitated, or
who may omit, decline, or from any cause
cease to act as such arbitrator, His Majesty
the King of Sweden and Norway ghall be
requested to pame one’ or more persons, as
the case may be, to act as such arbitrator
or arbitrators.

R ARTICLE I

The arbitrators shall meet at Geneva,
Switzerland, at the eatliest convenient day
after they sball have been named, and shall

rooeed impartially and carefully to exnm-
me agd decide all gnestions that shall
be laid before them on the
ermments of the United States and Her
Britanuic Majesty, respectively. All ques-
tions considéred by the tribunal, including
the final . award, aball be decided by a ma-
jority of all the arbitrators. 3

Each'of the high contracting partics shall
also name one person to attend the tribunal
As its agent to represent it generally in all
matters connected with the arbitration.

The written or printed ease of each of the

A PROCLAMATION by the President of
the United States of America.

Whnereas, Onthe twenty-second day of
August, 1870, my proclamation was iseued,
enjoining neutrality in the present war be-
tween France and the North German Cop-
federation und its allies, and declarine,
faur s then seewed to he necessary, the re-
spective rights and obligations of the helig-
erent ies and of the ecitizens of ihe
the United States:

_And whereas, Subsequent information
gives reason to apprehend that armed
cruisers of the belligerents may be tempted
to abuse the hos itxﬁ‘ilty accorded to them
in the ports, barbors, roadsteads, and other
waters of the United States, by waking
such waters subservient to the purpos=2s of
war:

Now, therefors, I, Ulysses 8. Grant, Pres.
ident of the United States of America, do
hereby proelaim and declare that any fre-
quenting and use of the waters within the
territorial jurisdiction of the United States
by the armed vessels of either bel
ligerent, whether publio ships or pri-
vateers, for the purpose of preparing
for hostile operations, or as posts of
observation upon the ships of war or

rivateers or merchant vesscls of the other

Nigerent, lying within or being about to
enter the jurizdiction of the United States,
must be regurded as unfriendly and offen-
sive, and in violation of that neuntrality
which it is the determination of this gov-
ernment to ohserve: and to the end that the
hazard and inconvenience of such appre-
hended pracrices may be avoided, I further
proclaim and declare that from and after
the twelfth day of Oectober instant, and
during the continnance of the present hos-
tilities between France and the North Ger-
mun Confederation and its allies, no ship of
war or privateer of either belligerent at];,m;
