other place selected lor the convention, us I 
personally know. On the evening of the* 
seventh instant Marshal Packard stated to 
General Campbell, Judge Dibble, and Mr. 
Fislrof the Republican , that he had the 
highest authority in the land for using the 
Customhouse and troops, and has since 
stated that General Grant authorized it.
