THE QUARREL IN NEW ORLEANS.

The later information which has been re­
ceived concerning the quarrel between the 
Republican conventions in Louisiana gives 
the affair quite a different aspect from that 
in which it was necessarily viewed in the 
dim light afforded by the telegraph. The 
true story of the trouble is, briefly, this: 
The State Central Committee ordered dele­
gate elections to be held throughout the 
State, and it was hoped by that body that 
the result would be a majority against Gov­
ernor Warmoth in the convention, and in 
favor of the faction which opposed him. 
and which actually controlled tbe Central 
Committee. It was ascertained, however, 
that the majority of the delegates chosen 
were adherents of the Warmoth party, and 
when this became apparent, the opposing 
faction determined to win by fraud what 
they had fairly lost in an honest election.

To accomplish this purpose, the Central 
Committee decided to hold the convention 
iti the United States Customhouse, and as 
the collector and nearly all the officers of 
the general government in New Orleans 
were opposed to Warmoth, permission to 
occupy the building was readily obtained. 
The United States Marshal, who seems to 
have been a prominent actor in this most 
disgraceful affair, then swore in some two 
hundred deputies, and placed them and 
three companies of United States troops on 
duty in the Customhouse, with orders not 
to admit to the convention any one who had 
not a ticker. Tbe postmaster and certain 
other officials then distributed admission 
tickets to the delegates who favored their 
cause, and also to persons not elected who 
claimed to represent the districts from 
which the friends of Governor Warmoth 
were elected. When the Governor appeared 
at the door of the convention with about 
ninety delegates, admission was refused, 
and the whole party, burniug with indigna­
tion, proceeded to a hall, where another 

| eouventian was immediately organized.
Both of these bodies claim allegiance to 

the Republican party, and profess devotion 
to the administration. The dispute Las 
arisen between them because the Custom­
house party desires to secure control of the 
.State patronage, as it has that of the United 
States. We have no sympathy with the 
motives which actuate either of them, but 
it is clear that the Warmoth party is alto­
gether iu the right, while its opponent is 
altogether in the wrong. In the tirst place, 
the Governor's convention, was composed 
entirely of delegates who were entitled 
fairly to seats in ttie convention and to par­
ticipation in its proceedings. To exclude 
them was to commit au unpardonable 
offense against tbe people whom they rep­
resented : and that offense was aggravated 
by the fact that their places were filled in 
part by men wbo represented nobody, and 
who had no light to influence the action of 
the convention in the smallest degree.

In the second place, it was a scandalous 
p-oceeding to hold the convention in a 
i nited Stales building; it was even a greater 
offence to sit with closed doors, and it was a 
monstrous outrage to iuvoke the assistance 
of government troops to enable the bogus 
convention to peipetrate this wrong, and to 
place the troops with artillery and loaded 
muskets about the building as a menace to 
the civil authorities. Ot course the aid of 
the military was invoked because it was 
well known that the Governor would not 
permit the use of the civil power for such 
unlawful purposes; but even if tbe Custom­
house people had been so much iu the right 
as they were decidedly in the wrong, such 
action would have been worth only the 
severest condemnation.

We are very glad indeed to hear the re­
port that the President has disavowed all 
responsibility for the action of the United 
States Marshal and the Collector. It was 
alleged that tbe troops were used with his 
consent, but this seems to be false, and 
from what we know of the President’s char­
acter, we are positively sure it is altogether 
untrue. But the President must not he 
satisfied with a simple expression of his dis­
approbation. The conduct of these men has 
been so very bad, and their usurpation of 
authority has been so abominably insolent, 
that severe punishment should be meted out 
to them. Every officer of the government 
who participated in this unrighteous busi­
ness should be dismissed from the office in­
stantly. If the President will do this act of 
justice, he will strengthen the esteem with 
which he is regarded by Governor Warmoth 
and the regular party in Louisiana, and he 
will gratify the country with the practical 
assurance that abuse of military power by 
lawless and reckless officials will always 
have his disapproval.

