Such a
case was reeently presented in the election
at Charleston, where the military was ealled
into service to preserve the peace against
any outbresk from whichever purty it
might come.

EXAMINATION IN THE MAYOR'S PARLOR.

Abont twelve o'clock yesterdsy o large
vumber of persons assembled in the Mayor's
pavior, to witness the investigation of cer
tain charges made against Mr. Schwind, of
baving crpelly treated two boys under his
charge, as assistant soperintendent of the
House of Refuge.

The examication was ‘conducted by Ad-
ministrutors Lewis, Remick and Shaw.

Mr. Charles Sehwind was called ‘to
answer, and was informed that he was
charged with having enmereifally whipped
the boyz Coppel and MeCormick,

The first witness wua Mr, Harrison, who
is ewvloyed as tinner in the House of
Refuge.

- Mr. Harrison stated that a boy wrote an
oliscene sentence on a slate, Sehwind maae
all the boys write ‘the same sentence, and
then decided that John Coppel was the
guilty party. Cop was whipped, and
recel two bundred and forty lashes.
His skin was whipped off & space aslar

as his two hands. He was etift from the
whipping. Next morning MeCormiok got
two bundred and forty lashes for having
doue the same thing that Coppel was

whipped for! The whipping was eruel and

excossi

The boy Bogan is coiored, and - was
whipped every day. Mr. Schwind kieked
and bruised the boy, and mede him stand
on the railing two and three hours at a
time. The bey grew thin and ewnciated,
and became most crazy. The boy was in
the House of Refuge two or three months,
and was sent to the Insane Asylum. Every
time “the boy saw Schwind he was fright-
ened. Saw Schwind strike the boy with

in fist.

Witness has frequently seen Schwind
twist boys around by the head until they
bocame dizzy, then trip them up and throw
hem down. Sobiwind drilled the boys, and.
if they failed to ku-r step, he beat them
with [m(#ul hoops, and put them on bread
and watér. Schwind haa been in the House
of Reluge since October last,
whipped the boys daily. The boy Bogan,
when he Jeft the Houne of Refuge, was
emacinted from want of food. The boy bad
& broise on his fuce. They keop two straps,
one to show and tho other to use. Theboys
confined in the House of Refuge are from
seven to tyenty P‘curn old. Schwind has
slways been brutal to she boys.

Dr. Hurd exmmined -the boy MeCormick
and stated that be saw eight lines on his
back, that might have besn intlicted three
mouths ago with a strap. Two of them
were ten ifiches long, and the rest of them
smaller. They were on the back part of
the thighs. 1t would require a deep incision
10 leave a soar; such a bruise would make
the body temporarily stiif. Such .bruises
some times leave no sear on a boy.

Mr. Bowen stuted that he went inte the
House of Refuge the day after some boys
had been whipped, aud asked who was try-
ing to kill the boys there last night! Ho was
nnswernd that some boys hnd beed whipped;
saw & boy bruised, aud remarked, that any
wman who abused a hoy in that way was s
brute. Orders were given that he (witness)
?huul-x not be admisted to the House of Re-
uge. Mr. Bowen stated that the backs of
the boys looked as if thay bad been whi
by bull drivers, and the flesh lpoked like
bruised beef; never saw boys whipped as
they were—worse than slaves twenty years
ng('. 1

Mr. Bowen is keeper of the Workheuse,
and said that after he axamined the whipped
boys b nsed sdpission to the House
of Rofage, and was aever refused before.
