KLOPPENBURG’S COTTON GIN STANDS.

We find the following production in New 
York papers, and reproduce it for the infor­
mation of our readers: *

A PACKARD AND CASEY DOCUMENT.
New Orleans, August 14,1871.

To the Public:
The State Central Executive Committee 

of the Republican party of Louisiana, which 
was in existence prior to the convention of 
the ninth instant, was formed in accordance 
with a resolution of the Republican conven­
tion, passed August 10, 18; 0. This resolu­
tion, after prescribing the mode of forma­
tion of the committee, provided that said 
committee shall hold office for the term of 
one year, and it shall be their duty, on or 
before the expiration of their term of ser­
vice. to call a State convention of the Re­
publican party for the purpose of choosing 
their successors.

In accordance with this resolution, on the 
twenty-seventh of June, 1871, the Central 
Committee issued their call for a State con­
vention. to be held in New Orleans, on 
Wednesday, August 9, fixing the delegation 
to which each parish and ward was entitled, 
and prescribing that the credentials of dele­
gates must be signed by the presidents and 
secretaries of their respective parish com­
mittees, and in the city of New Orleans by 
the presidents and secretaries of the mother 
ward clubs, which credentials were to be 
forwarded as soon as possible to the presi­
dent of the State Central Committee, to be 
by him presented to the convention.

Immediately the Warmoth faction com­
menced using every means to insure their 
success throughout the State. Bribes of 
money and office were proffered unsparingly; 
all office-holders obnoxious to their policy 
were removed; threats and entreaties were 
alike used to effect their purpose. In the 
city of New Orleans organized bands of 
street laborers, policemen in uniform or in 
plain clothes, and thugs and criminals of 
the lowest standing in society were sent 
from ward to ward and from clubroom to 
clubroom to repress all expressions of dis­
satisfaction with their master, Warmoth, 
and to insure the election of his candidates. 
Men were knocked down and brutally mal­
treated by these ruffians for daring to ex­
press an opinion of their own, while uni- 
tormed policemen stood by laughing and 
making no motion to interfere.

Meanwhile the elections were steadily 
going against the Warmoth party. In those 
tew parishes where his candidates were 
fairly elected no contest was made, but in 
every case where the result of the election 
went against them, the tax collectors and 
other officials appointed by the Governor 
bolted, formed conventions of their own, 
and in many cases, without even that form­
ality, claimed to be regularly elected dele­
gates to the convention. Warmoth’s friends 
openly boasted that they would control the 
convention, no matter at what cost. United 
States Senator J. R. West, the creature and 
tool of Warmoth, the only man claiming to 
be a Republican, who voted with tbe Demo­
cratic Senators against the ratification of 
the treaty with Great Britain, proclaimed 
in the public streets, “We will have control 
of that convention or blood.”

No place of meeting having been named 
in the call, on the third day of August, 1871, 
the State Central Committee authorized 
their president, S. B. Packard, to procure a 
suitable plhce of meeting. Upon inquiry, 
it was found that every public ball iu the 
city which, bv any possibility, was fit for 
the purpose, Lad been engaged beforehand 
by the Governor, with the intention of 
forcing the convention to meet in some place 
where, by bis police and thugs, he could 
effectually control it. Under these circum­
stances the president of the committee, S. 
B. Packard, determined to hold the conven­
tion in the United States courtroom, situ­
ated in the Customhouse, but in a part of 
the building entirely distinct and isolated 
from the customs department, of which 
room he is custodian by virtue of his po­
sition as United States Marshal. In this 
determination the majority of the State com­
mittee and Collector Casey, custodian of 
the building, heartily acquiesced.

At the meeting of August 3, and four days 
before the place of meetiug was determined, 
the Central Committee passed a resolution 
declaring that tickets of admission would 
be issued onlv to persons claiming seats as 
delegates, anil that all others would be ex­
cluded from the hall. In accordance with 
this resolution, on the morning of the ninth 
instajit, a ticket of admission was furnished 
to every person claiming a seat in the con­
vention. no rnattur on how frivolous or evi­
dently fraudulent grounds such claim was 
based.

