Passed at the Third Session o f  the Fefty- 
- First Congress.

The case resolves itself into the qnestion 
as to whether the Lieutenant Governor, in 
the absence of tjie Governor, can depose an 
officer, and whether, under such circum­
stances, that officer can still continue to 
draw his salary.

The refusal 'of Bragdo'n to recognize the 
authority of Governor Dunn arose in the

Cotton Statement.
New York, Angust 27.—The cotton move­

ment, compared with last week, shows an 
increase In receipts and expsrts. The 
receipts at all ports are 7844 bales, against 
7630 last week, 9454 the previous week, 
and 10,472 three weeks since. The total re­
ceipts since September are 4,002,461 bales, 
against 2,898,109 for the corresponding 
period of the previous year, showing an in­
crease of 1,204,352 bale's.

The exports • from all ports for the 
wesk are 14,338 bales, against 2977 for the 
same week last year. •

The. total exports for the expired portion 
of the cotton year are ,3,155,238 bales, 
against 2,167,323 bales for the -same time 
last year.

The 
stock in Liverpool is 604,000 bales, against

Tfie weather Soutfi dff-ing the week was 
unfavorable. The severe storm along the 
Atlantic coast, especially ip Georgia and 
South Carolina, damaged chiefly sea island 
crop. This storm, or a wing of it, extended 
to the interior of Georgia and South-Caro- 
lina, and we have numerous complaints of 
the plant being blown down. Private ad­
vices also speak of rust and caterpillars in 
many sections.

to be entitled to aft the privileges and bene­
fits of said aet and amendments.

That the rights and privileges of 
heirs and assigns under the said donation 
law, and the amendments thereto, shall be, 
and are hereby, extended to the heirs and 
assigns of the settlers named in the first 
section of this act.

That the 
President of the United States be author­
ized to nominate, and, by and with, the ad­
vice and consent of the Senate, to appoint 
Robfrt Boyd, junior, now on the retired 
list, as a commander on the active list of 
the navy.

AN ACT to authorize [the] Worthington Na­
tional Bank of Cooperstown, New York, 
to change its name and location.
Be it enacted by the Senate and Honse of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congiess assembled, That the 
Worthington National Bank, now located 
in Cooperstown, State of New York, is 
hereby authorized to change its location to 
the village of Oneonta, in the county of 
Otsego, and State of New York. When­
ever the stockholders representing three- 
fourths of the capital of said bank, at a 
meeting called for that purpose, determine 
to make such change, ;the president and 
cashier shall execute a. certificate, under 
the corporate seal of the bank, s(iecifying 
such determination, and shall cause the 
same to be recorded in the office of the 
controller of the currency, and thereupon 
such change of Jocation shaft be effected; 
and tbe operations of discount and deposit 
of said bank shall be carried on under the 
name of the First National Bank of One­
onta, in the village’ of Oneonta, in the 
county of Otsego, and State of New 
Y’ork.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That 
nothing in this act contained shall be so 
construed as in any manner to release the 
said bank from any liability, or affect any 
action or proceeding in law in which the 
said bank may be a party or interested. 
And when such change shall have been de­
termined upon as aforesaid, notice thereof 
and of such change shall be published in at
least two weekly newspapers in the Afore­
said county in which Cooperstown is situ­
ate, in the'State of New York, for not less 
than four successive weeks.
