THE SECRETARY OF STATE SUSPENDED

GENERAL HERRON IN THE OFFICE

Bovee Assaults Police Officials

A VEBY INTERESTING CORRESPONDENCE

Crescent City Waterworks Bill

Yesterday, George E. Bovee, Secretary of 
State, was suspended from office by Gov­
ernor Warmoth, and General F. J. Herron 
appointed to fill the position pro tempore.

Naturally, our readers will wish to know 
the precise cause for suspending Mr. Bovee, 
and our reporter has obtained all the cor­
respondence and particulars pertaining to 
the subject, and we publish them in detail.

Last Thursday Mr. Bovee forwarded to 
this office the bill known as the Crescent 
City Waterworks bill, ordering its publics' 
tion. As this subject bad been brought be­
fore the public on the fifth of last May, we 
reproduce two letters, which show why we 
hesitated to comply with Mr. Bovee's re­
quest. J
CORRESPONDENCE BETWEEN THE SECRETARY 

AND THE GOVERNOR.
Statb of Louisiana, ) 

Office of the Secretary of State, /
New Orleans, May 2, 1871.) 

To his Excellency H. C. Warmoth, Governor of 
Lonisiaua:

Sir—I am this day ia receipt of a com­
munication from the incorporators of the 
Crescent City Waterworks Company, re­
questing the publication of House bill No. 
270, entitled an act to incorporate the Cres­
cent City Waterworks, etc., claiming that 
said bill has become a law by “constitu­
tional limitation.” and should be officially 
promulgated. *

I have also an affidavit made by the 
Minute Clerk of the House, of Representa­
tives, affirming that on the twenty-fifth day 
of Februarv House bills Nos. 22 and 270, 
commonly known as the Bayou Bartholomew 
and Crescent City Waterworks bills, were 
delivered and receipted for at the residence 
of your Excellency in the city. Since the 
adjournment of 'the General Assembly, 
House bill No. 22 has been allowed to be­
come a law by “constitutional limitation,” 
and is now known as act No. 45 of 1871.

Interested parties urge that if House bill 
No. 22 is now a law, that House bill No. 270 
must of necessity be a law also.

Believing there must be some good and 
sufficient reason for vour action in reference 
to this bill, I would respectfully request 
such information upon the subject as your 
Excellency may be willing to impart, that I 
may be enabled to give the Incorporators a 
proper answer to their inquiries.

Hon. George E. Bovee, Secretary of State:
Sir—Your communication relative to 

House bills Nos. 22 and 270, commonly 
known as the Bayou Bartholomew anil 
Crescent City Waterworks bills, is duly re­
ceived. In reply, I would respectfully 
state that the above mentioned bills were 
not received at the executive office until 
the twenty-seventh day of Februarv of this 
year, at which time they were receipted for 
by my secretary in the usual form, as should 
appear in the receipt book of the clerk of 
the House of Representatives. The Bayou 
Bartholomew bill was subsequently sent to 
your office without my approval, with in­
structions that the act should become a law 
by limitation; while the Crescent City 
Waterworks bill is still in my possession, 
awaiting either my signature or disap­
proval.

Article sixty-six of the constitution of this 
State provides that “if any bill shall not be 
returned by the Governor'within five days 
after it shall have been presented to him, it 
shall be a law in like manner as if he had 
signed it, unless the General Assembly, by 
adjournment, prevent its return, in wliicn 
case the said Dill shall be returned on the 
first day of the meeting of the General As­
sembly after the expiration of said five 
days, or be a, law.”

As it is essentially necessary that the five 
days shall have expired before an act can 
become a law by constitutional limitation,
I fail to perceive how either of these acts 
can be said to have become a law by such 
limitation, when the five days’ limit does 
not expire until the first day of the next 
session of the General Assembly; conse­
quently, your statement that since the ad­
journment of the General Assembly House 
bill No. 22 has been allowed to become a law 
by constitutional limitation, and that it ia 
now known as act No. 45, of 1871, evidences 
that the act has been improperly promul­
gated as having become a law by such limi­
tation.

