TEE ALABAMA ARBITRATION.
The appointment of the arbitrators 

under the Washington treaty for the ad­
justment of the Alabama claims, it is 
believed, will now bring that vexed 
question to a final and definite determina­
tion. Notwithstanding the issue of the 
conference in the consummation of the 
treaty, there are English journals that 
hold out in opposition to the settlement 
of this controversy, insisting that the 
concessions wefe all on one side and 
against the British interest. They still 
hold to the idea that no wrong was done 
to the people of this country by the Ala­
bama raids upon ohr commerce, and 
believe that the arbitrators will.aim at 
the conclusion, that there is nothing due 
to us on that account. They urge that it 
is a law suit; that nothing has been settled 
by the l;tte treaty, and that the affair for 
them may not end so badly. The argu­
ment is that the parties have commenced 
an amicable litigation, and no one can 
tell how it is to end. The wish is father 
to the thought, and, like people who have 
a fancy for law suits and uncertain con­
tests, with their excitements and hopes 
and fears, finding themselves worsted in 
the strife, comfort themselves with abusing 
the judges. These journals are not wil­
ling to yield to the decision of the 
commissioners. One of them says: C»

Some people seem to have decided that 
England 6tands already committed to the 
payment of a sum of money: the amount of 
which Lae only to be determined by the 
tribunal. 'There are, however, no proper 
grounds for such a conclusion, for even un­
der the new rules of international law, it is 
possible that our side will offer a full justifi­
cation for everything which the Americans 
may allege in their bill of indictment.

These fallacious opinions, however, 
have no force or effect when it is seen 
from an examination of the treaty that 
the whole case, so far as the liability of 
England is concerned, is admitted and 
settled by that contract, now .ratified; and 
that the very law in accordance with 
which these claims are to be adjudicated, 
is contained in the treaty itself.

The masses of the English people are 
not in sympathy with these malcontents, 
who can not accept the situation, and 
though it may ^dd to the burdens which 
are now borne by them, they are fully 
satisfied that the decision of the commis­
sion was right, and that their government 
should discharge the demand created by 
its wrongful neglect.

AYith Charles Francis Adams as cur 
representative on the board of arbitration, 
the interests of American claimants will 
be maintained with firmness, and the char­
acter and standing of Mr. Adams as a gen­
tleman of probity and unblemished repu­
tation is such as to give assurance that his 
influence will be felt by the other mem­
bers of the board. It can not be that now 
any further opposition will be made to the 
final action of this board, which has 
nothing but a ministerial duty to perform 
in considering the nature and character of 
the claims which shall be presented to it 
for adjustment. Doubtless, as in other 
instances of similar national differences 
arising out of demands of indemnity, there 
will be many fraudulent and unjust 
demands made out and presented, but it 
will not be difficult to discriminate be­
tween the false and the true, and a deci­
sion rendered accordingly.

The peaceful result attained by the 
treaty and the submission of the claims of 
pur citizens to a board of arbitrators, in 
the manner arranged by the joint commis­
sion, was one of the most splendid tri­
umphs ever achieved in the history of 
diplomacy, and well deserves the enconi- 
ums of the people o'f all nations as another 
progressive movement of the age millenial 
in spirit, and worthy of the two great na­
tions that inaugurated it. The Republi­
can party has cause for congratulation 
that it has brought to an end one of the 
most delicate, trying and irritating sub­
jects ever presented to an administration 
since the formation of this government, 
and that, too, without resorting to extreme 
measures.

