It is to be regretted that so powerful an |

agent as the press should not at all times

and in all places be found advocating the |

causée of reason. Our government is
founded on reason, and to maintain it
the people must be reasonable; and the
newspapers ehould be the great dissemi-
nators of reason among the people.
‘When newspapers are not the propagators
of peace and justice, they are apt to be

| the incentors of amarchy and misrule.

Healthy excitement is good, that kind of
excitement, for instance, that stimulates
the intellectual faculties of the people, and
by a course of reasoning enables them to
argive at the best political results. But that
kind of excitement that is being aroused
in the people of Texas at this time is not
only unwholesome, it is dangerous. It
threstens violence and bloodshed to those
who are called upon to exercise the right
of suffrgge; who are called upon to make
choice of their representatives in the na-
tional Congress. The right becomes a
duty, and a people fit for seli-government
will perforzn it -reasonably. Wherever
republican government prevails the right
to vote peaceably and without danger
must be secured to every voter. Unless
this can be done, there is, in fact, no re-
publican government. These remarks
apply to every State and Territory in the
American Union, snd every man who
honestly favors self-government will favor
the enforcement of this right, if neces-

“governor Davis is freely and bitterly
denounted by the Democcratic press of
Texas for adopting measures that are cal-
culated to prevent disturbance or inti-
midation at the registry of voters or at
the polls in the coming election.

Democratic speakers and Democratic
papers openly advise the people to resist
the regulations established by the Gov-
emor for the guidance of the officers of
election, peace officers, State guard and
militia on duty in compliance with ‘‘an
act of the Texas Legislature.” As the
Demoerats are great sticklers for State
rights, it is hard to coneeive why they
should oppose measures by the State gov-
ernment that are calculated, if supported
by them, to relieve the national govern-
ment of the necessity of interfering in
State matters of this kind. We are quite
sure that sll good Republicans prefer
getting along in these matters withont
the interference of the national govern-
ment, and will work with the Democrats
to aid Governor Davis in bis efforts under
the law to establish measures for the pro-
tection and purity of the ballot box.

The fierce manner in which the Demo-
cratic speakers and newspapers have at-
tacked what they call “Governor Davis’
tyrannical election order” has induced us
to read it, and we bave found nothing in
it that any well-disposed and peaceably
inclined person should find fault with. It
provides that all persons shall deposit
their votes as soon as possible, and retire
from the polls; that, for the purpose of
preventing disturbance, all persons are
forbidden to shout, jeer at, or in any way
insult or annoy voters or candidates for
office; the assembling of persons in num-
bers at or near the county seat during the
time of registration or election, for the
purpose of intimidating voters, isalso pro-
hibited; the sale of intoxicating drinksat
the county seat, or within two miles of it,
whkile the election is going on, is likewise
prohibited, and so is the carrying of fire
arms or deadly weapons of any kind. We
see nothing tyrannicalin any of these pro-
visions for protecting peaceable voters
against the assaults of political bullies;
nor can any well-disposed person. For
this reason it is to be hoped the people of
Texas will exercise their reasoning powers
and eschew the advice of men who do not
reason well when they advise resistance to
the laws. The tide of immigration may
now be said to be fairly gravitating toward
Texas—the empire State of the Sonth.
According to the last census, this flourish-
ing State has n population of nearly a mil-
lion—a po; ulation larger than that of
Louisiana, settled long before Texas was
thought of. And this population may be
increased to many willions within the
next ten years, if nothing occurs to check
the flow of immigration that has fairly set
that way. Texas has sufficient territory
to make comfortable homes for all the
people that are now embraced within the
United States, and the people of Texas,
as well as the people of Lonisiana and
New Orleans, should feel deeply interested
in the rapid settlement and cultivation of
all the lands embraced within her ter.
ritorial limits. They should Le more in-
terested in this than in the political for-
tunes of men who would advise them to a
course that if followed might prove dis-
astrous in more respects than one. A
serious disturbance would have the effact
to check immigration, and this would
affect both the material and political in-
terest of the State for some time to come.
Let us hope the people will remember
this, and, abstaining from bad counsel,
avoid unwholesome excitement,

A METROPOLITAN HORROR.

