SOMETHING ABOUT DRAINAGE
Administrator Shaw has evidently 

found out by this time that the duties im­
posed upon him by the drainage law are 
not of such a nature as to add to his 
leisure time, or to lighten the responsibil­
ities of his official position, which w as in 
no sense a sinecure before the passage of 
the act. The prot isiou that requires the 
city to become the possessor of the 
drainage boards, for the purposes of 
auditing and paying the bills out of the 
assets, may properly be regarded as a 
rather tin welcome mandate; for the claims 
are many, and the claimants pressing and 
positive, while the assets are few and ex­
tremely doubtful. The great difficulty con­
nected with the claims presented against 
the drainage boards are not only unac­
companied with evidences of their cor­
rectness, but bear on their faces presump­
tive evidence of defect. This is especially 
the case with the bills for professional ser­
vices rendered since March, 1809. On the 
second day of that month, the board of 
eommisiouers was dissolved by an act of 
the Legislature. Any expense incurred 
since that time can not be legally liqui­
dated or satisfied out of the drainage 
fund; but we consider that Mr. Shaw has 
adopted the correct view of the case, when 
he recommends that the bills of Kearny, 
Blois it C'o., for oil; Bridge & Son, for 
cement and lime furnished for the drain­
ing machine; of Geddes, Shakspeare it 
Co., for foundry work; of Field & Bell, 
for coal; of Wingfield & Bridges, for coal 
also, and possibly that of Ch. G. DeLisle, 
for survey books, are proper debts against 
the drainage fund, and should be paid 
after examination and verification by the 
Mayor and the Administrator of Finance.

The warrant in favor of James D. Hill, 
nephew and partner of John Davidson, 
one of the commissioners, was issued by 
the board after the promulgation of the 
drainage act, when the alleged boaul of 
commissioners had no legal existence. 
It is predicated upon services as attorney 
of the board. As the members of the old 
board could not possibly have any use for 
an attorney after being ordered by the 
State to hand over their assets, books, etc., 
and to disperse, this charge is not, of 
course, legitimate. It ought to be paid 
out of the pockets of the men who were 
resisting the law.

The claim of Davidson & Hill for cash 
advances to the board should be examined 
with a view to find out what use was made 
of the money thus obtained. If it was 
actually expended in the interests of the 
drainage system, then so much of it as 
was thus applied should be refunded with 
interest.

Fellows A Mill's bill of two thousand 
dollars rests upon a very slight founda­
tion. So far from their advice being of 
value to the drainage interest, it involved 
the commissioners in useless expense aud 
delayed by hopeless litigation the work 
they were appointed to perform.

Mr. Eoseliu’s bill for professional ser­
vices in 18G8 is no doubt correct, and 
by straining a point, the $500 charged for 
1869 might possibly be admitted; but he 
can have no valid claim on the public 
funds for 1870. At that time his clients 
had no authority to employ counsel at 
the expense of the people. And the 
“balance of fee for services" iu the con­
test with the Ship Island Canal Company, 
although it proves that money has been 
paid him’for assisting the board in resist­
ing the law, bears upon its face a fatal 
objection. We think the Mayor and Mr. 
Walton will be justified in allowing Mr. 
Eoselius $1000. Ur. Walker may have a 
good claim against Messrs. Davidson, 
Gubernator, Eastman, and the other 
members of the board, individually, but 
we can not see that the city owes him a 
cent for his legal services iu fighting the 
Ship Island Canal Company. Messrs. 
Gubernator and Terry have presented a 
small bill, it is true, but the curious pub­
lic will naturally want to be told why it 
was necessary to send these boilers to a 
warehouse. Could they not have been 
taken to one of the draining machines 
and put under a temporary cover? Or if 
they were not needed, they could have 
been sold. Anything would be better 
than to stow them away at a cod of $60 
a year.

