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Tlie outlook for the Democracy ain't jest 
its good this year as I should like to sec it. 
It will take the closest kind of figgeriu 
the best management in the. world to make 
a success, and 1 reely don't .know ez it kin 
l»e done at all. There ain't much sense in 
our leeders. Tweed's steeling in Noo York, 
though not more in quantity than I spose 
he reely wautid, was done too openly for 
the good of the party elsewhere; and be­
sides this, ther ain't that unanimity, that 
general oneness of sentiment in our ranks 
that there lied ought to be. this year. The 
fact is. the Democracy comprehends alto­
gether too much—it he/, too hefty aq as­
sortment of principles for one party to 
swing.

J hev spent many anxious hours on the 
question uv meettn this trouble, and hev at 
last deeded on a system uv work which, el' 
followed out faithfully, may give us that 
success we hope for.

Our speekers must, for once, inform them­
selves cz to the ishoos now before the 
people. The old speeches wicli we bed in 
Jaxun's lime and wicli we hev used ever 
since, won't do any more. YYo hev got to 
git up new ones, sure. All our extemporary 
speeches must be carefully prepared. A 
carefully prepared extemporary speech is 
liable to run smoother than tin extemporary 
speech which aiut carefully prepared, j 
alluz prepare my inipromptoo speeches 
aforeliand. An Ablisbuist kin yoose the 
same speech all over the country, but we 
can't.

In view uv the diversity uv opinion there 
is among the Democracy this year, I would 
suggest to our speekersiu the various sec­
tions uv the country that they observe the 
following skedide cioselv:

Is Ne to Lnolakh— Advocate the payment 
uv ilie bonds in gold, and bear down heavy 
on them mizable. Godforsaken scoundrels 
who would impair the national credit by a 
suggestion av payin uv eui in pa)ter.

In the woolen towns they 
don't vaut tariff so much, and in them 
ilraw it mild on tariff'. Also, on the nigger 
question. Assert boldly that the Dimoe- 
rasy acquiesces in the amendments, and 
wood hev shed its last drop uv blood be­
fore any man, white or colored, ehood he 
deprived uv any rite. Say that perhaps 
some Dimocrats mi e lieve bin, at one 
time, opposed to given uv the suffrage to 
the nig—colored man, but it wuz hecoz 
they lcared that they wuzn't educated up j 
to ifs proper use. Mem.—In Noo England 
be sboor to sav colored man—nigger, never.

In Noo York yoose the 
term “nigger" alluz. and sey that the givin 
uv the ballot to a race so low in intellect, 
which liez not yet emerged from barbarism, 
is an outrage with no Irishman kin submit 
lo.
