to expect or receive the clemency of the
executive to save them from the conse-
quences of their Enﬂt; and I enjoin upon
every officer of this government. civil or
military or naval, to use all effort in his
power to arrest, for trial and punishment,
every such offender against the laws pro-
viding for the performance of our sacred
obligations to friendly powers.
