to the transaction of business, and who 
shall hold their offices for one year and 
until their successors shall be elected and 
qualfied: and the said directors shall inline 
aiately proceed to elect a president, vice 
president, secretary and treasurer: the pres 
ldeî t and vice president shall be directors.

Sec. 18. That the President of the United 
States, upon the completion of the first sec­
