We learn from the Planters' Banner that

EITHER E1F0RGE OS REPEAL.
Either the law against dueling is a 

piege of deliberate hypocrisy or the inde­
pendent Democratic press of New Or­
leans does not represent the sentiments of 
the people. The law is plain in denoune 
ing the “trial by battle” as an offense, 
and yet the attempt to involve the highest 
officer of the State in a crime has not met 
with any earnest rebuke iu any other 
quarter than in the columns of the Be 
p u b l ic a n . The Times has diffused a milk 
and water homily on the subject, which 
leaves an impression something like the 
track of Martin Van Buren’s snake, that 
seemed to be pointing North when it was 
really pointing South. The Picayune is 
silent except in its news department, and 
herein it rattier leans to the breach of the 
peace than otherwise. The Bulletin moral­
izes on the subject striking at nothing but 
the efforts of modern Christianity to incul­
cate morality by pointing the wicked to the 
manifest displeasure of God. The Bee 
treats the matter with a mild poultice, 
taking good care to manifest its partiality 
for the “code ” by calling attention to our 
intimation that the Grand Jury should in­
vestigate the facts. The Christian Repub- 
lican alias Citizens' Guard, rather justifies 
the challenge. What the religious week­
lies will say we have no means of know­
ing as their day of publication has not ar­
rived. They are not of much account, how­
ever, being generally filled with reprint of 
the most inoffensive and uninteresting na­
ture. Our Christian contemporaries are 
either too pious to know that there is any 
sin afloat, or they are too weak to attack 
it except at very long range. This is the 
status of the press, and on this text we 
propose to make a few remarks.

Tbeft is a statutory offense. The mere 
taking by one man of what another man 
left oat of his immediate possession was 
not theft until the law made it so. be­
cause originally all things were held in 
common. By a general convention of 
society the rights of property were ulti­
mately determined and penalty was de­
scribed against the member who should 
break this ordinance. So that larceny 
can not be called a. sin, except in that it 
is a violation of the statutory law. The 
odium attached to it results from the 
fact that it is a derangement and an in­
fringement of the rules of society, and 
these rules are contained in the law books.
If we are correct in these propositions, and 
our general reading of jurisprudence sat­
isfies us that we are, the deliberate viola­
tion of any law ought to be attended 
with the same disgrace that marks the 
crime of larceny. If one breach of the 
general rules is odious, why is not 
greater breach equally revolting to the 
popular mind? If the thief who runs eff 
with a loaf of bread, or the scamp who 
steals a pocketbook, is published and in 
terdicted far and near because he has 
broken the statutory law, why do we not 
punish with hue and cry the man who 
spills his brother’s blood in a cool, de­
liberate, practiced, long sought opportu­
nity? And if the press, which lives upon 
the community, and which merely repre­
sents public sentiment, is law-abiding in 
its instincts, why does it wink at one 
serious evil, because it is fashionable, 
and cry down a poor devil in his sins, 
because he has worn his iniquities cut of 
the mode ?

What was the law against dueling made 
for? Was it put on the books as a piece 
of hypocrisy, or was it put there to be en­
forced ? Is it repudiated, or is it held to ?
If the community intends to uphold this 
ordinance, let it denounce the iniquity of 
dueling. If it intends to disregard it, let 
the rule that makes the act of dueling, or 
the lesser fact of sending a challenge, be 
wiped out. We are merely .parading our 
hypocrisy before the world when we pub­
lish a law against this great barbarism, 
and then stand by and encourage parties 
to break it. And what is worse, we are 
bringing all law into contempt, for the 
rising generation, always prompt to profit 
by evil examples, says to itself, the public 
breaks the law, and therefore the law is a 
subject to be broken. Every acceptance 
by society of demoralization reacts upon 
itself in the license which it gives to those 
who always need restraint. Therefore, 
the premises considered, we insist that 
this provision which society has engrafted 
on its local government shall either be 
repealed as a piece of hypocrisy, or ob­
served as a high Christian rule.

THE NIC0LS0N PAVEMENT JOB IN JEF­
FERSON.

The Picayune frequently refers to the 
contract of the Nicolson Paving Company 
with the city for paying St Charles street, 
and these references are delivered in a 
sort of apologetical style for the delin­
quency of the company. Perhaps a little 
history may be instructive in this connee 
tion. The Southern Nicolson Paving 
Company does not enjoy a contract for 
laying down its patent on St. Charles 
street, bnt rather on a section of it, and 
even this right is disputed by parties di­
rectly interested iu paying for the same, 
as the company will probably find when 
it comes to collect its bills. It did have, 
or it pretended to have, a contract with 
the City of Jefferson for paving another 
section of the said street, which contract, 
or pretended contract, it carried out in 
such a way that even the Picayune dis­
misses it from consideration as “worth­
less. It is about this “worthless" con­
tract that we propose to be historical.

