PHE CITY HALL.

In consequence of frequent complaints of
cruelty to prisoners, by keepers and wardens
of prisons and lock-ups, and in order to se-
cure a proper administration of these places
of confinement, it is the intention of the city
suthorities, we understand, to create the
oflice of loeal inspector of lock-ups, pris-
ons, houses of refuge, etc., whose duty it
shall be to look after the managers and
supervise the management of all these insti-
tutions, and keep the Mayor and Adminis-
trators advised of what is necessary to be
done in justice to the reputation of the city
and the unfor i tes of those pl

We would recommend that the same in-
spector, or one in addition, be appointed to
look after the Insane Asylum, the Widows'
Home, and a number of otler institutions in
the city, such as asylums and houses of the
Good Shepherd—in fact, all institutions
taking care of human beings, needing aid
and charitable assistance from the eity.

The Magazine Ntreet Rallroad.

Petitions from various persons have been
presented to the Mayor. asking permission
to extend the Magazine street railroad, from
the late line of Jefferson City to Carrollton.
Peter Kaiser, who claims to be the original
grantee, from the Council ot the old city of
Jefferson, of the charter for building the
road. bas filed 'a copy of his contract with
the Mayor, and the whole matter has been
referred to Mr. Rufus Waples, Assistant
City Attorney.

Parties interested complain to the Mayor
that the stipulations in Kaiser's contract
have not been complied with, and that the
right to complete the road to Carrollton is
vested in James H. Young,.who, it is al-
leged, bought from the late City of Jeffer-
son the whole of the Magazine street rail-
road extension for the sum of $30,000.

The entire muddle connected with the
title to this railroad extension has been be-
fore the Seventh and Eighth District Courts
for more than twelve months, the contest-
ants being Peter Kaiser and James H.
Young.

In our report of the accepted bids for
bouds, which were opened on Saturday, the
bid of Norbert Trepagnier should have
been #1000 instead of £10.000, as errqpe-
ously atated in the list handed ns at the
City Hall.

Department of Improvements,

About two hundred and fifty laborers are
now employed in cleaning thoe streeta, which
arc mostly in good condition, barring the
mud and slush which are the inevitable
consequence of the late heavy raina,

Another Sink in the Levee.

The leves opposite Clouet street, in the
Third District, near the lower cotton presses.
commenced sinking on Monday, and up to
vesterday had gone down about two feet.
The farther progress of the slide will be
watched by the departmient. and measures
immediately taken by Surveyor Bell to re-
pair the damage.

Administrater of Accounts.

TLe ordinance introduced for the pay.
ment of teachers of the public schools who
taught durinz the month of June, 1862, two
months and nine days’ salary, contemplates
the expenditure of ahout thirty-eight thou-
sand dollars. These ceachers, though em-
ployed for a year, it is asserted, were
illegally discharged in the month of July,
1302, and were entitled to a salary for the
remainder of the school year. Mr. Shaw
contends that under the ordinance not a
dollar can be paid except to the teachers
themselves, and that in case they dispose of
their accounts to brokers or others, the city
can plead prescription. The ordinance bas
not been adopted.

Department of Police.

The ordinance introduced by Administra-
tor Lewis, under which C. E. Girardey and
others contract to furnish gas for lighting
the streets, is to be amended g0 as not to
grant to the contractors the exclusive priv-
ilege of laying gas pipes, The ordinance is
now on its second reading.

The*Sunkea Levee Opposite the French
Market.

t is asserted by parties who are not
posted as to facts, that the sinking of the
levee at the above locality has nearly de-
stroved it for shipping purposes. The truth
is, that City Surveyor Bell has been unre-
mittinz in his efforts to put this part of the
levee in a condition to accommodate the
ehipping. Raised passage-ways have been
constructed from the New Orleans, Mobile
and Texas railroad track to the wharves,
which admit the passage of freight without
difficalty, and the sunken wharves have
been repaired and straightened up. As
soon as the economic administration of the
Department of Improvements will admit of
it, the entire sunken space at this point will
be filled in, and the landing restored to its
original condition.

THE GREAM HURRICANE.

|From tlLe New York Sun.|

87. THOMAS, September 8.—The hurri-
cane burat out first over the British sland
of Antigua, on Sunday, August 20, and left
it in ruins with no small loss of life. Then
it traveled in & porthwesterly direction,
and made great havoe on St. Kitts. From
St. Kitts it came over to St. Thomas, on its
courss north northwost, causing more saf-
fering and musery among the poor class of
the inhabitants than was experienced in
the tornado of 1867. Since Sunday evening
the weather bore a threatening aspeot, the
wind blowing in strong pufis from north
northeast to northeast, which continned all
night until Monday morning, when the
&qualls increased in violence, and the ba-
rometer indicated 20.%. By nine o'clock,
A. M., the weather gradually hecame more
threatening, barometer ily falling.

At 1 P. M. thequicksilver was down to
twenty-nine, and the gusts ot wind increased
in fury, blowing from north northeast. The
hurricane had row complete oh: , heavy
squalls continuiag until 3:30 P. when
the wind veered to the north, and came
down over the hills in feartul whirlwinds,
shifting from n#rth northeast to north north-
west. From this time to five o'clock the
worst part of the hurricane was experienced,
and nearly all the to the eastern
part of the town was eflected then. The
first part of the hurricane was now over,
and a calm of about thirty minutes sue-
ceeded. as if the elements were preparing
for a grz;ﬁr ou!inreuk.

Choelera—Track of the Destroyer.

The cholera which comes throuzh North-
ern Persia and Central Asia generall
originates at Hardwar; that which travel
up the Persian Guit and Red Sea almost in-
variably comes from Bombay.
