AN ACT to incorporate the Texas Pacific 
Railroad Company, and to aid in the con­
struction of its Road, and for other pur- 
noses.
lie it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled.

successors, are hereby created a bodv poli­
tic and corporate in tact and in law. by the 
came, style, and title of the Texas Pacific 
Kailroad Company, and by that name shall 
have perpetual succession, and shall lie able 
to sue and be sued, plead aud be impleaded, 
defeud and be defended, in all courts of 
law and equity within the United States, 
and may make and use a eommon seal; and 
the said corporation is hereby author­
ized and empowered to lay out, 
locate, construct, furnish, maintain, 
and enjoy a continuous railroad and tele­
graph line, with the appurtenances from a 
point at or near Marshall, county of Har­
rison, State of Texas: thence by the most 
direct and eligible route, to be determined 
by said company, near the thirty-second 
parallel of north latitude, to a point at or 
near El Paso; thence by the most-direct 
and eligible route, to be selected by said 
company, throngh New Mexico and Ari­
zona, to a point on the Kio Colorado, at or 
r.t-ar the southeastern boundary of the 
State of California; thence by the most 
direct and eligible route to San'Diego. Cali­
fornia. to ship's channel, in the bay of San 
Diego, in the State of California, pursuing 
.n the location thereof, as near as mav he, 
the thirty-second parallel of north latitude, 
and is hereby vested with all the powers, 
nri vileges aud immunities necessary to carry 
into effect the pur [poj ses of this act.

Sec. 2. That the persons named in the 
tirst section of this act shall constitute a 
hoard of commissioners (twenty of whom 
shall constitute a quorum for the transac­
tion of husiuess), to be known as the Texas 
Pacific Kailroad Commissioners, who shall 
meet in the city of New York withiu ninety 
days after the passage of this act, at a time 
to be designated in a notice to be signed 
by the person tirst named in the list of 
corporators and six of his associates, and to 
be published for two weeks in, at least, one 
daily paper in New York, New Orleans and 
Washington: and, when so met, they may 
cause books to be opened for the sutiserip- 
tion of .the capita] stock of said company, 
and when twenty thousand shares, amount­
ing to two millions of dollars, shall have 
been subscribed, and ten per centum 
actually paid thereon, in money, to the 
treasurer, to be elected by said commis­
sioners, who shall give bond for its safe 
keeping and payment to the treasurer of

rials for the construction thereof. Said 
right of way is granted to said company to 
the extent of two hundred feet in width on 
each side of said railroad where it may pass 
over the public lands; and there is also 
hereby granted to said company grounds 
for stations, buildings, workshops, wharves, 
switches, side-tracks, turn-tables, water 
stations, and such other structures as may­
be necessary for said railroad, not exceed­
ing fortv acres of land at any one point.

Sec. $. That for the purpose of aiding in 
the construction of the railroad and tele­
graph line herein provided for, there is 
hereby granted to the said Texas Pacific 
Kailroad Company, its successors and 
assigns, every alternate section of public 
land, not mineral, designated by odd 
numbers, to the amount of twenty 
alternate sections per mile, on eac 
side of said railroad line, as such lino may 
he adopted by said company, through the 
Territories of the United States, and ten 
alternate sections of land per mile on each 
side of said railroad in California, where 
the same shall not have not hate been sold, 
reserved, or otherwise disposed of by the 
United States, and to which a pre-emption 
or homestead claim may not have attached 
at the time the line of said road is detinitel.v 
tixed. In case, any of said lands shall have 
been sold, reserved, occupied, or pre­
empted, or otherwise disposed of, other 
lands shall he selected in lien thereof by 
said company, under the direction of the 
Secretary of the Interior, iu alternate sec­
tions, and designated by odd numbers, not 
more than teu miles beyond the limits ot 
said alternate sections tirst above named, 
aud not including the reserved numbers. 
If, iu the too near approach of the saiu rail­
road line to the boundary of Mexico, the 
number of sections ot land to which the 
company is entitled can not he selected im­
mediately on the line of said railroad, or iu 
lieu of mineral lands excluded from this 
grant, a like quantity of unoccupied and 
unappropriated agricultural lauds, in odd 
numbered sections nearest the line of said 
railroad may be selected as above provided; 
and the word “mineral,"’ where it occurs in 
this act, shall not he held to include iron or 
coal: Provided, however, That no public 
lands are hereby granted withiu the State 
of California further than twenty miles on 
each side of said road, except to make up 
dodcicncics as aforesaid, and theu not to 
exceed twenty miles from the lands origin­
ally granted.' The term “ship's channel,” 
as used in this bill, shall not be construed 
as conveying any greater right to said 
company to the water front at San Diego 
hay tbau it may acquire by gift, grant, pur­
chase or otherwise, except the right of way, 
as herein granted: and provided further, 
that all such lands, so granted by this 
section to said company, which shall not be 
sold or otherwise disposed of, as provided

