The official figures in the late election in
Muine give Governor Perbam 38,117 and
Charles P. Kimball 47,567, a majority of
10,752 for Perham. whick is a Republican
gain of 2515 over last vear's vote. The total
vote was 105,482, which is 5631 higher than
the vote in IN 0. The Senate will stand
twenty-five Republicans to five Democrats,
and no choice in one district.  In the House
there will be 113 Republicans and thirty-
eight Dewocrats.

The new round hats differ materially
Jrom the old styles, and they are prettier
than the bonnets.

AN ABLE ORITIC.
Senator O. P. Morton, of Indians, has
certainly established himself an able
eritic as well an a powerfal and eloguent
speaker. In a speeck receutly made in
Cincinnati, he reviewed Mr. Groesbeck's
Steubenville speech, in which that gentle-
man gave his views of the political situa-
tion of the country, and discussed at
great length the principles and measures
adopted by the Republican party since ita
advent to power. Mr. Groesbeck said
much in his Steubenville speech that was
satisfactory to the law-abiding men of all
parties, because he advised the peaple to
accept as finalities the three amendments
to the constitution adopted since the close
of the late civil warin our country. It
appears, however, according to Mr. Mor-
ton’s criticism, that Mr. Groesbeck's in-
terpretation of the amendments is calca-
lated to destroy their whole force and
effect in case a Democratic administration
could be had to execute and carry out
their provisions. According to Mr.
Groesbeck, these amendments are to be
enforced in the same manner that other
provisions of the constitution are enforced.
This position, says Mr. Morton, *‘nullifies
the concluding section of each amend-
ment, which declares that the amendment
shall be enforced by appropriate legislation
on the part of Congress." When the con-
dition of the States at the time these con-
stitutional amendments were passed is
considered, the ity for appropriate
legislation by thoe national Congress for
tleir enforcement will be admitted by all
who mnow honestly admit that these
amendments are valid and binding upon
the whole country. These amend-
ments embodied vital principles thut Lad
cost the nation much blood and treasure,
They were the results of a long and de-
vastating war, that had been waged in
the interest of slavery and secession, and
as such had to be secured by the people
and government of the United States—
the friends of liberty and equal rights
among men, withont distinction of
race, color or previous condition.
To trust the enforcement of these
amendments at the time they were
adopted to the States that had rebelled
would not only bave been unwise—it
would have been dangerous to reconstruc-
tion; and for that reason the national
legislators wisely concluded to make the
new additions to the constitution abolish-
ing slavery and granting equal civil and
political rights to all men citizens of the
United States. Mr. Morton clearly shows,
in his speech reviewing Mr. Groesbeck’

k's
Steubenville speech, that his interpreta-
tion of the amendments, if honestly given,
can not stand the test of criticism. Mr.
Groesbeck is equally at fault in what he
says in regard to the Kun-Klux bill. He
charges that this law is a gross violation
of the constitntion of the United States,
and that the fourteenth amendment gave
no power to Congress to enact such a law.
He further asserts that a previous law
made it criminal to deprive any person of

any constitutional right, and that
judicial proceedings were competent
to secure punishment. But under
the Ku-Klax law Mr.  Groesbeck

contends there is no civil process—no
court. It is the commander-in-chief at
the head of Lis army entering the State,
not to make an arrest, but to cut down
and slay the inhabitants. He boldly
asserts that ‘‘the State government is
pushed aside, the courts are shut, they
are not wanted, the writ of habeas corpus
is saspended, and the federal gov-
ernment takes absolute and supreme com-
mand.” Mr. Morton pronounces this to
Le all untrue.  He says the bill from the
first line to the last provides for judicial
proceedings, and a perusal of the law will
satisfy the reader that Mr. Morton is cor-
rect in what he says. His defense of the
Ku-Klux bill is able and will be convine-
ing to fair-minded men of all parties: and
che sume can be said of his remarks in re-
gard to “*home governments,” treated of
by JMr. Groesbeck, and “the bayonet bill.”
Mr. Morton criticises these portions of
Mr. Groesbeck’s speech with equal force
and severity, and successfully upsets
every argument against them, put forth,
it must be ded, very plausibly, and

with some ability by the Olio statesman.

ANOTHER EFFORT FOR TRUTH.

Our good friends of the Frice Curien’
will stick to their prejudices, however
much we may turn them over and try to
exterminate them out of the land. It will
insist that the whole people are cordially
disposed toward the black people, even
going so far as to assert that there is no
distinction in ‘“‘stores” as to customers,
*‘Politics never cross the counter.” says
our commercial antagonist, ‘‘negroes. In-
dians and Chinamen entering our business
places and trafficking with the same free-
dom as white people.” If this picture
were correct, we should have an Arcadian
metropolis truly; but, as it is mostly im-
aginary, we can only assume that it repre-
seuts & condition of affairs which the Price
Cervent would rejoice to see established in
our midst.

