THE CAN PARTY.
“The fall eléetions {6 the North show ab |
increased vitality in the Republican party.
Maine led off with an undimished major-
ity, Califorzia cast off the Democratic
party and returned to the Republican
foli, and now ObLjo and Pennsylvania ad-
vaRee into line as usual with heavier wa-
jorities than at the lest election. In the
South, so fur as politieal opinion bas de-
veloped itself, the Democracy have won
the fight, earrying Texas snd succeeding
in an important municipal contest in
Georgia, This resume is cheering 28
showing that the North, which is the
birth place of the Republican party, is
still faithful to the principles of liberality
which it originated. Itis also assuring
in this that it insares the permanence of
all the reconstruction measures, and
guarantees the perpetuation of the party
of progress in its control over the general
welfare of the counmtry for an indefinite
period. For since the North, which em-
braces that section of the Union known
as the free States, from Maine to Califor-
nia, is the governing power, whatgver party
that predominates there must predomi-
nate over all the country so far as the
general government is concerned.

The loss of the South to the Republican
party, which is now apprehended in well
informed circles, must have a cause. Con-
gress conferred the right of suffrage on a
sufficient number of voters whose polit-
ical opinions were known and could be
relied on as Republicans to insure the
triumph of the Republican party. Tke
ground work of victory was well laid, and
its sufficiency was fully demonstrated by
repeated victories up to within the last
twalve months. All the party had to éo
wns to preserve the strength that was
given to it, and its success was assured.

Instead of maintaining its ascendancy,
as Congress had s right to expect, the
Republican party has lost ground, and
that quite rapidly within the past year.

position of all men, whether wkite or
colored, to divide upon principle ratoer
than upon color; .and, second, that a
large nnmber of the colored people had
sought to emancipate themselves from
their accepted leaders before they were
able to direct themselves. The first of
these propositions suggests the probabili-
ty that some of the negroes have been se-
duced into the Democratic party; and
the second suggests the possibility that
others of the negroes have followed after
factionists, and are now disturbing the
party with personal and selfish projects
that have no abiding place in Republican-
ism.

Bat there is another reason which pre-
sents itself which demands our attention.
The President of the United States is snp-
posed to be earnestly at work. for the suc-
cess of the party whose ideas he repre-
sents. He is the accepted head of the
party that elected him, not selfishly, as a
man working for Limself, but as the in-
strument of the great principles that he
and his supporters consider essential to
the salvation of the nation. In this capa-
city the President should be a builder,
working with every instrument to a com-
mon end. His eminence should enable
him to cast away prejndices'‘and partiali-
ties in order to the selection of the best
men for the duties of the occasion. His
judgment should be just and exacting, ke
being the agent of others and not of him-
self. His wisdom should be comprehen-
sive to enable him to discover the best
workmen and the trustiest instruments,
Has General Grant fulfilled this role in
the Republican party? Are his friends and
appointees in accord with all the Repub-
licans of the South? Are they in aceord with
all the leading Republicans in the country
as they should be? The President may
be without reproach in this matter, but
his appointees are not. Instead of work-
ing subordinate to the Republican leaders
of the various States, the federal ap-
pointees have attempted to control tke
local political organizations in their own
interest. Witness Missouri, where the
party lost the State owing to federal in-
terference with the State canvass. Look
at New York, where but for the magna-
nimity of Messrs. Greeley and Fenton
the party would be plunged into chaos.
Look at Louisiana, where a faction ob-
tains its means to war upon the Repub-
lican party from the federal treasury.
Then look at California, which remained
true because it was left to its own de-
cision. Look at Ohio, where the mere
imputation of federal interference was re-
buked in the person of biuff Ben Wade,
but where the State went Republican be-
cause it was frce to do mo. Look at
Maine and Yown, all Republican beeause
they were not interfered with. Do not
these facts suggest the reasom of onr
weakness? Is not the sentiment of the
Republican party rebelling at the inter-
ference with its freedom by the agents of
the government at Washington?

The Customhonse influence in Louis-
iana, or rather thefederal influence, is not
being used for the benefit of the party,
but for its injury. Our local politics are
songht to be taken out of the hands of the
men who bave directed them to immense
successes, in order to be transferred to
other men who receive their instructions
from Washington. The people themselves
are being deprived of their own self goy-
ernment, and their leaders are being cut
down in the interest of leaders appointed
from abroad. And the party is being
shattered in order to dismember it from
the men whom it has honored, whom it
has trusted, and who bave led it to vic-
tory.

Lut we
bave always endeavored to shidw reasona-
ble grounds for onr opposition, as well as
our adherence to the views of this
learned jurist.

And it striles us ns not a little singnlar
to £ad that we are now called upon to
defend another Democratic judge from an
attack from one of bis party organs.

PROCLAMATION BY THE GOVERNOR.
Srars or meun.z

Executive Department,
New Orleans, Muy 25, 1271,

Whereas, An act of the Legislature approved
March 18, 1855, entitled "“An act to establish quar
autine for the protection of the State,” provides
that the Governor of the State shall issue Lis proe
lamation upon the advice of the Doard of Health,
€eclaring any place where there sha 1 be reason to
believe a pestilent, contagious or infeetions disease
€xists, to be an infected place, and stating the num-
ber of days of quarantine to by perforied by the
veesels, their passengers, officers and crews com
mg from such place or places,

Now, therefore. in pursuance of the provisions of
the act aforesald, [ issue this, my proclamation, and
declave the places hereatftePnamed to be infeeted
piaces, and that a'l vessels, together with officers,
CTEws, passengers and cargoes arriving from sueh
viaces, or isving touehed or stoppedat any of them,
shall be subject to a quurantine of not less than
ten days, or fora longer period, as may be consid-
ered necessary by the Board of Health, to take
+2ot from aud after the FIRST DAY OF JUSE,
1471, Any violation of the quarautine laws as bere
preclaimed will be severely punished,

The places which are hereby declared infected
as aforesaid are the following, to wit: Havana,
Matanzas, Trinidad, Cardenas, St. Jago, all on the
Isiand of Cuba; Pory Royal and Mintego Bay, on
the Ialand of Jameica: Jacmel and Port au Prince
on the Island of San Domiugo; the Islands of St.
Thomas, Martiniqnue and Guadeloupe; Campeachy,
in Tueatan; Belize, in Honduras: Vern Cruz, Alvar.
ado, Tampico, Matamorss and Tuxpan, in Mexico
San Juan, in Nicaragua: Clagres, Aspinwall and
Porto Bello, in Central Awerica; Maraceibo, in
Venezuela; Lagunyra, Island of Trinidad; Rio
Jageiro, Para Cavenne, Buenos Ayres, in South
America; and Kassan, Sew Providence.
