T H E  LEVEES.

L e tte r  o f  G overnor W arm oth .
The following letter from Governor 

Warmoth will be read with interest:
Ststk or Lorisiaju, ) 

Executive Department, > 
New Orleans, October lti. 12*1.) 

To the Police Jury parish o f ---- .
Gentlemen—I am convinced that the 

Louisiana Levee Company, to whom the 
Legislature, contrary to iuy advice, gave 
the contract for rebuilding and maintaining 
the levees of the State, wili not be able to 
comply with the expectations of the public 
in time to prepare for the autumn and 
spnug lise in the Mississippi river, I had 
hoped, until within a few hours, that the 
arrangement said to have been made by 
the former stockholders, with capitalists 
at the North, would have secured au 
advance of money in anticipation of the 
collection of the tax provided by the char­
ter, and that such work as might be neces­
sary to protect yonr parish from overflow 
would have been done, but this hope has 
been dissipated, and it now rests with the 
parochial authorities, with such aid as I can 
give them, to taka measures to protect 
themselves. You have general authority, 
in so tar as I oan give it to you, to do such 
work as may be neeessary to save your 
people from overflow, and the Legislature 
wili, I hare no doubt, devise means to reim­
burse your parish for the exjatnse incurred 
in the work.

I have directed the chief engineer to em­
ploy such assistants as he may deem neces- 
»try to direct and sapetvi<e the work done 
under your authority. I advise you to call a 
meeting of the planters of your parish, and 
others interested in this matter, and lav the 
subject before them and obtain tbeir advice 
and assistance.

The chief engineer will have the work 
necessary to be done marked out, and will 
take care to see that it is properly executed, 
and will lay your claims for reimbursement 
beforê  the Legislature for its action.

I will do everything in my power to help 
you. I desire to hear from you. on the sub­
ject. at tout earliest convenience.

Gentlemen—We would respectfully call 

your attention to the foregoing communica­
tion of the Governor. We regret exceed­
ingly that a necessity should occur at this 
last hour to call unon you to make some 
effort to build your levees, especially after 
the fond hopes of the success of the Louis­
iana Levee Company, which we have in­
dulged for the past few weeks, but we de­
sire to assure you that every effort in our 
power shall be used to aid yon in the work. 
We shall continue to survey and stake out 
the new levees which have been or may be 
reported to ns. and every measure taken 
for your protection shall be warmly sec­
onded by us. We beg you to communicate 
to us your resources without delay.

Cotton S tatem ent.
New York, October 15.—The movement 

for the week shows an increase in receipts 
and exports. The total receipts at ail the 
ports for the week are *'>1,01*7 bales, 
against 4*',04-1 bales last week. 31,07:1 the 
previous week, and 20.1)06 three weeks 
since. The total receipts since Septemlter 
1 are 186,617 bales, against 272.583 lor the 
corresponding period of the previous year, 
showing a decrease of 85.066 bales.

The exports from all ports for the week 
are 18.417 bales, against 28,462 bales for the 
same week last year. The total exports for 
the expired portion of the cotton year are 
78.732 bales, against 73,215 for tlie same 
time last rear. The stock at all ports is 
145.486 bales, against 181,135 for the same 
time last year. The stocks at interior 
towns art 272.910 bales, against 27.557 bales 
List year. The cotton in Liverpool is 471.000 
bales, ag tinst 565,000 last year.

The American cotton affoat for Great 
Britain is 33.000 bales, against 30.000 last 
year. The Indian cotton afloat for Europe 
is 623.679 bales, against 310,015 last year.

Cotton was heavy and lower early in the 
week, but improved at the close. The sales 
for the week reached 85.000 bales, of which 
75.00) bales were for future delivery, and 
11,000 c:i the spot and to arrive. Of the 
spot cotton exporters took about 16,850 
bales, spinners 4725 and speculators 225 
bales.

The New Iberia Sugar-Bovl says:
Some time ago Mr. G. Sabatier lost $1000
a very provoking manner. He bad in­

structed one of bis employes to await the 
passage of the cars through bis Upper Ten 
plantation, near Raceland, from which lie 
would throw a package of money, while on 
his way from the city to his Bush Grove 
plantation, farther west. The gentleman 
obeyed instructions, and Mr. Sabatier threw 
out a newspaper, in which were two pack­
ages of $106*0 each: but the wind caused the 
pajier to open, and the money fell to the 
ground. The gentleman only saw one pack­
age, which he took, believing that to lie a”, 
and. upon Mr. Sabatier's return, vain search 
was made for the other package, which 
meantime had been picked up by some pas­
ser-by. wuu had not the honesty to return it.

