Incidents af Chicago and St. Lsuit.
[From the St. Louis Democrat.]

At tlie rooms of the Woman's Suffrage 
Association.corner of Fifth ami Olive streets, 
where Mrs. Holy furnishes situations free 
for the refugees from Chicago, we met a 
gentleman, and learned from him bis ex­
perience at the great lire, which suggests 
why it is that so many persons in good cir­
cumstances two weeks ago are now penni­
less.

He was in business, and had in addition 
to his investment enough to own a home. 
He had made all hut the last payment on 
his house, and on Saturday received money 
enough to cancel the last note then in bank:, 
but it was past banking hours. He took his 
money home, intending to pay the last debt 
he owed on Monday.

At the alarm of fire on Sunday night he 
got up, told his wife he would* go to the 
fire and try to prevent a repetition of the 
terrible conflagration of the night before. 
He put on some old clothing, suitable for 
the occasion, and handing his wife his gold 
watch and money, and promising to return 
at as early an hour as possible, started. He 
labored hard ail night, aud when morning 
dawned it found him still at work. His 
wife could not sleep amid the gloomv light 
that entered her room, and passed the night 
in anguish, fearing that some ill fortune 
would befall her husband.

As soon as it was light she dressed her­
self in poor clothes, aud, having secreted 
the watch and money in a safe place in the 
house. lest it might b*e stolen from her per­
son. started with the hope of hearing lrom 
or seeing her husband. She found him 
safe, and she was happy. In less than half 
an hour they started tor their home. But 
the tire fiend had preceded them. Their j 
house and all its contents were in ashes. |

They were without home or a dollar, but 
they Lave true Western grit. She got a 
pass and went to Milwaukee, aud he has 
come to this city, with the hope to find em­
ployment. Ou his way hither he found two 
gir.s who were like him, penniless and 
seeking employment. He had seen a notice 
in the paper of the provision being made bv 
Mrs. Holy for homeless girls, and kindly 
volunteered to go aud intercede for them. 
He looked over the list of applicants, and 
found a place that he thought would suit 
the two girls whom he had a few moments 
before left in Fifth street, with the promise 
that he would soon meet them again. He 
returned for them, but found that they had 
both secured good situations. They saw 
“Girl Wanted" in a shop window, entered 
the store, and had made an engagement be­
fore his return. He says thousands of 
young men aud women in Chicago will 
come here just as soon as they think they 
can find employment.

The same paper relates the experiences of 
a lady resident of Chicago:

A lady who was a resident of Chicago at 
the time of the lire, writes to a friend in St. 
Louis, describing the scenes through which 
she passed, from which we are permitted to 
make the following extracts:

“The lire broke out ou Sunday night at 
ten o’clock, but we went to bed without 
much thought respecting it, as it was awav 
over ou the south side. We woke up in the 
night. There was so much light, that we 
could see to read by it, although it was still 
on the south side. In the morning we heard 
that it had crossed the river: then we heard 
that it had destroyed the waterworks. 
Then we gave up all hope of our house, so 
that we went to work to pack up our furni­
ture. We found that we could not get a 
wagon to move it, as everybody was mov­
ing. Some offered one hundred dollars for
a wagon. Mr.----got a spade, dug a hole
in the back yard, and just had time to get 
in the pictures, sewing machines and other 
articles. The articles were removed on 
Tuesday."

The New York Commercfffl says:

The Eighth District Court held a session 
yesterday.

In the case where the decision of the 
Eighth District Court was in favor of J. W. 
Pearce, applying for a mandamus, the pa­
pers were not served, and the executory 
business'is suspended.

Suit is brought in the Fifth District Court 
by Dr. Ernest S. Lewis against John Freder­
icks for f 10,000 damages, caused by the fol­
lowing “false and slanderous publication 

“Wanted.—A good and reliable druggist, 
in the Third District, to give me a percent­
age of twenty-five per cent on all my pre­
scriptions that I will sell to applicants. Ap­
ply from 8 to 11 A. M., to Dr. E. S. Lewis, 
1 Id Elysian Fields street.”

The above was published on October 13 
in the New Orleans Times, and the peti­
tioner avers this slanderous publication lias 
“exposed him to public contempt and ridi­
cule and has damaged the good name, char­
acter and feelings of petitioner, as well as 
his social and professional standing.” Dr. 
Lewis is well known as the physician of the 
Firemen's Charitable Association for the 
Third District. The suit and its cause has 
brought about a great deal of sympathy 
among his many friends.