THE LOUISIANA TROUBLES.
The Pittsburg Commercial takes a proper 

view of the recent liasco at New Orleans, 
when it denounces the conduct of 6 0ine of 
the parties who figured so ingloriously in 
the recent Customhouse convention there. 
The United States Marshal for the district 
of Louisiana writes a letter to the New 
York Tribune, relieving the President from 
the charge of having authorized the use of 
the New Orleans Customhouse for the Re­
publican Stare Convention, and from all 
connection with ordering out troops for its 
protection. Tbe requisition, he says, was 
made on his own responsibility, and the 
orders of the commander were simply to 
protect the public property, amj not to 
interfere with delegates in any way.

M arshal Packard adds that there was 
nothing to restrain any delegate or con­
testants from access to the courtroom, in 
which the convention was held, but that 
Governor Warmoth made the presence of 
the United States t roops a pretext for carry­
ing out iiis previously determined purpose of 
bolting from the convention. The necessity 
of holding the convention in the United 
States courtroom arose, lie says, from the 
fact that for weeks before the' meetings of 
the clubs of tbe city had been broken up by 
mm wbo were aided and abetted by Waf- 
aioth’s police authorities; and that, except 
for the presence of the soldiers, the police 
force would have effected an entrance into 
the convention hall, and created a disturb­
ance.

This explanation, while it fully exonerates 
the President of the United States, is a de­
fense of the most lame and impotent kind. 
The convention had no business to be held 
in the United States courtroom, and the 
federal officers of New Orleans were guilty 
of an act of indecency in selecting a gov­
ernment building for the scene of their fa«- 
tious squabbles. If Governor Warmoth 
and his clan were twice as bad as they are 
alleged to be, it would not justify the action 
of the marshal and collector; and we tell 
these Kilkenny cats, whether they consort 
with Casey or with Dunn, that the people 
are sick of their jealousies, malignities and 
feuds, and that the Great Republican party 
does not propose to allow their rancors and 
quarrels to imperil its prospects or interfere 
with its purposes of healing the hurts and 
wouDds of the country. It is gratifying to 
know that the President had nothing to do 
with the miserable matter, but it will be 
still more satisfactory to learn that it has 
met his unqualified and emphatic condem­
nation.

The appointment that it should be 
held in the Customhouse was a trick and a 
scandal. The giving out of tickets at the 
money-order department of the postoffice 
was a trick. The closing of all the doors of 
the Customhouse but one, obstructing the 
public business, was a trick.

The refusal to allow Warmoth’s friends to 
enter the room appointed for the meeting 
until after tedious and purposely provoking 
examination of credentials was a trick aud 
an outrage. The presence of three com­
panies of the Nineteenth Infantry, with 
two Gatlin guns, was a menace, and as 
black an outrage as was ever committed 
anywhere.

The Tribune rejoices over the President's 

prompt repudiation of the doings of his New 
Orleans subordinates, and the report that 
he will turn them out of office. We trust;, 
for the sake of common decency, that the’ 
report that the President will turn out of 
office those responsible for tbe outrage is 
well founded. Nothing less can remove the 
responsibility from his own shoulders. The 
Customhouse crowd assumed that they 
were the President’s party; that they were 
vindicating his candidacy for re-election, 
and defending him from open and secret 
enemies. A little confused, perhaps, as to 
the distinctions between the civil and mili­
tary service, they called iu the bayonets and 
Gatlin guns*to fight the battles of the Presi­
dent. They considered themselves tho 
champions of his cause. Indeed, they as­
sumed to be acting according to his wishes. 
Brother-in-law Casey was fresh from LoDg 
Branch, and he ought to have known the 
mind of the oommander-in-ehief of the 
urrny and navy about tbe affairs of Louisi­
ana. Now, if Brother-in-law Casey and 
the rest were mistaken ; if they are not the 
President’s party; if they are "merely a lot 
of irresponsible and intermeddling scoun­
drels who have been usiug the name ot our 
glorious chief magistrate to cover their own 
nefarious and stupid designs; if the Presi­
dent, instead of approving and admiring 
their cause, regards it with amazement as 
a personal dishonor and a public humilia­
tion—then they musr suffer decapitation 
for their ignorance. Brother-in-law Casey's 
head is the first that should fiy. There is 
no hope for him if lie has reported his illus­
trious relative falsely to the confiding 
patriots of the Crescent City. It may give 
tbe President a terrible pang to strike off' 
the solemn head of a sacred brother-in­
lew: but we shall await with eager in­
terest the quick development of his Roman 
virtue.