Notwithstanding that this mode of pro­
cedure was fully advertised and universally 
known, the Warmoth party persisted in de­
claring that they would go into the conven­
tion without tickets and clean out the build- 

with the police; but, nevertheless, 
recognized tbe authority of the committee 
by making application for and receiving 
tickets. Threats of assassination against 
prominent members of the opposition were 
freely and openly made. Fearing that a 
riot would ensue within the precincts of the 
building, Marshal Packard telegraphed on 
the eighth instant to General Reynolds, 
commanding department, for a guard of 
United States troops solely for the protec­
tion of United States property. This re­
quest was granted, and at 9 A. M., of the 
ninth, forty men of the Nineteenth United 
States infantry, under command of Captain 
Smith, wereffiiarehed into the building.

Here they at once stacked arms, broke 
ranks, and dispersed through the building, 
nor at any time during the day did they 
attempt to interfere with any person, nor 
was even a single sentry posted in the 
building.

The hour fixed for the assembling of the 
convention was 12 M. At quarter past 
10 A. M. Governor Warmoth and a crowd 
of about sixty persons entered the building, 
proceeded up-stairs and demanded admis­
sion into the court room. The deputy mar­
shal in charge told him he had strict orders 
to admit no one to the room until half-past 
eleven; but as he, the Governor, was still 
suffering from lameness, he would personally 
take the responsibility of admitting him at 
once, and hia friends would oe allowed to 
eater at the proper time. The Governor at 
once mounted a chair, and commenced a 
violent speech denunciatory of the general 
government, and declaiming against the 
military as there to prevent his entrance to 
the convention. He was here respectfully 
interrupted by the officer commanding the 
troops, who assured him he was not there to 
interfere with any one, but simply to pro­
tect public property. The Governor then 
proposed adjournment to Turner Hall, and 
went there, followed by his gang, withou , 
receiving the slightest molestation, insult 
or abhse from any one.

At 12 M. the convention was called to or­
der. Eighty-four bona fide delegates took 
part in the convention, thirty-four voting 
with Warmoth, and several of the latter 
have since furnished sworn statements ex­
plaining and deploring their action.

It has been complained that persons 
were excluded from the building. This 4a 
only true so far as regards roughs and 
rowdies who were hanging around the 
building to no good purpose. No business 
man was interfered with or inconvenienced 
in the slightest degree, as a proof of which 
it is only necessary to mention that the re­
ceipts of the day were larger than for a 
week previously, and for the same day 
during the past two years.

The propriety of the use of the courtroom 
and the employment of the United States 
troops has since been amply proven by the 
assertions of the chief officers of the police 
force, that, had not the military been pres­
ent, they wsuld have forced an entrance 
into the building, the thngs and rowdies 
would have followed them, and they

mr. conway's letter.

To His Excellency Ulysses S. Grant, President of 
the United States:

S i r —I beg leave to respectfully present 
for your consideration a few thoughts con­
cerning the recent efforts of the Republicans 
of Louisiana to hold a State convention. I 
chanced to come from New Orleans last 
week in company with a gentleman who 
was the bearer of messages concerning tho 
same matter, tbe said messages having the 
signatures of J. F. Casey, Collector of the 
Port of New Orleans, and S. B» Packard, 
United States Marshal for the District of 
Louisiana. The bearer of said messages 
seemed quite eager to make their contents 
known, and volunteered an exhibition of 
them to a group of gentlemen on tho train, 
of whom I was one, saving, as he did so, 
that he was a New York Democrat, and 
took no interest whatever in the contro­
versy between the Republican factions of 
Louisiana, and that he was interested with 
them solely on the score of personal friend­
ship for Collector Casey. These messages 
having been read aloud in the railroad car, 
and their contents having, been made pub­
lic before they could reach your Excellency,
I »do not consider myself restrained from 
alluding to their contents, nor from prompt­
ly branding every statement contained in 
them as utterly false and groundless—the 
last resort of men who know themselves to 
have committed a gross political blunder 
and outrage, second only to the attempted 
secession of the States lately in rebellion, 
though seemingly of less original magni­
tude.