I am at a loss to understand how the im­
proper promulgation of House bill No. 22, 
or, as it is commonly known, the Bayou 
Bartholomew bill, can be made use ot as an 
argument to prove that the Crescent City 
Waterworks bill, which was received at the 
same time, and which is still before me, has 
become a law. \

One error should not surely be used as an 
argument in favor of the commission of an­
other.

Trusting that my reply will afford you 
such information as will enable von to sub­
mit satisfactory answers to the inquiries of 
the incorporators of the Crescent City 
Waterworks, I have the honor to remain, 
very respectfully.

Remembering the above, it was necessary 
to investigate the matter before promulgat­
ing the document. The Secretary of State 
assumed and presumed to act for and on liis 
own account, by publishing the bill last 
week, in a country paper and in the German 
Gazette, adding a note, which contained a 
statement that tlpe act had become a law, 
because Governor Warmoth had failed to 
sign or return it within five days.

After this journal refused to publish the 
bill, the following note was addressed by 
the Secretary of State to u s:
MR. BOVEE’S LLTTER TO THE REPUBLICAN.

OFFIC* OF THK SkCRHTART OF STATB, i 
New Orleans, August 28, 1871. 5

To the Business Manager New Orleans Republican : 
Sir—On Thursday, the twenty-fourth of 

the present month, I delivered at the office 
of the Republican a duly certified copy of 
an act to incorporate the Crescent City 
Waterworks, with instructions to publish 
the same. On Saturday the bill was re­
turned to my clerk, and I am informed that 
you refuse to publish it. Will you do me 
the honor to inform me whether I am cor­
rectly informed, and if so, what yonr ’rea­
sons are for so unusual an act ? I am not 
aware of any informality in the copy, the 
same having been carefully compared with 
the original act deposited in my office.

An early answer will oblige.

Sir—We received at this office on the eve­
ning of August 24, a document purportin g 
to be a certified copy of “an act to incorpo­
rate the Crescent City Waterworks Com­
pany,” with a request indorsed on the back, 
without a signature, for its publication.

As this bill had already been the subject 
of correspondence between yourself and the 
Governor, in which the latter decided that 
it had not become a law, I did not feel at 
liberty to promulgate it ia the Republican,

as an act of the Legislature, without fur­
ther inquiry.

Accordingly the following note was sent 
to Governor "Warmoth:

To his Excellency H. C. Warmoth, Governor of 

Louisiana:
Sir—We received late last evening, from 

the Secretary of State, what purports to be 
a certified copy of an act to incorporate the 
Crescent City Waterworks Company, but 
have suspended its publication fot,the fol­
lowing reasons:

On the fifth of May last a correspondence 
between yourself and the Secretary of 
State, on the subject of the status of this 
bill, was published in the Republican. In 
that correspondence you gave it as your 
opinion that the bill had not become a law, 
either by yonr approval or by the lapse of 
time prescribed by the constitution in such 
eases.

Will you inform ns if anything has oc 
curred,"or if any information has been re­
ceived by you since the date of the corre­
spondence above referred to, to cause you 
to change your views, or have you sent the 
original bill to the office of the Secretary of 
State, with instructions to him to regard it 
as a law !

To this the Governor returned tfie in­

closed reply, which I deem conclusive 
against the propriety of promulgating the 
bill in the Republican as a law of the 
State:

State of Louisiana, ) 
Executive Department, > 

New Orleans, August 23, 1871.)
Sir—In answer te your communication of 

this date. I would state that the bill known 
as the “Crescent City Waterworks bill” 
was received at the executive office on the 
twenty-seventh day of February last.

Article sixty-six of the constitution pro­
vides that “if any bill shall not be returned 
oy the Governor within five days after it 
shall have been presented to him.it shall 
be a law in like manner as if be had signed 
it, unless the General Assembly by its ad­
journment prevents its return, in which 
case the said bill shall be returned on the 
first day of the meeting of the General As­
sembly, after the expiration of said five 
da vs, or he a law.”

The Legislature adjourned March 2, 1871, 
on the third of the five constitutional days 
granted the executive for examination of 
legislative acts submitted for liis approval, 
thus preventing the return of the bill to the 
Legislature within the time prescribed.