TEE XELEGKAPE AND THE NEWS.
As was indicated in these columns two 

weeks ago, the danger that threatened 
Central Europe from the combined attack 
of Russia and France has disappeared 
by the disavowal of the Czar of any such 
hostile intention. It is the misfortune of 
the- newspaper press that many of its 
editors accept the reports of the telegraph 
as reliable, when, in fact, they are mefely 
the sensational outgivings of stupid re­
porters, or the canards of brokers who 
have bought the agtnts of the telegraph. 
An acquaintance of many years with the 
workings of the Associated Press enables 
us to guard against being misled by these 
crazy or fraudulent dispatches. There are 
hundreds of reporters employed in the 
collection of news in various parts of the 
world, and some of these men are very 
sell-important individuals, always ready 
to be sensational and notorious, and 
frequently ready to sell their services to 
any speculation. • A piece of bad news, 
rapidly and boldly circulated, has been 
known to affect the money market 
most disastrously; and unscrupu­
lous broliers are —ever ready to 
use this manner of falsehood to obtain 
an advantage in their business transac­
tions. The telegraph had been filled 
with dispatches about the renewal of un­
friendly relations between Germany and 
France until the public would believe 
nothing-about the matter. Then it had 
sought to unsettle the money market by 
implicating France in a Quixotic design 
to restore the Pope. And as a last*resort, 
the meeting of the Emperors of Austria 
and Prussia was made the occasion for 
originating a coalition which was to pro­
voke a war With Russia. All these dis­
patches were either the vain conclusions 
of stupid reporters, anxious to make 
themselves notorious, or they were the 
welt paid fov-irauda of etock speculators. 
The telegtaph was used as a piece of 
pinchbeck jewelery to array some fool as 
the oracle of the liQur, or it was sold to 
the brokers, in order that the money­
changers might be frightened into selling 
valuable stocks, in view of a general 
European war. Some newspaper men do 
not appreciate this contingency of stupid­
ity or fraud, and are thus misled into ac­

cepting as honest and reliable thpt which 
better posted people detect at once a? in­
correct and unreasonable. The tele­
graph is worthless as a reporter of proba­
bilities, for, as a general rule, it 
too cheaply managed to be entitled to re­
spect for the conclusions of its serv:mts. 
Very few men of brains manipulate the 
press dispatches, and therefore what comes 
to us from Europe as the probable course 
of State craft is wholly unreliable, since it 
is jaerely the outgiving of a man who has 
nothing to recommend him as a statesman 
or a politician. It was with a full knowl­
edge of this inferioritv on the part of the 
agents of the telegrapt that we discounte­
nanced the reported coalition of Russia 
and France against Germany and Austria. 
It did not come through legitimate sources 
and was not founded on reasonable sug 
gestions. There was no cause, that the 
outside world could discover, why Russia 
and Prussia should draw the sword against 
qach other after having been friendly so 
long, and until the telegraph reporter gave 
a reason for the quarrel which he an­
nounced the R bpublican  refused to be­
lieve in the quarrel. The news from 
Europe at present justifies our disbelief. 
Russia has assumed no unpleasant attitude 
toward Germany, but, on the contrafy, 
has sought to assist in promoting har­
mony between that power and Austria con­
cerning some Roumanian dispute. And 
in every other respect the condition of 
Europe is quiet.

ATTACK ON THE LEGISLATURE.
As Governor 'Warmotb has kept himself 

remarkably cool and collected since the 
Legislature adjourned, and as he is now 
broadly traduced for actions committed 
during his administration, it must be 
plain that what he has done to give 
offense to his Republican friends must 
have been committed before~or during the 
last Legislature; and since this is the con­
clusion to which all reasonable men must 
come, is it not plain that every attack 
upon the Governor is an attack upon the 
Legislature ? If he has done wrong, the 
Legislature has assumed his offenses by 
allowing them to pass without censure. 
The laws which he is said to abuse were 
passed with the approval of the Lieutenant 
Governor. The power which he possesses 
was voted to him by the friends of the 
Lieutenant Governor. And though his 
annual message recommended a modifica­
tion of the election, registration and 
priuting laws, the Legislature refused to 
accept the suggestion, and persistently 
asserted that he should be continued on 
duty with extraordinary authority. As 
the Legislature did all this, and as the 
Lieutenant Governor helped to do it, why 
does he not tear Lis own hair as the au­
thor of his own misery ? Why do his 
friends hammer away at the Governor, 
when they should he hammering, them­
selves and the Legislature? And why 
does not the Legislature generously step 
in and assume the responsibility of its 
own actions ? - Or if it does not feel in 
the heroic mood, why does it not put on 
the air of authority, and say to the 
troubled waters, “Peace, be still?”

TAMMANY IN A HUSKY,
Mr. Tweed, Grand Sachem of Tam­

many, was interviewed by a reporter from 
the Missouri IiepcVucan last week, and he 
meekly requested the West to suspend its 
opinion touching the Democratic frauds 
in New York, as the officials were very 
anxious and very much hurried about 
making a report explaining the entire 
matter. As Tammany has had four years 
within which to make its report, and as 
the public has been demanding a report 
during all that time, it seems that Tweed's 
anxious hurry is either a chronic disease 
or a new discovery. If he has always been 
in a hurry to make public his accounts, 
why has he not done so ? If he always 
expects to be in a burry, and never ex­
pects to get over it, then why should the 
West suspend its opinion any longer? It 
seems that less hurry and more work 
would suit the West better than this ex­
traordinary haste that never amounts to 
anything.