New York, and we may say the entire
country, is just now excited over the de-
tails of a terrible narrative of misfortune
and crime which has been revealed in the
great metropolis. A young lady, Miss
Alice Bowlsby, beautiful and accom-
plished, was seduced, and to Lide her
shame, she resorted to a professional
establishment kept by & man named
Ascher.  She was accidentally seen at this
hpuse by one or two curious people, and
remembered. A trunk that was being
shipped on a Western bound railrond
train attracted attention, and, on being
inspected, it was discovered to contain the
remains of 4 human body. An examina-
tion disclosed the fact that these reroains
were those of Miss Alice Bowlsby, all beat
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the trunk to the depot, and he

was forced to discover the house frow
whence he.had taken the package. This
waa the establishment of Dr. Ascher, aliag
Rosenweig. All the inmates of the house,
includiug the doctor, were at once ar-
rested, and are now in prison, and the
evidence against them is such that there
is but little doubt the principal, at Jeast,
will suffer the utmost penalty of the law.
A young man named Conkling, who bad
kept company asa suitor with Miss Bowls-
by, shat himself when he heard of the
death of the young girl, and the bodies of
the unfortunate man and woman were
quietly buried together.

The revelation of this terrible crime at
once set afloat & searching investigation
among the professional houses of New
York, and the most startling discoveries
were made and published by the re-
porters of the press. The doctors who
carry on this fearful trade were visited
and interviewed in all sorts of disguises,
and under every manner of pretest, un-
til the newspapers were in possession of
all of their secrets. And true to their
mission, and to the all pervading duty of
the press, the papers have given all this
information to the public, and set before
the community the details of a business
which was undermining society aud de-
stroying life itself. These professionsls
engage for two hundred dollars to bhide
all the evidences of & womun's shame, not
only so that she herself may escape the
disgrace, but that the man who pays the
fee shall never bear of the case aguin.
This engagement involves, it will be scen,
the death of the child, and of the mother,
too, if the circumstances require it.

A PRINTING SWINDLE AS IS OXE.
If we remember correctly, something

has been said in this State by the Demo- |

crats about the expenditures for printing,
and they have objected to one hundred
and twenty-five thousand dollars in State
warrants (market wvulue fifty-two cents),
which the Rervnricax has received for
deing full and generous work. Perbaps
these grumblers would like to read how
the Democracy pays its printers, and that,
too, without any excnse for doing it other
than to bestow partisan patronage.
Republicans in Louisiana were foreed to
do what they did in order to keep up a
press that would correct and check the ig-
norance and prejudice that were being
planted and fostered by the cld Demo-
cratic blunderbusses.

How much
the company receivod at the swue time
from the city for similar services 1 not
known: but that must also have bLeen a
handsome sum. This printing company,
according to the testimony given i Febru-
ary, 1869, by Mr. Charfes E. Wilbur, its
president, is composed of five stockholders,
each owning $3000 of stock, the whole
etock of the company being $25,000. These
stockholders are William M. Tweed, the
Boss; James M. Sweeny, brother of Peter:
Cornelins Corson, Boss Tweed's right hund
ut Albany; Cbarles E. Wilhur and the es-
tete of the late James B. Taylor, who was
also for many vears a large owner in the
New York Zimes. The Hon. Robert B,
Roosevelt states in the Citizen that the com-
pany has declared a dividend of one wiilion
dollars annually. It appears also that
when Mr. Tweed was a member of the
board of supervisors, he caused a resolution
to be passed, which the wmayor duly ap-
proved and sanctioned, directing the con-
troller to pay the bills of the company for
work done or supphes furnished npon the
certificate of the clerk of the board, with-
out their being audited by any other author-
ity. It is pluin that there can not be wany
other placers in this city xo0 rich as thut
worked by the New York Printing
pany,