We do not know that there is any un­
derstanding between the Tammany ring 
in New York and our late drainage com­
missioners. But it is evident that they both 
take good care of their friends. Our com­
missioners have been a little behind hand 
• waking settlement, but that was the 

f want of funds. It would no doubt 
afford the public some gratification to see 
a statement published, showing Low the 
money has been spent since March, 1869. 
If the unpaid bills are a sample of those 
that have been settled by the commis­
sioners while there was cash on hand, we 
may infer that New Orleans has little 
reason to laugh at New York.

Now, here is a cass for the Citizens 
Association. If fire eminently lespect-
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able and wealthy gentlemen who have 
volunteered in that organization, will 
look into the affairs and transactions of 
the drainage commissioners they will, no 
doubt, find something that will interest 
them, even if it does not happen to be 
advantageous. And pending the report 
of the Citizens' Association, it will be 
well for the Mayor and Administrator of 
Finance to take plenty of time to ex­
amine into all the facts bearing upon the 
doubtful cases presented for their consid­
eration by Mr. Shaw’s proposed ordi­
nance, if it is passed.

POLITICS IN TEXAS.
The Houston Union, in an edito­

rial headed “Democratic Diabolism.” com­
ments sharply on the disgraceful conduct 
recently exhibited toward Governor Davis 
while addressing a Republican meeting in 
Houston. The disgraceful conduct in this 
instance, the Union says, was enacted by 
“the sonsT>f some of the diabolical Dem­
ocrats of Houston. ” This is strong lan­
guage, and it is to be regretted that any 
portion of the citizens of Houston should 
foster in their sons conduct that justifies 
such language. Yet it must be admitted 
that if auj- portion of the people ot that 
city have instigated their sons—mere 
youths—to interfere disreputably with a 
Republican or Democratic meeting, lan­
guage condemning such conduct can not 
be made too strong. The destruction of 
torchlights aud the throwing of rotten 
eggs at Governor Davis while he was ad­
dressing a public meeting are acts that 
can not be countenanced and sustained in 
any well regulated community. The Union 
charges that these acts were perpetrated, 
and fears they were instigated, by 
the parents of youthful candidates for the 
penitentiary and gallows. Let us hope the 
fears of the Union are not well founded, 
and that parents iu the future will pre­
vent a repetition of the conduct com- 
plained of. Let them teach their sons to 
be more tolerant and law abiding aud the 
reputation of Houston will not be injured 
at home or abroad by such acts. Iu ad­
vising a course of this kind we have no 
desire but to advance the best interests of 
a city that we hope New Orleans will soon 
be connected with by the close ties of iron 
rails. We do not desire to see the rapid 
growth of Texas checked by a renewed 
reign of lawlessness that must create very 
unfavorable impressions abroad. In the 
past the Lone Star State has suffered from 
causes of this kind. It should be the 
policy of the people to prevent losses 
from similar causes in the future.

In connection with this subject of Deni, 
oeratic outrages, the Union continues as 
follows.

Again, we are surprised and ashamed to 
hear that some of the Democratic citizens 
of Washington county, who have hereto­
fore been regarded as quiet, conservative 
gentlemen, are openly advising the young 
men of the county to resist the Governor's 
election order by violence, and iutimating 
that they are able lawyers, and that they 
can clear them if they should kill any of 
the Republicans. We hear that John 
Sayles—(tod save the mark—is prominent 
and unblushing among these evil coun­
selors. J. D. Giddings, the elder brother 
of the Democratic Pennsylvania carpet­
bagger, who is. running for Congress, 
cleared Thompson, who murdered the Re­
publican Sheriff Hansford, and told the 
jury that Thompson had only done his 
duty to himself, to his country, and his 
God! They hope, in the same way, by 
stocking and overawing juries, to clear any 
whisky desperado who may kiil a Repub­
lican in the effort to overthrow the regula­
tions for preserving the peace at the elec­
tion. And John Sayles, a Union man dur­
ing the war, and always heretofore an ex­
tremely conservative man, now gives coun­
sel of this sort to the hot-headed aud law­
less young men of his county.