Sometime in 1867, or perhaps in 19(!8> 
the Democrats held the reins of power in 
the City of Jefferson, and to this popular 
emanation of white men’s votes the South­
ern Paving Company applied for a contract 
to pave St Charles street, from Toledano 
to Joseph. A provision of the charter re­
quired that all such improvements, where 
they weVe not paid for entirely by the city, 
should be petitioned for, or the property 
owners along the line of the street could 
not be held responsible for their pro rata 
of two-thirds of the cost. The legal re­
quirement was as follows: that, if one- 
fourth (or was it otae-third?) of the prop­
erty owners on the street designated for 
improvement petitioned for a pavement, 
advertisement of this fact was to be made, 
and in the event no opposition was made 
by one-half of the property holders, then

the petition should be granted, and the 
work of laying down the pavement should 
be sold to the highest bidder. One- 
fourth of the property holders on St. 
Charles did petition for the Nicolson 
pavement, but as the spirit of opposition 
commenced to manifest itself in a rather 
lively fashion, a petition was presented 
pretending to represent one-half of 
the property holders. The charter pre­
scribed no rule in this respect, and 
the friends of the measure proceeded at 
once to advertise for sale the contract for 
paving the street with a patent pavement, 
they contending that the petition of a ma­
jority precluded the possibility of any 
protest. An injunction was sued out by 
some of the property holders, and the 
Messrs. Ogden were retained to defeat 
the scheme—first, on the ground that the 
signatures to the majority petition were 
insufficient, and that some of them had 
been improperly obtained; and, secondly, 
because the pavement was a patent, and. 
therefore, could not be sold as a piece of 
competitive work.' Who could bid but 
the holders of the patent? While this 
demand for an injunction was pending 
some of the signers of the petition with­
drew their names from the application, 
which it was supposed they had a right 
to do, as the contract had not been closed.

The prayer for an injunction was with­
drawn before the delay stipulated by the 
advertisement for the sale expired, and 
the contract was disposed of a t auction 
to the Southern Paving Company. The 
work was entered upon and completed in 
manner and form characterized by the 
Picayune as “worthless.” The city of 
Jefferson paid her pro rata of the expense 
like a man, in thirty  year bonds, great 
interest being manifested in this transac­
tion by all the Democratic officials. But 
when the company applied to the prop­
erty holders for their part of the expense 
they innocently answered with a very 
prompt negative. They alleged fraud iu 
the making of the contract, fraud in the 
execution of the work, illegality in  the 
sale of the right, and nil debit generally. 
The law was invoked, and Judge Dnvig- 
neaud was invited to become the oracle 
of the litigants. After a long and patient 
trial, wherein the city took sides 
against the citizens, which is not 
a characteristic of the pelican, the 
case was submitted. Judge Duvig- 
neaud smashed the contract with a single 
ruling. The charter required all such 
work to be given out to the lowest bidder 
at a competitive sale, and in this case, as 
there was no possibility for competition, 
the pavement being a patent, the sale was 
null and the contract had no binding 
force. The Supreme Court sustained this 
plain and honest judgment.

The Xieolsen Paving Company thus 
lost its hold upon the individual property 
holder* Under its contract, it had no 
legal claim upon the city, because the 
charter distinctly provided that in ail 
contracts for work done upon the streets 
wherein the property holders were re­
quired to pay any part of the improvement, 
the contractor was merely subrogated to 
the rights of the corporation, and could 
never lock to the city for his pay. The 
law, in the plainest language possible, 
cautioned the contractor tha t he should 
either make a legal engagement or lose his 
money. He was in no event to fall back 
upon the corporation. And this provision 
the company was bound to know, and it 
did know. It entered on and completed 
a “worthless” job with its eyes open, and 
it has never dared to sue the City of Jef­
ferson for more than one-third of the cost 
of the improvement.

We have entered upon this historical 
relation—first, to inform the city of New 
Orleans of Ler exemption from paying the 
paving company its bill of eighty thou­
sand dollars, and secondly, to illustrate 
how the Democrats can give out jobs.

BUSINESS STUPIDITY.
As there are eighty thousand Repub­

lican voters in the State of Louisiana, it 
reasonably follows that there are abont 
seventy thousand of these ccJored men 
whose average earnings may be set down 
at one dollar per day. There are about 
sixty-five thousand Democratic voters, 
and these may be classified as white men. 
The trade of the colored people belongs 
to New Orleans, because it is too small in 
detail to hunt for distant markets. And 
yet New Orleans merchants persistently 
refuse to cultivate this immense business, 
and actually frown upon any man who 
talks of trading with negroes. The con­
sequence is, that all this business that can 
go elsewhere seeks other markets, where 
it is treated with respect and invited to 
come back. And the white people, in ­
stead of coming to New Orleans, where 
their prejudices are pandered to, go off to 
Cincinnati and St. Louis, and trade along­
side of a “nigger,” just because they can 
get better bargains. We are running cur 
commercial machine on the basis of three 
hundred and fifty thousand people, when 
we should be running it upon the score of 
nine hundred thousand customers. The 
negroes produce most of the wealth of the 
State, and tlrey are driven out of cur lines 
to do their trading. Was there ever a 
business community that knew so little 
about business ?