the company when organized, theu it shall 
lawful for such subscribers

this act. within three years after the 
completion of the entire road, shall be sub­
ject to settlement and pre-emption like 
other lands, at a price to be tixed by and 
paid to said company, not exceeding an 
average of two dollars and fifty cents per 
acre for all the lands herein granted.

Sec. 10. That when the route of said rail­
road and telegraph line shall pass through 
the lands of private persons, or where it 
may be necessary tor said railroad company 
to take any lands belonging to private per­
sons for any of the purposes herein men­
tioned necessary to said road, such right of 
way through or title to such lands shall be 
secured in accordance with the laws of the 
State or Territory in which they may be 
situated.

Sec. 11. That the Texas Pacific Railroad 
Company shall have power and authority 
to issue two kinds of bonds, secured by 
mortgage, namely: tirst, construction bonds; 
second, laud bonds. Construction bonds 
shall he secured bv mortgage, first, on all 
or any portion of the franchises, road-bed 
or track of said railroad, and all the appur­
tenances thereto belonging, when con­
structed or in the course ol' construction, 
from a point at or near Marshall, to ship's 
channel, in the bay of San Diego, in the 
State of California, as aforesaid. Laud 
bonds shall be secured by mortgage, first, 
on all or any portion of the lands hereby 
granted in aid ot the construction of said 
railroad as is provided for in this act; 
second, on lands acquired by any arrange­
ment or purchase or terms of consolidation 
with any railroad company or companies to 
whom grants of lands may have been made 
or may hereafter be made by any congres­
sional. State or territorial authority, or who 
may have purchased the same previous to 
any such arrangement or consolidation; 
provided, that all the mortgages made aud

i organize Interior, which shall be a sufficient evidence

sect said Texas Pacific railroad, shall halve 
a right to connect with that line; that no 
discrimination as regards charges for freight 
or passengers, or in any other matter, shall 
be made by said Texas Pacifio Railroad 
Company against any of the said 
connecting roads; but that the same 
charges per mile as to passengers, and per 
ton per mile as to freight, passing from the* 
said Texas Pacific railroad over any of said 
connecting roads, or passing from any of 
said connecting roads over any part of said 
Texas Pacific railroad, shall be made by 
said company as they make for freight ana 
passengers over their own road; Provided, 
also, That said connecting roads shall reci­
procate said right of connection and equal­
ity of charges with said Texas Pacific rail­
road; And provided further, That the rates 
charged for carrying passengers and freight, 
per mile, shall not exceed tiie prices which 
may be fixed by Congress for carrying pas­
sengers and freight on the Union Pacific 
and Central Pacific railroads.

Sec. 16. That said road shall be construct­
ed of iron or steel rails manufactured from 
American ore, except such as may have 
heretofore been contracted for by any rail­
road company which may be purchased or 
consolidated with by the company hereby 
incorporated, as provided by this act.

Sec. 17. That the said Texas Pacific Rail­
road Company shall commence the construc­
tion of its road simultaneously at San Diego, 
in 'he State of California, and from a point 
at or near Marshall. Texas, as hereinbefore 
described, and so prosecute the same as to 
have at least fifty consecutive miles of 
railroad from each ol said points com­
plete and iu running order within two 
years after the passage of this act; 
and to so continue to construct each year 
thereafter a sufficient number of miles to 
secure the completion of the whole line 
Iruui the atoresaid point on the eastern 
boundary of the State of Texas to the hay 
of San Diego, in the State of California, as 
aforesaid, within ten years after the passage 
of this act; and upon failure to so complete 
it. Congress may adopt such measures as it 
may deem necessary and proper to secure 
its speedy completion.

Sec. 18*. That the President of the United 
States, upon the completion of the first sec­
tion of twenty miles, shall appoint one com­
missioner, whose duty it shall lie to examine 
the various sections of twenty miles as they 
shall be completed, and report thereon to 
him in writing; aud if, from such report, 
he be satisfied that said company has fully 
completed eaeh section of its road' as in this 
act provided, he shall direct the Secretary 
of the Interior to issue patents to said com­
pany for the lands it is entitled to nnder 
this act, as fast as each section of said road 
is completed.