In the first place, the word ‘stores”
was very adroitly used. because it must
he confessed that in the dry goods Lonses
the true business plan Las been ap-
proached much nearar than inany class of
public places. And as these are popularly
kuown as “stores,” the statement is not
0 open to condemnation as it would bave
been had the editor used any other word.
Tuken, however, as it should have heen
written, that all ciasses enter all our
“public place.” on the same terms of busi-
ness equality, the community will agree
with us that it would have been open to
the most serious dispate. We merely
raise this point in order to show the dif-
ference between the situation as it is, and
what the Price Current would have it.

in another respect our friends of the
commercial guild wander into a con-
fusion of ideas. They seem to justify the
existence of a sort of caste in one class of
our people by accepting the plantersas a
race of Lendfactors because they pay the
laboring people the wages that support
them. Going back to first principles,
whence de the planters obtain their money?

If this question were left to our solution
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we should say that they get it out of the
thews and sweat of the men wh o work for
them, but as we are simply the querist,
perhaps the Price Curvent will not sceept
our response, but will put in a reply o

its own manufacture. We shall see.

Again. The Price Current deprecates the
agitation of this subject because it tends to
divide the population, and it apparently
seeks to attach tous a kind of malignity in
our efforts toeradicate a great social and
commercial evil. As we denied the pres-
ence of anything like wickedness in our
deposition, we stand upon that denial as
ending the controversy in that regurd.
The issue about which we are contending
is too important to admit of mualignity in
the discussion between those who arc
suprewely interested in the welfarc of the
country. We are searching for the truth.
And in the endeavor we discover what the
Price Current vefuses to see, or which it
says it does not see, that there is a divis-
ion in society which is hurtful to all
our business relations. We single out
aund specify the fault, not for the purpose
of crucifying the people, or any purt of
them, but in order that, their attention
being called to an error of business con-
duct, they may correct it. It can not
profit us to assail the busiuess welfare of
New Orleans, because that is the foonda-
tion of our prosperity: and if we scea
pestilential swamp at the buck door, out
of which miasmatic vapors of a deadly
quality arise to destroy the peopic, our
criticism of that poisonons deposit can
not be considered a malignant attack upon
our friends. The social tymuny about
which we complain is as apparent to usas
are the marshes in the rear of the eity, and
we can not escape the conviction that it is
equally clear to the Price (urreid, since it
consents to dmw an eloguent picture of
that condition of socicty which we should
most like to see established, but which
does not exist.

Still further. As a partisan paper, pub-
lished for none but selfish purposes, as
the Repvpricax is always assumed to be,
it is not to our interest to draw attention
to the social tyranny question for the pur-
pose of correcting it. If we bad no higher
ambition than to foment discord and di-
vision in society we should play a differ-
ent part altogether. By remaining silent
as to the rights of our friends and the du-
ties of our opponents, the gulf of separa-
tion that now distracts the two classes of
our people might be made more profound
aud distinct: and as the Republicans con-
trol a numerical majority of the votes of
the State, what power could destroy their
supremacy’ As a meagre, naked, seifish
partisan, looking to nothing but party
victories, that politician is a fool who at-
tempts to bridge with reconciliation the
chasm that divides the voters of the State.
As a thinking, conscientious and patriotic
man, that Republican is false to his coun-
try and to liberty, who merely upholds
his pary by the votes of its adberents.
And whosoever denies the patent fuct that
politics in Louisiana is based on preju-
dice, and that such journals as the /'rice
Current are the apologists of this extior-
dinary and fatal folly. is vcither Llicd o
perverse,

- ———
AN UNFULFILLED PROPHECY.