Texas  Election.
We copy these paragraphs from the 

Houston Union .-
To allow the frauds anil intimidation of 

the Democracy which prevailed in this 
election to go unpunished, is compounding 
with crime, and unless the Republican party 
acts promptly and decisively with these 
malefactors, it must not be surprised to find 
a certain measure of censure attached to 
itself.

Allegations of fraud can be made and sub­
stantiated against the Democracy in every 
county throughout the Third District, and 
the same, we believe, can be affirmed of 
the other districts.

C anadian Em igration.
The constant decrease of reliable field 

laborers iu the interior of this State, 
especially the Attakapas country, has given 
rise to a number of schemes to remedy the 
evil. The most favored, at present, is an 
effort to induce the emigration of French 
and Irish Canadian farmers—a class who, 
being discontented at home, have left in 
large numbers to settle iu the Western 
States.

It is believed that if the superior advan­
tages which Louisiana offers to emigrants, 
on account of her vast unimproved prairies 
and the number of fertile acres lying un­
filled since the war, were made known to 
this class, that a valuable acquisition could 
bo made to the population of the State.

Among the few who have labored to 
bring about this much desired end, is Cap­
tain 31. Cooney, an Irish Canadian, of late 
a resident of Donaldsonville. and better 
known to the readers of the Leader as 
"Dennis," who has used his pea through 
the columns of the Canadian press in eradi­
cating the false, but prevailing idea, that 
the climate of Louisiana is too warm for a 
white man to labor in tlie field.

He has succeeded in inducing some fifty 
young farmers to form the pioneer corps, 
which will be tollowed by others in due time. 
He gives them employment in the lumber 
business, at remunerative wages, until such 
time as they can settle down advantage­
ously. While sorry to see the captain leave 
this parish, we heartily wish him success iu 
the enterprise.—Ascension Leader.

Fellow  T o w n n e o .

Auburn, X. Y., October 12.—Secretary 
Seward was met at Syracuse by a large 
number of personal friends, who escorted 
him to - Auburn, where the depot was 
crowded with citizens anxious to see and 
welcome their distinguished townsman.

Reaching his residence, he was received 
by Hon. 3Iichael S. 3Iyers, who made a 
brief sjieech of welcome, to which 3Ir. 
Seward responded as follows :

Mr. Myers and my friends—The words 
which you have spoken to me, and the pres­
sure of'the hand which you have given me, 
are what I knew I might expect, and yet 
what I would have willingly avoided. I 
have taxed my neighbors and friends so 
often and so long that I began to feel that 
when I go away, at least that I would like 
to steal away from them, and so soften the 
sailness of parting, as the nearest domestic 
relations do when they part, and when I 
come back I like to go upon them by sur­
prise. and meet them in tbeir actions, walks 
and ways rather than to trouble them to 
come to me. Still it is always what has 
happened to me in the course of so many 
years whenever I have had occasion to go 
out of Auburn, sometimes nearer, some­
times further. sometimes upon the 
trail of duty, sometimes of study, 
sometimes of labor, sometimes of 
public impossibilities, and sometimes of 
private interest, I never was suffered to 
part from my friends bere without a demon­
stration of their affection. It has often 
been my lot to come back upon you, some- 
t mes from fields of achievement, which 
have excited or ought to have excited envy; 
sometimes defeated and with mortification; 
sometimes with domestic sadness which 
can nut lightly be spoken of. and sometimes 
with a public anxiety which could not be 
suppressed, and yet I have never come 
home without being received as a neighbor 
and friend. Such neighbors deserve all the 
affection and all the gratitude that I 
can pay them. I can only ask you 
to believe that in all my wanderings, 
far and near, there has not been a day or 
Lour when I Lave not remembered them 
and prayed God that what I might not be 
able to do for tbeir happiness and welfare 
might be done by Him through other 
agencies.