Meeting of the Chamber of Commerce— 
National Steam Transportation Corn* 
pany.

A meeting. largely attended by merchants 
and business men of various eections of the 
country, was held last night at the Cham­
ber of Commerce, to take into considera­
tion the building of iron steamers and 
barges to run on the Mississippi anil its tri­
butaries. for the purpose of cheapening 
transportation to and from New Orleans, 
and restoring her commercial importance.

Mr. Wagner, vice president of the “Na‘ 
tional Steam Transportation Company,” 
called the meeting to order. Mr. Douglas 
West presided, and Major Winnemore was 
appointed secretary. Sixty vice presidents 
were appointed, among whom were 6ome 
eminent merchants of the city.

Speeches were made by Colonel Hess, of 
Baltimore. General Peyton, of Mississippi, 
Mr. Higby, W. M. Burwell and others, in 
all of which the importance of diverting 
the grain trade of the Northwest to this 
city, by means of iron barges, was in­
sisted on.

A committee of three, consisting of Mr. 
Higby, D. Farjo and J. W. Harrison, was 
appointed to draft resolutions, which were 
adopted, expressing the opinion of the 
meeting—that transportation to this city, 
by iron vessels of light draft, was a neces­
sity. The resolutions as reported by Mr. 
Hi gby provided for the appointment of a 
committee of five to mature a plan of co­
operation with the National Steam Trans­
portation Company, or other organization, 
to build iron steamers and barges for the 
navigation of the Southern and Western 
waters. The committee consists of Alfred 
Moulton, Theodore Delbondio, W. M. Bur- 
well. Lewis Schneider and W. R. Deacon. 
Mr. Douglas West, chairman of the meet­
ing. was added to the committee, with in­
structions to report a plan to raise the re­
quired capital at the nest meeting.

The meeting then adjourned until Tues­
day nest, the twenty-fourth instant, at 
seven o'elock.

Red River Mail Contracts.
The Bulletin had a singular editorial yes­

terday. in reference to the Red river mail 
transportation, from which we make this 
extract:

At present the mails from this city lor 
Alexandria. Shreveport aud Jefferson are 
taken semi-occasionally by boats with which 
the agent of the absentee contractor may 
find it convenient to make bargains within 
the margin to which lie U limited. If there 
are no offers within that margin there are 
no mail departures, for neither contractor 
nor agent lias boats of his own. The result 
is that mail correspondence between this 
city and Liverpool is about as quick as be­
tween this city and some points up the Red 
river, and it is far more regular.

The truth is, that the mails for Jefferson 
and Shreveport, on account of the low stage 
of Red river, have been sent out by the 
Rackson railroad to Vicksburg: from thence 
via Monroe, they go forward by rail and 
stage to their destination. Of this arrange­
ment notice was given by the Postmaster 
ot New Orleans when it went into effect.

The contractor for the Red river mails. 
Dr. Peterson, is represented here at the 
present time by Mr. William M. Surls, of 
Common street. A contract was made at 
one time with Mr. Kouus to carry the Red 
river mails at a certain amount for each 
trip, but that contract was annulled because 
a higher price was demanded than that ob. 
tained at the Postoffice Department: and 
since then the mails have been regularly 
forwarded according to schedule by other 
boats. We believe the contract provides 
for a tri weekly mail: but whatever the con­
tract demands, whether tri-weekly or semi­
weekly. it is executed to the letter by the 
agent of Dr. Peterson.

The Red river mails have been conveyed 
with all the promptness and regularity that 
the low stage of the river would permit. A 
new letting will be arranged between the 
Postoffice Department and contractors on 
the twentieth instant, aud whether the 
mail departures be provided for daily or 
tri-weekly, we believe they will be as they 
have heretofore been, unfailing and regu­
lar. So long as these mails are carried 
promptly, it makes no difference to the 
public whether the contractor owns the 
boats on which the mails are transported 
or the boats belong to other patties. The 
difference, if any, is in favor of him who 
makes mail transportation a specialty, and 
and has nothing else to attend to.

Republican Meeting in Winn Parish.
A meeting of the Republican party of 

Winn parish was convened by Captain D.