N ew  Yo r k , August 19.—It wa9 reported 
late yesterday afternoon that a large seizure 
of diamonds, rubies and other precious 
stones had been made under the supervision 
of the customhouse authorities, on suspi­
cion of having been smuggled.

The gems were found concealed on the 
persons of three French Jews, who came as 
passengers on the steamer Italy, which ar­
rived here on the sixteenth from Livespool. 
The value of the contraband property cap­
tured is said to be $ ,0,000. Warrants were 
issued yesterday by th<>‘ United States com­
missioner for the arrest of all the smugglers.

On a call from the president of the Parish

2. That we cheerfully acknowledge the 
abilities and unceasing efforts of his ex­
cellency, Governor IU C. Warmoth, the 
well-tried and faithful champion of Repub­
lican principles in our State, and gladly ac­
cord to him the thanks and respect to 
which we think he is honorably entitled.

3. That wo enter our solemn protest 
against the proceedings and self-assigned 
authority of the Customhouse clique, and 
do most emphatically add our voice to the 
call lor the removal from office of professed 
Republicans who would deny the equal 
rights of all delegates to a political conven­
tion, and would seek and employ, by inex­
cusable assumption of authority, the un­
necessary and uncalled-for assistance of 
national troops and marshals to debar our 
representatives from entering the room in 
which they were properly entitled to seats 
as the duly accredited delegates from this 
parish.

4. That we acknowledge, and will sup­
port, the Republican State Executive Com­
mittee, of which Hon. P. B. S. Pinchback is 
chairman, as the only legal head of the Re­
publican party in the State °f Louisiana.

from the water on the front.

As this was the grand object of the attack, 
it was determined to laud several miles 
below aud take it in the rear. Accordingly, 
when the boats reached the first fort, about 
two miles below the point above mentioned, 
the Monoeacy and Palos opened fire on it 
with vigor, but the Palos unfortunately run­
ning on a rock, was held fast there, aiid her 
effectiveness impaired for awhile. The 
Monocacy’s fire continued, silencing the fort 
and driving in its defenders, and under 
cover of this tire the smaller boats, which 
had been towed up by the Palos, east off 
and rowed rapidly to the beach and landed 
a portion of the force designated to operate 
by land.

The landing was effected In good order 
and without difficulty, but the men had 
then to toil through some two hundred 
yards of mud from one to two feet deep, 
and over sluices in some parts much deeper, 
before reaching good, firm dry land.

This done, the tirst fort was easily occu­
pied, its detenders having been silenced 
by the fire from the Monoeacy and Palos, 
and retreated on the approach of the skir­
mish line of marines, who were thrown out 
iu advance of the attacking party, firing a 
few harmless shots as they fled. Night 
now coming on, the whole land force bivou­
acked till next morning, posting strong 
guards in advance.

On Sunday, the eleventh instant, the 
whole expedition moved forward on the 
next fort, anil took it without resistance. 
They then extended their iine across the 
peninsula, aud advanced on the main fort, 
called by tbe French Fort d'Ellxnuf, from 
its being located in the bend or elbow of 
the river. This being a place of great 
strength, and the way of approach ex­
tremely rough and difficult, some time was 
necessary to get the whole force up into 
position, when the order was given to 
e barge.