These men, and the other federal officers 
who entered with them into the project of 
strangling the freedom of the convention, 
seemed utterly regardless of the damaging 
consequences of their action, not only to 
your administration, but to the Republican 
party of the nation. The messages which 
they forwarded to your Excellency, and 
which were published by their bearer 
in the Northern bound train, state that it 
was evident that the friends of Governor 
Warmoth were determined to use violence 
to overawe the delegates; that the Custom­
house was chosen for the meeting of the 
convention because the Governor's friends 
had hired every hail in the city, so that the 
State Committee were compelled to resort 
to the United States courtroom to enable 
tbe convention to assemble; that the ma­
jority of the delegate^ were pledged to de­
nounce the State administration, aad were 
in danger of personal violence from thugs 
and bruisers in sympathy with the Gov­
ernor and under his leadership; that the 
public property could only be protected by 
calling upon General Reynolds for a mili­
tary force; that though there were soldiers 
in the Customhouse, and Gatlin guns placed 
near by, neither were used, and were only 
intended to exercise by their presence a 
wholesome influence; that United States 
Senator West liad declared that unless the 
Governor's friends controlled the conven­
tion, there would be bloodshed; that the 
Governor made an incendiary speech at the 
Customhouse building in the morning of 
the day on which the convention was to 
have been held, in the course of which lie 
denounced the national administration; 
and that both he and his friends were 
enemies of the President, etc.

Before noticing each of those statements 
separately, allow me to say that there is not 
a man in the South to-day who has done 
more hard work, faced a greater number of 
dangers, been more soundly abused for per­
sonal, persistent, sell-sacrificing devotion to 
the principles of the Republican party, and, 
the success of the congressional plan of re-’ 
construction than myself. Aly apology for 
this personal allusion is that your Excellency 
may understand that no partiality for Gov­
ernor Warmoth’s administration, or for the 
Customhouse officials, could suffice to lead 
me now to an indorsement of any course of 
conduct of one party or the other, which, in 
my opinion, would tend to endanger the 
success of the Republican party in the fu­
ture. I am convinced, from personal knowl­
edge ot the facts, that the statements made 
by Mr. Casey and Mr. Packard are at vari­
ance with the truth; and since falsehood 
can only damage your administration and 
work injury to the "Republican party, I ven­
ture to invite your Excellency's attention to 
the naked truth, touching each of the afore­
said allegations.

First—As to the charge jhat the friends 
of Governor Warmoth intended to use vio­
lence to overawe the delegates to the con­
vention. it will suffice to say that it is not 
in the power of Collector Casey. Mr. Pack­
ard, or any one in sympathy with their pro­
ject, to know that anything of the sort was 
contemplated; and assuredly no one will 
presume that politicians whose sagacity was 
the means of carrying the State last year 
against both the Democrats and the State 
committee (I allude to Governor Warmoth, 
Senator West, State Senator Pinchback, 
Judge Dibble, and others) would be likely 
to resort to any measure so impolitic aud 
absurd as that predicted by Mr. Casey and 
Mr. Packard in their communication. That 
the charge would be well founded if made 
against themselves, the history of the mem­
orable day on which the convention met 
will abundantly prove. Mr. Packard, Air. 
Casey, Air. Dunn. Air. Lowell, Mr. Stock- 
dale, and their friends intended to use vio­
lent means to force the convention to 
their own particular terms, caring, as 
they did. far more for the control of the 
Scate government than for the effect which 
their conduct was likely to have on the na­
tional administration and the national Re­
publican party, the facts abundantly prove. 
The evidence on this point is the met that 
early in the day the Customhouse was filled 
with armed men, troops and deputy mar­
shals, ready to do the bidding of the Cus­
tomhouse officers. I personally know—and 
stand ready to make affidavit in support of 
mv statement—that Governor Warmoth, 
while fully aware of the contemplated out­
rage which the Customhouse officials were 
projecting, urged all his friends to conduct' 
themselves with the utmost regard lor the 
peace and good name of the community, 
and that at no time did he contemplate, or 
did any of his friends contemplate, ought 
save the readiest submission to the wishes 
of the convention,'after the same should be 
fairly and freely expressed.

Second—As to the 'charge that the selec­
tion of the Customhouse for the meeting of 
the convention was because the Governor’s 
friends had hired every hall in town, I have 
this to say: All previous Republican State 
conventions in Louisiana had assembled in 
the hall of the Mechanics’ Institute, which is 
leased by tbe State for the use of the Gen­
eral Assembly. Mr. Casey, Mr. Packard 
and their friends, wishing to have the con­
vention meet in a building subject entirely 
to their jurisdiction, where they could, by 
the use of troops and deputy marshals, 
be the better enabled to ^bree its action, 
and thus Becure their own selfish ends, de­
clined to meet in the hall, and, therefore, 
selected the United States courtroom in the 
Customhouse building. The Governor’s 
friends were ready to gp even there and 
submit to a free expresstvi of the will of 
the convention. He had % right to suspect, 
however, that force was already prepared 
to strangle the frledom of the convention; 
and, therefore, as a wise" precautionary 
measure, provision was made so that the 
convention could withdraw irom the mili- 
ty j  chains which were previously forged 
to-retter it, and meet elsewhere, free from 
military restraint.