This original bill, which passed both 
houses of the General Assembly, is still in 
my possession, and will be retained bv me 
until the first day of the meeting of the 
Legislature, when'it will be returned with 
either my signature or disapproval.

In a communication addressed by me to 
the Secretary of State, under date of May 
4, 1871, I endeavored to explain to him that 
the original Crescent City Waterworks bill 
was then in my possession awaiting either 
my signature or disapproval. I have not 
yet approved the biil, nor Las the original 
ever lett my possession. If a bill purport- 
iog to be the “Crescent City Waterworks 
bill” has been presented at the office of the 
official journal for promulgation as having 
become a law, it has been done fraudulently 
and without any legal authority whatever.

I am most painfully surprised to learn 
that the Secretary of'Stare* has so far for­
gotten the high duties of his office as to lend 
himself to the commission of so grave an, 
offense.

Yesterday the Governor having been in­

formed that the bill had been published in 
the Louisiana State Register and German 
Gazette, sent for Mr. Bovee, when the fol­
lowing conversation took place in the Gov­
ernor’s office:

Bovee: Good morning. Governor War­
moth. .

Warmoth: Good morning sir.
Bovee: Did you want to see me. Governor? 
Warmoth: Yes, sir; I wanted to find out 

about the promulgation of this Crescent 
City Waterworks bill.

Bovee: Well, you want to know what I 
can tell you, I suppose!

Warmoth: Yes, sir. You surely knew, Mr. 
Bovee, that I had the original bill in my 
possession.

Bovee: Yes, but this is a duplicate. 
Warmoth: Well, sir, I do not consider 

your act legal.
Bovee: Oh, well, that's a difference of 

opinion.
Warmoth: How did you come to publish it? 
Bovee: I had the written cpiuion of the 

Attorney General.
Warmoth: I suppose, then, you are will­

ing to assume the responsibility of your act? 
Bovee: Yes.
Mr. Bovee thereupon retired from the 

executive office.
Governor Warmoth immediately after­

ward issued the following order:
Statb of Louisiana, Y 

Executive Department, > 
New Orleans, August 29, 1871.) 

W hereas, George E. Bovee, Secretary of 
State, has, in violation of the constitution 
and laws of this Statb. caused to be promul­
gated as having become a law, an act of the 
General Assembly entitled “An act- to in­
corporate the Crescent City Waterworks, to 
define its rights and duties, to punish of- 

' fenses committed against the franchises of 
the said company, and the public health,” 
with his official certificate- that “the fore­
going act having been presented to the 
Governor of the State of Louisiana for his 
approval, and not having been returned by 
him to the house of the General Assembly 
in which it originated within the time pre­
scribed by the constitution of the State of 
Louisiana, baa become a law without his 
approval.” The said certificate having been 
made by the said Bovee with the knowl­
edge, communicated by the Governor ot the 
State on the fourth day of May, 1871, that 
said bill, would not become a law, or be 
acted upon, until the first* day of the next 
session of the General Asseihbly.

And whereas, the said Bovee has know­
ingly, willfully, unlawfully and with the 
purpose of imposing upon tne people of the 
■state as law that which he knows has not 
become a iaw.

Now, therefore, I, H. C. Warmoth, Gov­
ernor of the State of Louisiana, charged 
with the faithful execution of the laws, un­
der the constitution of the State, do issue 
this my order suspending the said G. E. 
Bovee Irom the office of Secretary of State, 
and do herebv appoint F. J. Herron to dis­
charge the duties of*said office until the 
Legislature shall act upon the subject, in 
accordance with the constitution.

Given under mv hand and seal, this 
twenty-ninth day oT August, A. D. 1871, and 
of the independence of the United States 
the niaety-sixth.

H. C. WARMOTH, 
Governor of Louisiana.

O. D. Bragdon, Secretary to Governor. 
General Herron, on receiving his ap­

pointment, proceeded to the rooms occu­
pied by the Secretary of State and presented 
his document to Mr. Bovee, who denied the 
Governor’s power to suspend him or ap­
point a successor. Mr. Bovee, in a light 
passion, expressed his throughts rather em­
phatically; but the general took little heed 
of the words, at once proceeding to gain 
possession of the seal of the office. When 
he took the seal Mr. Bovee made a forcible 
attempt to regain possession of it, and went 
so far as to strike his successor.