AN ANALYSIS INVITED.
In the voluminous letter which the 

solid and dignified Lieutenant Governor 
Dunn, of Louisiana, writes to the great 
and useful Editor Greeley, of Nebraska 
and^Texas, the literary chemist will not 
fail to find matter which will fully satisfy 
him that the production had a composite 
parentage. One part of the document is 
ponderous, after the manner of the reputed 
author; another part is malicious and per- 
sonal, after the style of Carter; and the 
third division partakes of a nature some- 
wnat democratic in its conception. Where 
Mr. Dunn supposititiously perambulates, 
perhaps his own pen did the work ; 
where he presumptively flagellates, it 
seems that the work of a revivalist preach­
er is discoverable, and where he hypothet­
ically ventilates, the odor Of a disappointed 
contractor salutes the attention. It will 
afford the student of curious literature an 
entertaining job to dissect the letter which 
the Lieutenant Governor writes to- the 
editor, and as the article is fresh, the anat­
omist will be all the more successful in 
discovering its constituent elements. A 
resume of the post mortem examination 
will discover, if we are not mistaken, that 
three men wrote the production, and that 
each one of these men is gifted with his 
awn particular reason for disliking Gov­
ernor Warmotb. Perhaps all of them have 
been refused some favor. Perhaps all of 
them have some point to make against the 
people which the Governor intercepts, and 

^perhaps the*inquest which is now invited 
will discover all and singular their personal 
reasons why1 a political letter was written.

Either Lieutenant Governor Dunn fur­
nished the Democratic papers with his 
leading points in advance of the publica­
tion of Ms letter to Mr. Greeley, or else 
he borrowed his prominent arguments 
from them,’for the articles are as near 
alike as two peas. All that Mr. Dunn 
says against Governor Warmoth can be 
found in the Patriot, and whatever the 
Patriot has uttered can be found in Mr. 
Dunn’s letter. Which is the reflector in 
this case ?

ON CAR0NDELET STREET.
The bears in the late Levee movement 

baring rested on their laurels, Slaughter­
house refusing to cdtoe out at any price. 
Pneumatic showing a disposition to go 
up, but without operations, it can not be 
said there was any great activity in the 
street For once, the lever which rises or 
falls stocks and the like securities, stopped 
its daily throb. Of late its only move­
ment has been more downward than up, 
but when the things are all fixed, it will 
be time enough for “a bull movement.’

There is not much doubt but that Levee 
stock has touched bottom, or, to use a 
common phrase, stopped going down. A 
sale of 200, 100 and 100 shares was trans­
acted" yesterday at $7, but this is below 
the market, which- is very firm. The out­
siders, as those are called who are neither 
brokers nor interested, do not seem to be 
much affected by the recent low prices. 
But this class are of this disposition, when 
the stock is going down they make in­
quiries which are not divested of a shade 
of anxiety, but when it rises they are 
content, and will not sell. The rake has 
been winnowing through the street for 
some time during the spell of low prices, 
but has failed to gather up any more than 
a few shares, compared with the large 
number that are subject to manipulation. 
The law is quoted favorably by those who 
know, and it is scarcely a matter of sur­
prise that when 11,000 shares were thrown 
on the market when the contract was con­
summated, that there should be a drop.

The change that has come over Pneu­
matic inspires no confidence, those who 
would "buy unloading on the slightest op­
portunity. We have heard of no sales, 
nor of any new kink in tbe macMnery 
which has breathed into the torpid insti­
tution this fitful breath of life. Notwith­
standing there are seven secured patents 
for the working of this macMne, the ad­
vantages of its application do not appear. 
Nor is it evident to the uninterested spec­
tator that when applied to engines or 
streetcars, this power is to be controlled 
like steam, which, after all, is the giant 
among powers, and one for which it is 
impossible, as yet, to find a substitute. 
Such discussions are not foreign to the 
subject when the value of the stock is 
based on the pneumatic principle. We 
hear Pneumatic quoted yesterday at $7, 
$7 25 and $7 50, but have not heard of 
any sales made off hand, those negotiated 
having been on the buyer’s option plan> 
and others being “shorts” seeking to 
cover.