In a Republican government there can 
be no excuse for resisting the laws of a 
State by violence: and if there are any 
Democrats in Texas who advise such re­
sistance, they are also prepared to carry 
their resistance further. They are no 
doubt ready to advise resistance to United 
States laws. But we hardly believe the 
people of Texas are prepared to follow 
any such advice. Their best interest i.s 
involved in the continued peace and pros­
perity of Texas. The politics that inter­
feres with the advancement of a people 
should be discountenanced by them: and 
we are much mistaken if the people of 
Texas follow the lead of men who openly 
advise violent resistance to the laws.

But we have not yet come to the worst 
feature of Democratic diabolism in Texas, 
as portrayed by the Union. The follow­
ing is the conclusion of its article upon 
this subject:

We learn also that obstructions were 
placed upon the railroad track this side of 
Brenham. just before the train came along 
that was conveying Governor Davis from 
Brenham to Houston. Fortunately, the 
obstructions were discovered in time to 
prevent any disaster. It needs no inspired 
man to interpret the meaning of this das­
tardly outrage. It was evidently done to 
cause a wreck in which the Governor might 
be killed. When Democrats, in their 
speeches and in their papers, denounce anil 
villify the chief magistrate of the State, and 
even his lady, by the use of every infamous 
epithet the English language aff ords, they in­
spire these villainous attempts at assassina­
tion.ami they do it knowingly and purposely. 
They deny or defend all the Democratic 
ostracism, persecution, violence and blood­
shed iu the State, and therefore it is no 
great stretch of their party malevolence to 
connive at the murder of a judge on the 
bench, or of the Governor of the State.

The placing of obstructions upon a rail­
road track is a heinous offense at all times. 
It is distressing to know that man is some­
times induced by malicious motives, or a 
feeling of revenge, to perform acts of this 
kind. But it is perfectly horrible to think 
that there are men in cur midst, who, 
from political motives, couid be moved to 
do such acts. If there are any such men 
in Texas we say, in the language of the 
Unlo'i , let “the people of Texas who de­
sire peace and prosperity come out form 
these bloody minded men, aud support 
the government and laws.”

RELIGIOUS MOVEMENT IN GERMANY.
Dollinger’s schism i.s what may be 

termed the new departure in Germany. 
It promises to bear the same fruit for the 
emperor that a similar schism did for 
Henry 5 III, making him the head of the 
church in his own realm in Germany, as 
the czar is in Russia, aud as Queen Vic­
toria is in England. Bismarck appre­
ciates this opportunity, and from the 
beginning he has upheld Dollinger, first 
in opposing the dogma of infallibility, 
and secondly, in resisting it after it had 
been solemnly proclaimed. Germauy had

nothing to apprehend from the dogma, as 
the pope was too weak to enforce it even 
if he had felt so inclined; but Bismarck 
accepted the occasion as a proper one to 
segregate the Germans more directly into 
a separate nationality by giving them a 
religions as well as a political head. 
Every movement that alienated tho Cath­
olics of Germany from tho pope was 
facilitated by the authorities at Berlin. 
A public sentiment was manufactured 
that flattered the pride of Doctor Dol­
linger in his opposition to the pope; aud 
the schism was supported by the govern­
ment with such encouragement that its 
authors ultimately departed so widely as 
to provoke direct action from Rome. 
Doctor Dollinger was removed by the 
pojic only to be reappointed by the em­
peror. His quarrel was made a national 
affair. The students were excited to up­
hold their professor against the unjust 
censures of his ecclesiastical superiors. 
And good mail that he was and is, he 
fell into the current that set against 
the Roman Catholic church, and 
went with it, until now he is Lightened 
at his own departure, and declares that 
ho is a true Catholic, notwithstanding 
that he is doubly outlawed, first, by his 
own defection, and, secondly, by his ex- 
communication. It is the old English 
precedent repeated, aud the parallel will 
continue until the religions world hears 
of the German church as it now hears of 
the English church. And why not ? If 
the nationalities are to be consolidated, 
as they evidently seek to be at present, 
why may not Germany have her spiritual 
head as Russia and England have? The 
dethronement of the pope has broken the 
charm of his temporal power, aud here­
after he can only hope to be what his pre­
decessors were, bishops of the church, 
solely entrusted with religious direction. 
It does not import the conscience of man­
kind that its shepherd should be a king, 
but rather that he should be an apostle, 
visiting the weak and helping along the 
blind by works of superior wisdom. As j 
to the emperors and queens who assume 
to be leaders in religion, that will not last 
long if the people continue to improve in 
knowledge as they have done for the last 
half century. The principle may serve to 
consolidate Germany, but at the end of 
that time it will have exhausted its power 
over the Germans, as it has already lost 
its influence over the English, and the 
people of all Europe will demand free re­
ligion, as they now resist infallibility.