Is the Times stupid, or does it merely 
mislead the public innocently? Where 
does it  obtain its authority for saying 
tha t the civilization cf the South and that 
of the North conflicts on the subject of 
dueling? No such thing. Buth repro­
bate the code by making the duelist who 
kills his antagonist a murderer. A per­
nicious public sentiment sometimes over­
rides the law for the time being. but we 
insist that the solemn authority of the 
constitution and the iaws enables us to 
deny that there is any conflict in’ the pub­
lic conscience as to the civilization of 
dueling. The South reprobates the prac­
tice as much as the Noitb. and because 
such things happen there is no reason for 
saying that we favor them any rflore than 
there is a reason fer affirming tLai we 
favor prize fights because they occur in 
our midst. American civilization is about 
the same ail over the unicn if  the 
honest conscience of the people giouid 
be probed.

There are another class who go in when 
low enough and buy, and who never sell. 
In  this way the street is gradually be­
coming winnowed of its stock, leaving a 
scant few thousands lying around, but 
not loose. A committee of planters 
called on the Governor and was in ­
formed, we understand, the Levee Com­
pany would soon begin operations, and 
this is all that is needed to make this pa­
per “ touch fifteen.” There were not a 
few who availed themselves of the mo­
mentary pause in the ascent cf Levee 
stock to buy right and left, and the cheer­
ful occupation of “catching a fly” was in ­
dulged to a limited extent. We report 
300 shares sold at $7 50, 200 at $7 371, 
100 at $7, and 100 at $6 75, the last sale 
being below the market rate, which is 
from $7 to $7 25.

MORE THAN TWEED,
There is something really democratic, 

or rather, there is something of that which 
at present assnmes to be democratic, in 
the cowardly dc-sertion which is taking 
place all over the country from Tammany 
Hall. Two short m onths ago Hoffman 
was to be President and Tweed was to be 
his chief almoner. The Democracy tacitly 
accepted this conclusion. Tammany was 
regnant from Maine to Texas, from Mary­
land to California. A little while and the 
whole tableaux is changed.

ON CARONDELET STREET.

The news that the Morgan hue would 
refuse Texas freight arriving by the New 
Orleans, Mobile and T-.-xas railroad rap­
idly spread, and was the lively talk 
in yesterday’s proceedings. The effect 
the rival interests would have on cur 
transporting trade was freely canvassed 
and generally condemned.

In cotton, the movement Las reached 
the dead point, the scant supplies as well 
as pretensions of factors producing a 
stagnation. The inquiry, however, is 
searching, and old cotton men may be 
seen, whose reputation is good for having 
the eye open to the “main chance, ' seek­
ing to be posted. In  nearly all circulars 
and cotton letters a vast and imposing 
display cf figures are mar-haled in deadly 
array pointing to the coming crop. But 
as i t  has been said that the millions 
owned by liothsehild after all could 
only produce what the poorest 
man has — a livelihood — so all the 
immense columns of figures, in the maze 
of which a good pair of eyes would be 
excusable if they went blind, can only 
sum up iu one conclusion the number of 
bales in the next crop. And it is often 
the case that men come to be correct on 
this question without so much as casting 
up on the fingers. This prediction of 
cotton is about all the topic on the street, 
and the chief talk. Letters are opened 
and spread out in argumentative pride 
with the palm of the hand, but discussion 
and disputations on all sides are upon the 
same old theme. The fact that St. Louis 
and Cincinnati are both bidders for our 
cotton trade and hold forth good induce­
ments, were also the subject of remark, 
and also the slowness of cotton getting 
into port. I t is by such interchange of 
ideas and comments that the true result is 
reached, though great care is required to 
separate exaggeration from the truth. 
Nor are the last crop estimates from Wash­
ington any more reliable than our own.

The money market is yet without ma­
terial change, and the demand for ac­
commodations and for discounts does not 
draw from the reservoirs of cash as much 
as had been anticipated, and the rates are 
nominal. Gold was from 1131 to 113J, 
and a sale of 15000 was made at 113 b 
Domestic sight is still the same, and has 
shown very little inclination to change. 
We hear of a sale of $50,000 and $15,0tXi 
sight on New York at J premium, and 
$12,000 on St. Louis at par. These quota­
tions are evidence ol the unvarying 
nature of the elements of the money mar­
ket of to-day.

The business in stocks was almost
entirely confined to Levee and Pneu­
matic paper. The temporary activity 
which had been infused into Levee stock 
settled down yesterday, and few were the 
sales. The engineer who is to co-operate 
with the other officers it is quite probable, 
we have heard it stated, will be here in 
the early part of the coming week, and it 
is expected that the appearance of the 
officers provided for in the law will be 
sufficient for a rise in the stock to a higher 
figure than at present rules. The stock 
is said to be remunerative soon as the