Sec. 19. That the Texaa Pacific 
Kailroad Company shall he, and it 

hereby, declared to be a military 
and post road; and for the purpose ot 
insuring the carrying the mails, troops, mu­
nitions of war, supplies and stores of the 
United States, no act of the com pan v nor 
any law of any State or Territory shall im­
pede. delay of prevent the said company 
from performing its obligations to the 
United States in that regard; provided, that 
said road shall be subject to the use of the 
United States for postal, military aud all
other governmental services at fair aud rea-

Sec. 12. That whenever the said com­
pany shall complete the tirst and each suc­
ceeding section of twenty consecutive miles 
of said railroad and put it iu running order 
as a first-class road iu all its appointments, 
it shall be the duty of the Secretary of the 
Interior to cause patents to lie issued con­
veying to said company the number of sec­
tions of land opposite to and coterminous 
with said completed road to which it shall 
he entitled for each section so completed.

Seo. 1. That the said Texas Pacific Rail- | 
road Company shall have power and lawful 1 
authority to purchase the stock, land j 
grants, franchises and appurtenances of, i 
anil consolidate on such terms as may be ' 
agreed upon between the parties, with any ■ 
railroad company or companies heretotofore 1 
chartered by congressional, State or terri­
torial authority, on the route preserilied iu 
the tirst section of this act; but no such con­
solidation shall be with any competing 
through line of railroads to the Pacific 
Ocean.

Sec. 5. That the said company shall have 
power and authority to make running ar­
rangements with any railroad company or 
companies heretofore chartered, or that may 
hereafter be chartered by congressional, 
State or territorial authority; also to pur­
chase lands, or to accept donations, or 
grants of lands, or other property, from 
State or individuals, for the purpose" of aid­
ing in carrying ont the object of this com­
pany.

Sec. 6. That the rights, land, land grants,
’ franchises, privileges and appurtenances 

and property of every description belong­
ing to each of the consolidated or purchased 
railroad company or companies, as herein 
provided, shall vest in and become abso­
lutely the property of the Texas Pacific 
Railroad Company; provided, that in all 
contracts made and entered into by said 
company with any atpl all other railroad 
company nr companies, to perfect such 
atoresaid consolidation or purchase, the in 
debtedness of other legal obligations ot said 
company or companies shall he assumed by 
the said Texas Pacific Railroad Company as 
may he agreed upon, and no such consolida­
tion or purchase shall impair any lien 
which may exist on any of the railroads so 
consolidated or purchased; but said com­
pany shall not assume the debts or obliga­
tions of any company with which it may 
consolidate or purchase as aforesaid, to an 
amount greater than the cash value of the 
assets received from the same.

Sec. 7. That the said Texas Pacific Railroad 
Company shall have power to make and 
enforce rules and by-laws for the election of 
its officers and the government and manage­
ment of the business of the company, and to 
do and perform all necdiul and proper things 
to he done and performed to promote 
the objects of the company hereby incor­
porated, not inconsistent with the laws of 
the United States and the provisions of this 
charter.

Sec. 8. That the right of way through the 
public lauds be, and the same is hereby, 
granted to the said company for the con­

ceal route of its said road, as near as may 
he, and shall file a map of the same in the 
Department of the Interior; and when the 
map is so filed, the Secretary of the In­
terior, immediately thereafter,' shall cause 
the lands within forty miles on eaeh side 
of said designated route within the Terri­
tories, and twenty miles within the State ol 
California, to be withdrawn from pre­
emption. private entry, aud sale: Provided, 
however, That the provisions of the 
act of September, eighteen hundred 
and forty-one, granting pre-emption 
rights, and the acts amendatory there­
of, and of the act entitled “An Act 
to secure homesteads to actual settlers on 
the public domain,” approved May twenty, 
eighteen hundred anil sixty-two,' and the 
amendments thereto, shall be. and the same 
are hereby, extended to all other lands of the 
United States on the line of said mad when 
surveyed, except those hereby granted to 
said company.