It is probably within the remembrunce
of many of our readers that the great
Napolgon, while in exile upon the island
of St. Helena, predicted that *“Europe
would be either republican or Cossack.”
The fulfillment of this prophecy bas been
the dream of many an admirer of the man
of destiny. To the Russian the realiza-
tion of such an announcement has Leen
and is still an animating hope of the fu-
ture greatness and glory of his country,
and for this be strives and labors with a
tenacity of purpose which nothing can
shake or disturb. It is a remarkable fact
that unfulfilled prophecy seldom dimin-
ishes the number of prophets or the inter-
est with which their announcements are
made. A prophet ona small scale is al-
most certain to have his predictions
scouted by a sceptical community, but he
who prognosticates with the stupendous-
ness and faith of a Mahomet rises to
prominence, and so becomes great and in-
teresting, not onmly in the time when he
lived, but also to after generations. This
is just what is being attempted by a dis-
tinguished Russian nobleman at the pres-
ent time in Europe, in respeet to the fature
of his country, and bis utterances are at-
tracting no little attention by the people
and press there, His prophecies are being
conveyed in dialogue, and are remarkable
for positiveness and the assnrances of the
certainty of their fulfillment. Aczording
to this wonderful, noble seer the Crimean
war will prove the foundation of Russia's
greatness. It did for her what the cam-
paign of Jena did for Prussia. It showed
her that, whatever their numbers or
courage, their soldiers were inferior in
maneuvering and in discipline. England
went to war because she wanted the com-
werce of Turkey; so also did Russia, but
ultimately Russia will have Lave her way.
The English troops in the Crimes were
hamefally mi ged, but her forces
now, both on sea and land, are in » worse
condition than ever. England will oc upy
ber present position but a few yeuars
longer. Her great naval power will soon
disappear, and bher dominion wver the
seas will ere long pass away, to be re-
placed by the “‘great Scandinavian mon-
archy, consisting of Swedeu. Norway and
Denmark.” England will not be an ex-
ception in the decay of the great maritice
nations. As was the fate of the Duteh,
Venetians and Spanish, 5o also will be the
Englisk. The ruin of the Spanish
Armada was the foundation of England’s
uaval power, and combination of her foes,
at no distant day, will be as the Navarino
was to Turkey and Trafalgar to France,
Russia will take India, but she will
first go to war with Prussia. After that
the German empire will be 4ivided into
Prussia, as a kingdom, the head of the

Bohemia and the Dannbhnh;:::ip‘uﬁe;
will form the kingdom of Sclavonia, and
Austria will become a third
France will recover Aluace and Lormine,

but will lose the portion of Italy ceded to

her. There will be no Pope, but Rome
will be the capital of Italy.”

At the saine time Turkey, as an inde-
pendent power, will cease to exist.
“‘Constantinople will again be the capital
of the Creek cmvire.” Spain and Portu-
gal will be eonsolidated into one king-
dom, as will also Holland and Belginm—
the latter, us the most powerful, absorh-
ing the former. Jlalta and Gibralter wili
fall into the Lunds of the United States,
who will likewise seize Canada and
Mexico; and France at this juncture will
not help England, because of her conduct
during the late war between France and
Prussia. Meanwhile, after a trial of the
Orleans family, the Napoleonic dynasty
will return, and establish itself more
firmly than ever before. The Roman
Catholic religion will virtually come
to an end The declaration of
infallibility was its  death Llow,
aud the marriage of priests will come
next to hasten its dissolution. Two great
churches will subsequently flonrish for a
long time-—the Eastern or Greek, and the
Western or Protestant. After a time
these two will fuse, as in their tenets
theyare not far apart. The Leadquarters
of the Western Church will be in Eng-
land, and Ireland will be an independent
kingdom or republic. Russia will wax
exceedingly vast and stroug, and will last
until the five great empires of Europe,
America, Asia, Africa and  Australia
arise. the latter of which, in the remote
future, will become the most powerful.
These five empires will be the historieal
correlatives of the five great monarchies of
antiquity, and when this transpires the
willenium will be ushered in as the tinale
of all this rising and falling of uations,
powers and principalities.

Many of these specnlations are amus-
ing, and may be pleasant enough for light
reading. It is safe to say that this
prophet, like many another before him, is
doomed to disappointment, and the world
will not be much alarmed at the prospect
of the fulfillment of any of his wild aud
extravagant predictions, though it is the
work of a Russian nobleman.

ON CARONDELET STREET.

A new hope breaks in on cotton operi-
tors in the proncunced decline in price
here of jc. As all such changes are
followed Ly othcr alterations, there is
strong suspicion that the decline may be
more, and then to buy while low gives a
margin for profit. Is or not this decline
permanent? Is it not the forerunner of a
changed opinion about the coming crop?
The supplics give more opportunity for
buyers, who are timid and refractory.
“Am I going to buy ot nineteen cents,
when I shall not Le able in fifteen days to
sell out at sixteen®” This was the an-
swer of a buyer to the temptation of buy-
ing three hundred bales at this price.
This timidity is owing to the uncertainty
of eotton reports, upon which no one
would bet.  The tide of awful reports of
vermicular destruction wells up every
day, but always teliing the same story.
This cotton trade has but one side and
that is the dark one at present, of course
taking many reports at a liberal discount
in view of the fact that short crops in-
fluence prices. A better demand pre-
vailed yesterday and more inquiries were
made. Sales were on the increase over
Inst week. Factors evince a better dispo-
sition to meet the demand.

The money market shows no special
or interesting features. The gold business
is quite slow. as we are not so far ad-
vanced in the science of “locking up”
and similar movements as the city of
Gotham. Opening at 113} 114, the sales

exists, to be sn infected place, and stating the num-
ber of days of ine to be d by the
vesacls, their passengers, officers and crews com
mg from such place or places.

Now, therefore, in pursuance of the provisions of
the act aforesaid, Iissue this, my proclamation, and
declare the places hercafter named to be infected
places, and that all vessels, together with officers,
crews, s und arriving from such