My friends, we have met together, I trust, 
not to part again. I have had a long 
journey, which in its inception seemed to 
many to be eccentric; but I trust that all 
my neighbors and friends are now satisfied 
that it was reasonable. I found that at my 
age and in mv condition of health rest was 
rust, and nothing remained to prevent rust 
but to keep in motion. I selected a way 
that would do the least harm, give the 
least offense, enable me to acquire the most 
knowledge and most increasu ot power, if 
auv remained, to do good.

fn the course of my wanderiuirs I have 
seen not all the nations, nut some of the 
nations of everv race ou the earth. I have 
looked the whole human family in the face, 
taken by the hand and conversed with my 
fellow man in his lowest degradation anil 
in his highest stage of civilization. I have 
found no nation so distant and no race so 
low that the character of an American citi­
zen did not secure to me. not merely safety, 
but also respect, consideration and affec­
tion. You may judge, therefore, whether, 
in returning to mr own country. I have less 
reason to love anil honor it.

3ly friends and neighbors. I have tres­
passed bt-yond your patience and my own 
strength in speaking these words to you. I 
give you my sincere and heartfelt thanks, 
and hope that happiness has been in all 
your dwellings, and that all the enterprises 
in which you are engaged have been 
crowned with success.

The Levees.
The Ascension Leader says of the levees:
This is a subject of vital importance and 

one that interests all. and the faint hope 
heretofore entertained by us that the levee 
company would take the matter in hand 
and push the work vigorously through is 
now dispelled, for if it had any such inten­
tion it would have commenced ere this. 
There is but one remedy and that is for 
planters and others who are interested to 
take the matter in their own hands and see 
what can be done. We have studied to find 
and suggest some available plan by which 
this may be accomplished, and can think of 
but one, and that is as follows: Let tlie 
planters organize themselves into an associ­
ation. each member subscribing and pay­
ing into the hands of the treasurer, to bo 
elected by them, and the work let out by 
contract to the lowest bidder, under the su­
pervision of a committee to l»* appointed 
by them, to act in conjunction with a simi­
lar committee to be appointed by the police 
jury, and as soon as the Legislature meets 
they certainly will not refuse to reimburse 
the amount expended by a special appro­
priation. We are satisfied of one fact, ami 
that is that no time is to be lost, and that 
waiting for this notorious humbug, known 
as the levee company, is waiting in vain, 
and if the planters do not set to work them­
selves the water will certainly be upon us 
before the levees are built, and then all will 
be too late. We urge this matter to the 
immediate attention of all interested and 
trust that something will be done.

Berlin. October 16.—The Emperor Wil­
liam to-day opened the seesions of the 
Reichstag iu person. He began his address 
with a review of the past session of She 
North German Parliament and of the course 
of the German unification. The progress 
of this important policy and the present 
condition of united Germany he considered 
eminently favorable and gratifying.

Passing from this to the topics to be con­
sidered by the present session, he said: Its 
chief care would be tbe consideration ot 
the budget for tbe empire. Advances made 
by several States of tbe confederation must 
be paid out of tbe funds received from 
France. Tbe emperor expressed the opinion 
that the reorganization of the coinage of 
Germany is desirable. He said that the 
federal government at this time was devis­
ing measures for the establishment of a 
basis for uniform gold coinage.

He also proposed as a subject for discus­
sion the securing of a line of direct com­
munication through Switzerland to Italy.

Alluding to the foreign relations of'the 
empire, he said such relations were entirely 
satisfactory, there was no cause of anxiety 
in any quarter, especially was the corres­
pondence" with Austria of a cordial nature, 
and the relations with that country were 
no longer shadowed by reminiscences of the 
past conflict.

Madrid. < >ctober 16.—The political party, 
of which Senor Sagosta is the head, has 
issued a manifesto document which ac­
knowledges the sovereignty of the national 
government as now constituted, aud insist 
on the maintenance of the integrity of the 
national dominions. This portion of the 
manifesto has special and expressed refer­
ence to tbe suppression of the insurrection 
in Cuba.

A great republican meeting was held in 
this city to-day, Senor Orenz presiding. Re­
solutions were adopted declaring that the 
party would offer undying opposition to 
every form of government for Spain not 
purely republican. Nevertheless, in waging 
such a war on non-republican principles, 
they would not violate the laws ot the land. 
Several speakers addressed the meeting, 
and some of them were very pointed in their 
expressions against the present government.

The most violent proclaimed their perfect 
sympathy with republicans everywhere and 
with the "international society, and declared 
the faith of the republicans of Spain 
identical with the liberty aud equal rights 
now rapidly spreading through all the 
countries of" Europe.