Resolved, That we deprecate and con 
dernn the action of Lorenzo George, the 

j  treasurer of the school board of this parish 
for using his influence with his Excellency 
H, C. Warmoth to have three Democrats 
appointed for police jurors for this parish 
and in his influence with the Hon. T. W 
Conway, Superintendent of Public Educa­
tion. to have those Democrats appointed as 
school directors for this parish, and in his 
recently coinciding with the Democrats by 
using a petition numerously signed by the 
opposing party for the ousting of Captain 
D. E. Haynes, our faithful and tried Repub­
lican. as a school director for this parish, 
and in his transcending the law by the use 
of the name of the late J. M. Ferguson, 
president of the parish school hoard for 
this parish, and in his having employed 
none but Democrats as school teachers in 
this parish, although there are many quali­
fied Republicans who have been asking for 
employment as teachers in this parish.

An Important Step.
[From the Sr. Louis Republican.]

The Ku-Klux proclamation tarns out to 
be a most important step in a new policy 
to be pushed toward the South. It is now- 
known positively that for more than six 
weeks, or ever since the Ku-Klux commit­
tee of Congress returned from the South, 
the administration has had under consider­
ation a policy to be enforced, not only 
against the so-called Ku-Klux organizations, 
but in the administration of federal civil 
affairs in the South.

There was no substantial difference of 
opinion amoDg the President and the Cabi­
net and the leading Republicans who fa­
vored this new order of things, except as to 
the time when it should be enforced, and 
that accounts for the delay until after the 
October elections. The proclamation is, 
thereto: e. but the forerunner of martial law 
and tue suspension of the writ of habeas 
corpus as provided by the fourth article of 
the act of April ill). This says that 
any Ku-Klux organization or combina­
tion shall be deemed a rebellion against 
the government, the limits of which shall 
be prescribed by proclamation, and who, 
by commanding the insurgents to disperse 
before the privileges of the writ of habeas 
corpus, are suspended. A prominent mem 
ber of the government, and also a leading 
Republican, stated to-day that the arrange­
ments of the civil and‘military for whole­
sale arrests of members of tlie Ku-Klux 
Klan had been perfected, and that the coun­
try would be surprised, if the proclamation 
was not not heeded, by the arrest of well- 
known Southern men.

Inasmuch as it is averred that outrages 
in the South are provoked by corruption of 
office-holders and the plunder of the people, 
it is the intention of the President to begin 
a warfare against all corrupt federal offi­
cials. and to invite the co-operation of all
food Republicans for the displacement of 
ad State officials. This is to go hand in 

hand with the enforcement of the Ku-Klux 
law, uutil it is settled that there is a lasting 
peace in the South.

The following is the official report from 
the Bureau of Agricultr-e:

The cotton returns of October are do 
more favorable than the reports of pre­
ceding months. In no State is the average 
of September fully sustained. The general 
average of condition in the first week of the 
present month is seventy-six per cent, 
against eighty per cent in September. In 
some sections in the Mississippi valley and 
in Texas improved prospects are reported, 
while the preponderance of testimony from 
the Southwest, as well as on the Atlantic 
coast, favors a further reduction of the ex­
pected yield. The percentage of condition 
m the several States is ns follows: North 
Carolina, eighty; South Carolina, seventy- 
five: Georgia, seventy-two, Flordia, seventy- 
three; Alabama, seventy-five; Mississippi, 
eeventy-six; Louisiana, seventy-three; Texas, 
seventy-two; Arkansas, eighty-two; Tennes­
see. ninety-four.

Tbe injuries reported are from rust; 
shedding of bolls prematurely; a suffi­
ciently low temperature to check the de­
velopment of bolls in the more northern 
latitudes; floods and inundations in Florida 
and Georgia: sprouting or rotting of bolls 
from rain: drouth and insects west of 
Georgia, and tbe boll and army worms in 
portions of Mississippi and the more 
Western States.

It does not appear that the losses from 
insects are general or very serious, with a 
few isolated exceptions. Drouth should be 
credited with a larger proportion of the de­
preciations than any other assigned cause, 
notwithstanding the fact that cotton en­
dures lack of moisture better than other 
crops.

Present indications do not point to a crop 
of more than 3,000,000 bales, and if the re­
maining season should be unfavorable for 
tbe development and gathering of the fibre 
a smaller result must be expected.

Tbe gale North on Sunday was the most 
severe experienced for many years, causing 
much loss of property and some loss of life.