About half-past ten our whole line went 
with a rush and yell, which was responded 
to by the death wail or war whoop of the 
Coreans in the fort. The Coreans here 
made a firm stand and desperate resistance, 
firing their clumsy gingals with great cool­
ness and deliberation ac our men as they 
charged up the hill; then lighting hand to 
baud with long spears and swords.

When the torts had been stormed and 
our men were inside the ramparts, Lieu­
tenant McKee, of Kentucky, who led the 
charge into the fort, was tlie first to euter, 
anil fell fighting bravely, being over­
whelmed and borne down by superior 
numbers. Two hundred and forty-three 
dead Coreans were found in the fort, and 
several prisoners taken, among whom was 
the deputy commander-in-chief, who was 
wounded.

Our own loss was Lieutenant Hugh 
McKee, Seth Allen, ordinary seamen of the 
Colorado, and private Hourahan, of the 
marine corps killed. Several were wounded, 
including Passed, assistant surgeon, C. J. 
S. Wells, of the Colorado.

After the capture, the destruction of the 
forts was immediately begun. The houses 
were tired, the works and guns destroyed, 
and the magazine exploded. All the wounded 
Coreans were taken to the Monoeacy.

The land force encamped iu the neighbor­
hood of the fort of the fight of the eleventh, 
and early next, morning took up their line 
of marcli to the fleet, the object of the expe­
dition having been fulfilled: namely, aveng­
ing the insult to the American flag on the 
first of June.

COREA.,
R e p o r t  o f  tb e  F ig h t .

New Yo r k , August 22.—The mails bring 
details of the second fight in Corea.

It appears that on the morning of June 
10 the expedition started from the fleet. It 
consisted of nine hundred men, of which 
seven hundred, including one hundred and 
five marines, were to operate on land—four 
huudred and twent.v-hve from the Colo­
rado and one hundred anil twenty-five each 
from the Alaska and Benicia—all the crews 
ot the Monoeacy and Palos being required 
to work the guns on board.

The Monoeacy took the lead, followed by 
the Palos, with all the smaller boats in tow 
except tho steam launches. The main ob­
ject of the attack is built on top of a small 
conical bill, on a tongue of laud that pro­
jects from the right and west bank of the 
riser, and extending out into the water 
about half a mile. Its average width, from 
north to south, is about four hundred yards.

3 he river makes a sharp bend arouud the 
points of this peninsula, and during the 
rise and fall of the tide the water rushes 
»a8t it with fearful rapidity. About three 
iiindred yards from the extreme point of 
this a small conical hill rises about thre6 
hundred feet high. The Coreans have for­
tified this in such a manuer that, looking 
from the water, the wails of the fort appear 
but a continuation of the extension up­
ward of the steep sides, only approach­
ing _Aore nearly to a perpendicular, 
the snips of the hill forming an angle ot 
about forty-five or fifty degrees with the 
horizon, and the fort so built on top as to 
oc <#py a whole level space of about eighty 
feet in diameter, leaving no level ground. 
Outside of the parapet wall the ground be­
tween this ana the water’s edge is very 
rough, steep and rockv, and difficult for 
military operations. The Coreans had a 
water battery of twenty-four aud thirty- 
two pounders and a small old brass piece,

Gracie, Peerless, Vindex and Sadie!* After 
some maneuvering for positions, tho yachts 
settled down to the race. The Sappho kept 
the lead, and rounded the flag boat off 
Black Island at 1:39 P. M., followed by 
Madgie, at 1:47; Palmer, at 1:52; Alarm, at 
1:57; Dreadnaught, at 1:57̂ 4; Tidal Wave, 
at 1:59. The others were not timod.

The sloop Peerless, in a heavy sea. car­
ried away the head of her mast, and pat 
back to Newport. This was the only ac­
cident during tho day. After rather an 
uninteresting race h -me. as there was little