There are some halls in New Orleans 
owned by persons who are so prejudiced 
against the Republican partv that they 
couldn’t possibly be hired tor the meeting 
of the Republican convention; and I know 
of but one of suitable size which could have 
been secured for the purpose, namely, 
Turner Hall, in Lafayette street, which 
place was hired, and subsequently used for 
a convention composed of those delegates 
who are not ready to become the slaves of 
an armed force of United States troops, 
with fixed bayonets and Gatlin guns, and a 
small army of deputy United states mar­
shals, commanded by United States Mar­
shal S. B. Packard. The latter officer cared

Governor than for either his official duty or 
the suocess of the national Republican party, 
and even more than for the renomination of 
your Excellency as Republican candidate 
for the Presidency in 1872.

Third—As to the statement that the ma­
jority of the delegates were pledged to de­
nounce the State administration, aad were 
in danger of personal violence from the 
friends of the Governor, acting under his 
leadership, I have to say if it were as true 
as it is false, that the majority of the dele­
gates were pledged to denounce the State 
administration, how. could it justify the fed­
eral officials in the organizing of an army, 
and turning the Customhouse into a mili­
tary camp for the purpose of oppressing the 
Governor's friends 1 How could the mere 
apprehension of violence from one taction 
justify the other in its actual use! The 
truth is that a very large majority of the 
delegates to the convention came with the 
disposition to indorse both the national and 
State administrations-, but the Customhouse 
officials determined that no expression of 
approval of the Governor should be made 
by the convention, and so they themselves 
resorted to violent measures.v Their con­
duct in this respect has had the effect of 
causing a majority of the members of the 
convention to seriously questiou whether 
tbe national administration would be likely 
to indorse tbe outrageous conduct of its 
official representatives in Louisiana, and so 
prove not so deserving of their indorsement 
m the future as they considered it to have 
been in the past.

Fourth—The idea that the troops, Gatlin 
guns, aud armed deputy marshals were only 
called for the moral effect of their presence 
and the protection of the public property is 
a frivolous excuse for the commission of an 
outrage of such a character and magnitude 
as to not only shock the whole country, but 
throw serious obstacles in the way of Re­
publican success in the campaigns "of this 
and the coming year—obstacles calculated 
to make our triumph now and in tbe future a 
matter of serious doubt. The authors of this 
excuse must have overlooked the fact that 
Louisiana has a civil government capable of 
preserving the peace—one which has been 
recognized by Congress, and is considered 
by Air. Casey and Mr. Packard, in every­
thing else except as to the holding of Re­
publican conventions, abundantly capable 
of discharging, among other duties, that of 
protecting the rights of all its citizens, and 
of restraining any of them from committing 
any afft calculated to endanger the safety 
of the public property. The charge that 
Senator West declared that unless the Gov­
ernor’s friends controlled the convention 
there would be bloodshed, is a weak inven­
tion. Senator Weet having heard of this 
accusation m New Orleans fitly denounced 
that falsehood, and intended, in the absence 
of any other j ustiiication, to give some, color 
of reason for the muster of troops and 
armed deputy marshals by federal office­
holders on the day in question.

Fifth—The statements that the Governor 
made an incendiary speech, that he de­
nounced the national administration, and 
that his friends are enemies of the Presi­
dent, are not true. Twice on the day of the 
convention, Governor Warmoth, in language 
which has already passed into print, de­
clared with rare eloquence and force that 
your Excellency had merited the compli­
ment which tfie patriotic people of this 
countrv had paid you, in making you the 
nation's chief magistrate, and that unless it 
transpired that the conduct of your officials 
in Louisianarmet with your approbation, he 
would favor your renomination and re-elec­
tion. In this"expression be had the indorse­
ment of nearly every member in the conven­
tion.

Senator West, in a speech to three thou­
sand Republicans, the day after the nomi­
nation was held, gave expression to the 
same view as that uttered by Governor 
Warmoth.

In conclusion, allow me to express the 
opinion that no act of your administration 
will give more satisfaction to the men who 
voted for you and made you President, than 
would the removal of the officials who hav6 
perpetrated the outrage iu question, and 
that nothing short of their displacement will 
save the Republican party from defeat in 
the coming campaign.