Colonel Badger and others interfered, in­

tending to preserve the peace. On this, 
Mr. Bovee, whose passion had gained the up­
per hand, also struck, or attempted to assail 
Colonel Badger, superintendent' of police. 
An officer arrested Mr, Bovee. and took him 
to prison, where he was detained a few min­
utes. Colonel Badger soon afterward re­
leased the belligerent, as no one intends 
prosecuting him for his extraordinary as­
sault and battery. Mr. Bovee left the cala­
boose willingly, perhaps remembering the 
time when he took prisoners to the lockup, 
when he was a patrolman on the police' 
force. He found how the old thing works.

Rice Gathering.
The Empire Parish Register says :
The work of rice cutting has fairly com­

menced on all the rice farms below this 
point, and we are pleased to learn that the 
yield, in every respect, is turning out good. 
Mr. E. H. Slaney, of the “Kentucky Store,” 
having purchased a first class fourteen- 
horse power portable engine with which to 
run his threshing machine, will begin work 
in good earnest next week in preparing the 
grain for the mills about Pointe-a-la-Hache. 
He lia3 already engagements to thresh the 
rice on a nupaber of farms, and which, we 
trust, will keep him remuneratively em­
ployed for some time. His machine, with 
th#fine engine it has attached, is capable of 
threshing out easily one hundred and fifty 
barrels of rice in ten hours. If put to any­
thing like a test, two hundred barrels would, 
be threshed. This is certainly a great im­
provement on the old time plan of thresh­
ing twenty and thirty barrels a day by the 
trampling* of horses’ feet, which was fol­
lowed all over the parish until Mr. Slaney 
brought forward hi3 thresher. Last year 
he ran the thregher with horse power; now 
he makes it dance to the music of steam, 
and by an engine that can bo thken on its 
stout wheels to any locality in the parish. 
For this practical public spirit Mr. Slaney ia 
certainly entitled to the consideration and 
encouragement of the rice planters and 
dealers of this parish. We wish him all the 
reoomDcnse his energy and investments so 
justly merit.

The Agricultural Report.
The forthcoming report from the Agricul­

tural Department will be largely devoted 
to statistics of the cotton crops and other 
Southern staples. According to adviceB 
just received the entire cotton region has 
been afflicted with unprecedented drouth, 
which in some instances will seriously im­
pair the yield. The breadth planted this 
year, as compared with last, shows a falling 
off of at leas twenty-five per cent; while 
the yield will scarcely exceed fifty per cent 
of the usual crop. In some of the riohest 
cotton districts the army worm has ap­
peared in larger numbers than ever before, 
and the boll worm is also reported in sev­
eral sections of the South.

Accounts from the Louisiana sugar dis­
tricts are more encouraging, and the yield 
in some instances is placed as high as 
250,000 hogsheads. Virginia and Maryland 
will fall largely behind in both the tobacco 
and corn crops, these being cut short by 
drouths both early and law in the season.

Bidders 
are required to forward a certified check 
w ith their bid for five per cent of the bid on 
all amounts over five thousand dollars.

The certificate* of the postmasters will be 
required in thirty-nine of the more im port­
an t routes, to insure consideration. Post­
masters disregam ing the instructions of 
the departm ent regarding certificates will 
be subject to immediate removal.

Adroit attem pts to pass two checks 
raised from one hundred to a  thousand dol­
lars, failed by the caution of the bankers.

The fraudulent paper in one instance was 
a certificate of deposit on the banking 
house of John J . Cisco & Son, New York, 
in favor of L.*B. Cornell, to the value of 
forty-two thousand dollars. This was in­
dorsed as follows: “ Pay to  the order of 
Thomas L. Cassidy,” signed J . B. Cornell.

The signatures and indorsements are cor­
rect, but the am ount is for seven hundred 
dollars only.

No customhouse appointm ents will be 
made until Secretary Boutwell’s return, 
September 15.