Gold ruled yesterday at 112}, and re­
mained at this point steadily in its tracks 
and changed not. In New York the rate 
isgreater, being 113J, in consequence" of 
the signal payment of duties, which, 
from ail statistic..! representations, ap­
pear greater than ever before, the arrivals 
last week being ten per cent more than 
any seven days of any year. No one need 
anticipate any change for the present in 
the gold market, as the time for corners 
appears to have waned. In this connec­
tion a broker stated he had spent as high 
as S4000- to bring gold up to a certain 
figure yn former years), and had not lost 
by it. But now-a-days there is no such 
inclination _to put it up or to dabble in 
anything cut stocks, which monopolize 
all financial ingenuity to be found on the 
street.

Domestic exchange is possessed of the 
same steadiness, and 'the rate is yet } pre­
mium. There not any market here for 
United States bonds.

In flonr the market is still very dull; 
there is a lack of activity and spirit in 
the purchases, which are few, and in the 
sales, that are small lots and. far between.

In sugar there are no receipts—even 
the driblets have stopped, and the sales 
are confined to city dealers.

It seems as if produce stands still; 
money remains like a rock; cotton does 
not come out; all waiting for the obening 
of the season, when the absentees will 
return, and when cash, frozen in the 
coldness of summer speculations, shall 
thaw out again and “ go about doing 
good;” “ d£ad loads ” of all kinds of pro­
duce, flour, bacon and corn have arrived, 
warehouses are crammed with them, 
seeking a market. True, much of this 
will have to remain unhonored until the 
sale of the new crop sets money adrift 
like saw logs at high water, to find out 
some ‘1 bank. ” But the quantities that 
are already selling according to orders 
show’ that even before the height of the 
season there is at least a semblance of 
trade before the substance.

It will not even be admitted that there 
was'any parficdilarTrisrs in 'public' affair? 
that justified the Lieutenant Governor in 
breaking into the Governor’s office to as­
sume the duties of that position, but even 
admitting that there was occasion for 
such an extraordinary proceeding, society 
will hardly admit that this emergency 
arose out of any pressing necessity for 
the release of a condemned criminal such 
as Charles Simmons was. The clemency 
of the executive department is mot built 
on a two-forty principle.

QUARANTINE.
PROCLAMATION BY T H E  GOVERNOR.

Statu of L ouisiana , ) 
Executive Department, / 

New Orleans, May 25r 1871.) 
Whereas, An act of the Legislature approved 

March 15,1855, entitled “An act to establish quar 
antine for the protection of the State.” provides 
that the Governor of the State Bhall issue his proc 
lamation upon the advice of the Board of Health, 
declaring any place where there sha 1 be reason to 
believe a pestilent, contagious or infectious disease 
exists, to be an infected place, and stating the num­
ber of days of quarantine to be performed by the 
vessels, their passengers, officers and crews com 
ing from such place or places.

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the provisions of 
the act aforesaid, I issue this, my proclamation, and 
declare the places hereafter named to be infected 
places, and that all vessels, together with officers, 
crews, passengers and cargoes arriving from such 
daces, or haring touched or stopped at.any of them, 
shall be subject to a quarantine of not less than 
ten days, or for a longer period, as may be consid­
ered necessary by the Board of Health, to take 
effect from and after the FIRST'DAY OF JUNE, 
1871. Any violation of the quarantine laws as here 
proclaimed will be severely punished.

Tbe places which’ are hereby declared infected 
as aforesaid are the following, to wit: Havana, 
Matanzas, Trinidad, Cardenas, St. Jago, all on the 
Island of Cuba; Port Royal and Mintege Bay, on 
the Island of Jamaica: Jacmel anil Port an Prince 
on the Island of -Ban Domingo-, the -islands of St. 
Thomas, Martinique and Guadeloupe; Campeachy, 
in Yucatan; Belize, in Honduras; Vera Cruz, Alvar­
ado, Tampico, Matamoras and Tuxpan, in Mexico; 
San Juan, in Nicaragua; Chagree, Aspinwall and 
Perto Bello, in Central America; Maracaibo, in 
Venezuela; Laguayra, Island of Trinidad; Rio 
Janeiro, Para Cayenne, Buenos Ayres, in South 
America; and Nassau, New Providence. •