The fair breeze which had wafted 
Pneumatic stock up slackened yesterday, 
aud we were unable to authenticate any 
sales beyond $6, unless in one of those 
involved short contracts—buyer’s option 
sales. It seems to be visibly receding 
from the position it has taken, and ap- 
p ,ii  to like its old shoes better than the 
new.

We hear of one of those interested in 
the Levee law who sold as high as a 
thousand shares even at the low, and 
gradually growing lower rate, at which it 
is now.

A slight advance is reported in cotton, 
but with a restriction of transactions on 
account of the high prices of factors, who 
are again within the pale of “no sur­
render” terms. Besides, supplies are 
growing.scant: receipts are few and pros­
pects doubtful.

The money market has been reported 
all along as “without any material 
change.” Gold is steady—market at 
about 112;;, sales of $2000, $8000, $5000 
and $1500 having been transacted at this 
rate.

There is not a heavy stock of .bacon on 
hand at present, which fact prompts a 
speculative demand anticipating the 
usual call for supplies from the country 
parishes. Beside bacon, all the varieties 
of cured meat are also in active demand, 
which is not expected to subside for a few 
days. But the demand is usually brisk 
that is predicated on a light stock.

Flour is dull, as there is a large stock 
on hand and no basis for speculation.

All supplies of meat are short for the 
present.

The general tone of money and stock 
business may be pronounced dull.

QUARANTINE.
P R O C L A M A T IO N  B Y  T H E  G O V E R N O R .

State oe Louisiana, 1 
Executive Department, ✓ 

New Orleans, May 25, 1371.3 
Whereas, An act of the Legislature approved 

March 15, 1855, entitled “An act to establish quar 
antine lor the protection of the State,” provides 
that the Governor of the State shall issue his proc 
lamatiou upon the advice of the Board of Health, 
declaring any place where there sha 1 he reason to 
believe a pestilent, contagious or infectious disease 
exists, to be an infected place, and stating the num­
ber of days of quarantine to be performed by the 
vessels, their passengers, officers and crews com 
mg from such place or places.

Now. therefore, iu pursuance of the provisions of 
the act aforesaid, I issue this, my proclamation, and 
declare the places hereafter named to be infected 
places, and that all vessels, together with officers, 
crews, passengers and cargoes arriving from such 
places, or having touched or stopped at any cf them, 
shall be subject to a quarantine of not less than 
ten days, or for a longer period, as may be consid­
ered necessary by the Board of Health, to take 
effect from and after the FIRST DAY OF JUNE, 
1871. Any violation of the quarantine laws as acre 
proclaimed will be severely punished.

Tht- places which are hereby declared infected 
as aforesaid are the following, to wit: Havana 
Matanzas, Trinidad, Cardenas, tft. Jago, all oa the 
Island of Cuba; Port Royal aud Mint ego Bay, on 
the Island of Jamaica: Jacmel and Port au Prince 
on the Island of 8an Domingo; the islands of St. 
Thomas. Martinique and Guadeloupe; Campeachy, 
in Yucatan; Belize, in Honduras; Vera Cruz, Alvar­
ado, Tampico, Matamoras and Tuxpan, in Mexico; 
San Juan, in Nicaragua: Chagres, Aspinwall and 
Porto Bello, in Central America; Maracaibo, in 
Venezuela; Laguayra, Island of Trinidad; Rio 
Janeiro, Para Cayenne, Buenos Ayres, in South 
America; and Nassau, New' Providence.