Sec. 13. That the president of the com 
pany shall annually, by the tirst day of July, 
make a report and*tile it with the Secretary 
of the Interior, which report shall he under 
oath, exhibiting the financial situation of 
the company, the amount of money received 
and expended, and the number of miles oi 
road constructed each year; and further, 
the, names and residences of the stock­
holders, of the directors, and of all other 
ollicers of the company, the amount of stoek 
subscribed, and the amount thereof actually 
paid in. a description of the lines of road 
surveyed and fixed upon for construction, 
the amount received from passengers and 
for freight, respectively, on the road, a 
statement of the expenses of said road and 
its fixtures, and a true statement of the in­
debtedness of said company and the various 
kinds thereof.

Sec. 14. That the certificate of the capital 
stock must be signed iiy the president 
and secretary, and attested by the seal of 
the company, and shall contain an extract 
from tlie proceedings of the hoard of direc­
tors fixing the amount thereof, as well as 
from this act, authorizing such issue. All 
the bonds and mortgages issued bv said 
company must be signed by the president 
and secretary, and attested by the seal of 
said company, and shall contain an extract 
from the law authorizing them to be issued. 
The face value of said bonds shall be one 
thousand dollars in gold, and shall be re­
deemable at such times, and to bear such 
rate of interest, payable semi annually in 
gold, as may be determined bv the di­
rectors. The total value of the construc­
tion bonds to be issued shall not exceed 
thirty thousand dollars per mile of said 
railroad, and the total nice value of the 
land bonds shall not exceed two dollars 
and fifty cents per acre for all lands mort­
gaged; the total amount of each to be deter­
mined by the board of directors.

Sec. 15. That all railroads constructed, or 
that may be hereafter constructed, te inter-

sonable rates of compensation, not to exceed 
the price paid by private parties for the same 
kind of service, and the government shall 
at all times have the preference in the use 
of the same for the purpose aforesaid.

Sec. 20. That it shall not be lawful for 
any of the directors, either in their indi­
vidual capacity, or as members of an incor­
porated or joint stoek company, to make 
any contracts or agreements with the said 
Texas Pacific Railroad Company for the 
construction, equipment or running of its 
road, or to have any interest therein: and 
ail such contracts or agreements are hereby 
declared null and void, and all money or 
property received under such contracts or 
agreements may be recovered back for the 
benefit of the company by any stockholder.

Sec. 21. That any railroad company whose 
route lies across the route of the Texas 
Pacific railroad may cross the same, and for 
the purpose of crossing shall have the right 
to acquire at the double minimum price all 
lands, whether of the United States or 
granted by this act, which shall be needed 
lor a right of way two hundred feet wide 
through said lands, and for depots, stations, 
side-tracks, and other needful purposes, not 
exceeding for such purposes forty acres at 
any one station.

Sec. 22. That the New Orleans, Baton 
Rouge aud Vicksburg Railroad Company, 
chartered by the State ol Louisiana, shall 
have the right to connect by the most eligi­
ble route to he selected by said company 
with the said Texas Pacific railroad at its 
eastern terminus, and shall have the right 
of way through the public land to the same 
extent granted hereby to the said Texas 
Paoifie Railroad Company: and in aid of its 
construction from New Orleans to Baton 
Rouge, thence by the way of Alexandria, in 
said State, to connect with the said Texas 
Pacific Kailroad Company at its eastern 
terminus, there is hereby granted to said 
company, its successors and assigns, the 
same number of alternate sections of public 
lands per mile, in the State of Louisiana, as 
are by this act granted in the State of Cali­
fornia, to said Texas Pacific Railroad 
Company: and said lands shall he with­
drawn from market, selected, and patents 
issued therefor, and opened for settlement, 
and pre-emption, upon the same terms and 
in the same manner and time as is provided 
for and required from said Texas Pacific 
Railroad Company, within said State ol 
California: Provided. That said company 
shall complete the whole of said road withiu 
five years trom the passage of this act.

Sec. 23. That fur the purpose of connect­
ing the Texas Pacific railroad with the citv 
of San Francisco, the Southern Pacific Kail­
road Company of California is hereby au­
thorized (subject to the laws of California) 
to construct a line of railroad from a point 
at or near Tehachapa Pass, by way of Los 
Angeles, to the Texas Pacific railroad at or 
near the Colorado river, with the same 
rights, grants and privileges, and subject 
to the same limitations, restrictions, and 
conditions as were granted to said Southern 
Pacific Kailroad Company of California, by 
the act of July twenty-seven, eighteen 
hundred and sixty-six: Provided, however. 
That this section shall in no way affect or 
impair the rights, present or prospective ot 
the Atlantic and Pacific Kailroad Company 
or any other railroad company.