The railroad between Halifax and Bed­
ford was much damaged. The storm was 
most severe in Canada and the Northern

Now, therefore, I, Ulysses S. Grant, Pres­
ident of the United States of America, by 
virtue of the authority vested in me by the 
constitution of the United States and 
the act of Congress aforesaid, do 
hereby declare that in my judgment 
the public safely especially requires 
that tbe privileges of tne writ of habeas 
corpus be suspended to the end that snch 
rebellion may be overthrown, and do hereby 
suspend the privileges of the writ of ha­
beas corpus with’n the counties of Spar- 
taosburg, York, Marion, Chester, Laurens, 
Newburg, Fairfield, Lancaster and Chester­
field, in said State of South Carolina, or by 
any of his deputies or by any mili­
tary officer of the United States, 
or by any soldier or citizen acting 
under the orders of said marshal, deputy, 
or such military officer within any one of 
said counties, charged with any violation 
of the act of Congress aforesaid, during 
the continuance of such rebellion.

In witness whereof I have hereunto set 
my hand and caused the seal of the United 
States to be affixed. - Done at tbe City ot 
Washington this seventeenth day of Octo­
ber, 1871, and of the independence of the 
United States of America toe ninety-sixth.

The President’s Ka-Klax Proclamation.
W ashing to n , October 17.—A proclama­

tion by the President, after many whereases, 
suspends tbe writ of habeas corpus in Spar- 
tan'mrg, York, MarioD. Chester, Lawrence, 
Newbury, Fairfield, Laucaster and Ches­
terfield counties, in South Carolina.

The suspension extends to arrests by the 
United States marshal, his deputies, any 
military officer of the United States, or any 
soldier or citizen acting under the order of 
the said marshal, deputy, or such military 
officer within the said counties, charged with 
any violation of tlie Ku-Klux act of Con­
gress during the continuance of the said re­
bellion.

The following is the proclamation :
l'KOCL.VMATION BY THE PRESIDENT OF 

THE UNITED STATES.
W h e r e a s , By an act of Congress entitled 

“An act to enforce the provisions of the 
fourteenth amendment to tbe constitution 
of the United States, and for other pur­
poses.” approved April 20, A. D. 1871, 
>ower is given to the President of the 
L’nited States when, in his judgment, the 
public safety shall require it, to suspend 
the privileges of the writ of habeas corpus 
in any State, or part of a State, whenever 
combinations and conspiracies exist in suck 
State, or part of a State, for the purpose of 
depriving any portion or class of the people 
of such State of the rights, privileges, im­
munities and protection named in the con­
stitution of the United States and secured 
by the act of Congress aforesaid; and when­
ever such combinations and conspiracies do 
so obstruct and hinder the execution of 
the laws of any such State and of 
the United States, as to deprive the 
people aforesaid of the rights, privileges, 
immunities and protection aforesaid, and 
do oppose and obstruct the laws of the 
United States and their due execution, and 
impede and obstruct the due course of jus­
tice under tbe same, and whenever such 
combinations shall be organized and armed 
and so numerous and powerful as to be able 
by violence either to overthrow or set at 
defiance the constituted authorities of said 
State, and of the United States within said 
State, and whenever by reason of said 
causes the conviction of such of­
fenders and the preservation of 
the public peace shall become, in such a 
State or part of a State, impracticable: and

Whereas, Such unlawful combinations Mid 
conspiracies for the purposes aforesaid^M 
declared by the act of Congress aford^K 
to be rebellion against the government of 
the l  nited States; and

Whereas, By said act of Congress it is pro­
vided that before tbe President shall sus­
pend the privilege of the writ of habeas 
corpus, he shall first have made proclama­
tion commanding such insurgents to dis­
perse; and

M kereas, On the twelfth day of the pres­
ent month, the President of the United 
States did issue his proclamation, reciting 
therein, among other things, that such com­
binations and conspiracies did then exist in 
the counties of Spartansburg, York, Marion, 
Chester, Laurens, Newberg, Fairfield, Lan­
caster and Chesterfield, in the State 
of South Carolina, and commanding 
thereby all persons comprising such 
unlawful combinations and conspiracies 
to disperse and retire peacefully to their 
homes within five days from the ante there­
of, and to deliver either to the ■■»i»*i 0f 
the United States for the district of Sonth 
Carolina, or to any of his deputies, or to any