Crew o f  the Foundered Bark Linda 

Picked np-O ther Disaster*—Charles­
ton Vessels Quarantined — Forced  
Check o f  F ifty Thousand Dollars

Oil Hellers.

N ew  Yo r k , August 29.—The steamer 
Wilmington, from Galveston, pioked up, on 
the twenty-sixth instant, a boat eon taming 
Francis Murte, first mate, Minard Simmons, 
second mate, and Lewis Schlader, seaman, 
belonging to the bark Linda, of Philadel-
{thia, from New York, bound for New Or- 
eans, which foundered in the hurricane of 

the twenty-sixth, in latitude 25° 34', longi­
tude 32'. A boat containing Captain 
Smith, the steward and four seamen left the 
bark and was in company with the boat 
containing the mate until the night of the 
twenty-fifth, when they got separated. 
Both boats were to steer northward for the 
Florida coast.

After taking on board the mate’s boat and 
crew, the Wilmington searched in different 
directions for the boat containing Captain 
Smith and crew.

The same day, in latitude 28* 25', longti- 
tude 79J 45', spoke to brig Dolphine, with 
the loss of maintopmast and yards, and 
square sails blown‘away from* yards for­
ward in the hurricane of the twenty-fifth. 
She was from the coast of Africa, for New 
Orleans.

If up cases oc­
curred a vessel will be allowed to come up 
as soon as tfie health officer is satisfied there 
is no fever aboard.

BERLIN.
Cholera in Koenigsberg—More ot the 

Emperors Meeting.
Berlin, August 29.—There were 329 

deaths in Keonigsberg for the week end­
ing the twenty-fifth, including 127 from 
cholera. •

No deaths have occurred at Dantzig for 
the last two days.

The Kreust Zeitung of to-day says besides 
the coming visit of the Emperors of Austria 
and Germany to Salzburg, the Kaiser and 
Francis Joseph will meet the Emperor 
William in November, at some point on the 
Rhine.

MISCELLANEOUS.
Ocean W ave Explosion—Thirty-five Bodies 

Recovered—The Boat Much Shattered— 
F ew  New Cases o f  Fever la Charles- 
ton—Shooting in Memphis—Lynching o f  
a  W hite and Black Man.

Mobile, August 20.—Thirty-five dead 
bodies have been recovered. It is feared 
many more are under the wreck.

Willis C. Merriwetber is among the dead.
The excursionists were mostly working 

people, with their families.
Later—A submarine diver thoroughly ex­

amined the wreck of the Ocean Wave, and 
failed to discover any bodies. He reports 
the steamer terribly shattered. The force 
of the explosion was tremendous.

The community is still excited, and an in­
vestigation will be held as to the cause of 
the explosion. So far the casualties are ’ 
fifty-five; of which twenty-nine were killed 
and twenty-six wounded. Many more miss­
ing bodies will come to the surface in a day 
or two.

Three more of the wounded died thia 
afternoon.

The reported death of Willis Meriwether 
s incorrect.

Charleston, August 29.—A few new cases 
of yellow fever reported. Three old cases 
fatal since yesterday. Many unacclimated 
persons leaving. Opinion ia divided as to 
whether the disease; will or not spread.

Memphis, August 29. — Captain J. T. 
Adams, a well-known dry goods clerk, was 
shot and fatally wounded to-day, in the dry 
goods store of A. Seesel St Son, Main street, 
by J. W. S. Brown, a well-known pressman, 
who was one of the founders of the Cincin­
nati Commercial. The cause was the seduc­
tion of Brown’s daughter.

Adams lived about three hours. . He was 
captain in a North Carolina regiment daring 
the war, and lost a leg at Petersburg. 
Brown surrendered. He asked Adams yes­
terday to marry his daughter, which was 
refused, with the result as given above.

Evansville, Ind., August 29.—A white 
and black man, charged with rape, were 
taken from the Morganfield, Kentucky, jail 
and hanged.

Indianapolis. August 29.—Dr. A. G. 
Thomas, late of Georgia, has been elected 
professor of Greek at the North Christian 
University here.

Reed wa3 convicted of murder in the first 
degree.