[General Nature—No. 61.1 
AN ACT confirming the title to certain 

lands.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That the 
title to the land certified to the State of 
Iowa by the Commissioner of the General 
Land Office of the United States, under an 
act of Congress entitled “An act confirming 
a land claim in the State of Iowa, and for 
other purposes,” approved July twelve, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-two, in ac­
cordance with the adjustment made by the 
authorized agent of the State of Iowa and 
the Commissioner of the General Land Of­
fice, on the twenty-firet day of May, anno 
Domini eighteen hundred aud sixty-six, 
and approved by the Secretary of the In­
terior on the twenty-second ilay of Mav, 
anno Domini eighteen hundred and sixty- 
six, and which adjustment was ratified and 
confirmed by act of the general assembly 
of the State of Iowa, approved March 
thirty-one, eighteeu hundred and sixtv- 
eight, be, and the same is hereby ratified 
and continued to the State ot Iowa and ita 
grantees, in accordance with said adjust­
ment, and said act of the general assembly 
of the State of Iowa; provided, that nothing 
in this act shall he so construed as to affect 
adversely any existing legal rights or the 
rights ot any party claiming title or the 
right to acquire title to any part of said 
lands under the provisions of the so-called 
homestead or pre-empted laws of the United 
States, or claiming any part thereof as 
swamp lands.

An act making appropriations for the ser­

vice of the Postoflice Department fbr 
the year ending June thirty, eighteen 
hundred and seventy-two, and for other 
purposes.
Be if enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the United States 
of America in Congress assembled, That 
the following sums be, and the same are 
hereby, appropriated for the service of the 
Postoffice Department for the year ending 
June thirty, eighteen hundred and seventy- 
two. out 'of any moneys in the treasury 
arising from the revenues of said depart-

* ment, in conformity to Hie act of July two, 
eighteen hundred and thirty-six.

For inland mail transportation, twelve 
million three hundred ana twenty-nine dol­
lars.

For pay of mail messengers, five hundred 
and six thousand two hundred and fourteen 
dollars.

For pay of route agents, seven hundred 
and eighty-six thousand five hundred and 
sixty-nine' dollars.

For pay of mail route messengers, fifty, 
nine thousand four hundred and tour dol­
lars.

For pay of local agents, forty-nine thou­
sand and forty-four dollars.

F'or improvement of Saint FVancis river, 
in the State of Arkansas, ten thousand dol­
lars.

F'or improvement of the Little Missouri 
river, in the State of Arkansas, ten thou­
sand dollars.

F'or improvement of the Cumberland 
river, below Nashville, Tennessee, thirty 
thonsand dollars.

F'or improvement of Galveston harbor, 
Texas, twenty thousand dollar*.

For construction of breakwater at Wil­
mington hi>rhor, California, two hundred 
thousand dollars.

For improvement of Umpqua fiver, Ore­
gon, twenty-two thousand five hundred 
dollars.

For improvement of Mobile harbor, Ala­
bama. fifty thousand dollars.

For the improvement of the bar at the 
mouth of the Saint John's river, Florida, 
fifteen thousand dollars.

For improvement of the Osage river, 
Missouri, twenty-five thousand dollars.

F'or improvement of the harbor at Du­
luth, Minnesota, sixtv thousand dollars.

For improvement ot the Willamette river, 
above Oregon city, Oregon, sixteen thon- 
ansd dollars.

For examination and surveys for im­
provement on the northern and northwest­
ern lakes and rivers, and the Atlantic and 
Pacific coasts, and for contingencies of 
rivers and harbors not provided for in this 
aet, one hundred and seventy-five thousand 
dollars.

Sec. 2. That all moneys heretofore appro­
priated fertile improvement of the Tennes­
see river, and still unexpended, shall he ex­
pended. under the direction of the Secretary 
of War, for the repairs and completion of 
the works heretofore begun between Knox­
ville and Chattanooga, and for the continu­
ation of the works now in progress below 
Chattanooga, including the Muscle shoals.

Sec. 3. That the Secretary of War is 
hereby directed to cause examinations or 
surveys, or both, to be made at the follow- 

points, namely: At Galvwton harbor, 
from the outer bar' up to the Red Fish bar, 
on or nearest to the west shore: at Missis­
sippi city, for harbor on Mississippi sound; 
at Black river, Missouri, to Poplar bluff: at 
Current river, Missouri, from its mouth to 
Van Buren; at Otter Creek. Vermont; at 
Norfolk harbousVirginia; at Eureka harbor, 
and at Santa Cruz. California; at Passaic 
river, between Newark and Passaic, New 
Jersey: for ship canal from the head of 
Sturgeon bay, Wisconsin, on the line now 
opened across the portage throngh the 
timber to the shore of Lake Michigan, with 
estimates for constructing the same one 
hundred feet wide and thirteen feet deep; 
at East Chester creek or inlet, New York; 
at Port Chester harbor, New York; at 
Rondout harbor. Hudson river, New York; 
at Maumee river, above Toledo, Ohio; 
at Fourche La Faive river, Arkansas; for 
resurveying of Monroe harbor, Michigan, 
for survey and estimate for removing 
middle ground at the mouth of Black 
river, in Saint Clair river, Michigan; harbor 
at Stonnington, Connecticut; at Grand 
Marias. Michigan; at Neabasco bay, Vir­
ginia; at Accotink hay, Virginia: at Savan­
nah harbor, Georgia; at Well's harbor, 
Maine: at Coosa river. Alabama; at Hunt­
ington harbor, on south coast of Long 
Island sound; and to complete the survey 
of the Cumberland river, and the resurvey 
of the Tennessee river, from Brown’s ferry 
to Florence, Alabama; at Choetawhatebee 
river. Florida; at Aquia creek, Virginia; 
f'-r survey of White river, from Buffalo 
shoals to the mouth of James fork, Missou­
ri; for the survey 0f the Wabash river, from 
its mouth to tho city of Lafayette; for sur­
vey of the Monongahela river, from New 
Geneva, in Pennsylvania, to Morgantown, 
in West Virginia; for a survey beginning at 
yor near Guntereillo, on the Tennessee 
river, to the headwaters of the Warrior 
and Coosa rivers, in Alabama, with the 
view of determining the practicability of 
uniting the waters of the Tennessee river 
with the waters of the Warrior or Coosa 
river for the purposes of navigation, and 
estimates for necessary locks and daniB to 
extend the navigation on said river to the 
last named place: for examination and sur­
vey of the Etowah river, from its month up 
to C’artersville, Georgia, and also for ex­
amination and survev of Atehafalaya bay 
and Calcasieu pass, Louisiana; of the Oos- 
tenaula river; trom Rome, Georgia, up to 
the mouth of the Coosawattoe; at Chatta­
hoochee river, below Columbus, Georgia; at 
the mouth of the Saint John's river, from the 
onter bar to Jacksonville, Florida: at the 
mouth of the St. Mark’s river, from 
Spanish Hole to St. Mark's, Florida: at 
Apalachicola bav, Florida; at Tampa bay, 
at Tampa, Florida; for resnrvey of Fifteen- 
mile falls: at Elizabeth aud'Xanseniond 
rivers, Virginia: at Camden, Arkansas, to 
Trinity, Louisiana, ‘on Ouachita river, at 
Goldsboro, North Carolina, to the mouth of 
Nense river: at the mouth of Licking river, 
Kenrnckv. for harbor of refuge; for survey 
of Cape Tear and Deep rivers, as far up ae 
La Grange, North Carolina ; at 
Cuivre river, Missouri, from its month 
to Moscow Mills: at Bayou Bartholomew, 
from its mouth to the Arkansas State 
line: for the examination and survey of 
the Tangipahoa and Tchefuncta rivers, in 
the State of Louisiana; for the survey of 
Horse Shoe shoal*, in the Delaware river, 
below Philadelphia. Pennsylvania; for the 
survey of the liarbor of Norwalk, Connecti­
cut; lor surveyin'* tho mouths of Quantico 
and Choppa Wamasic hays, Virginia; 
for examination and survey of Red 
river, from tha mouth to a point 
above the raft in Louisiana.

Sec. 4. Tliat the unexpended balances of 
appropriations made by the act adproved 
July eleven, eighteen hundred and seventy, 
entitled “An act making appropriations for 
the repair, preservation, and completion of 
certain public works in rivers and harbors, 
and for other purposes,” for the fiscal vear 
ending Jane thirty, eighteen handred'aod 
seventy-one, are hereby re-appropriated for 
the purposes therein specified; provided, 
that any part of the appropriations made by 
this act may, at the discretion of the Secre­
tory of War, he applied daring the correal 
fiscal year.
