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THE MEETING AT THE COTTON EXCEANGE

The meeting beld at the Cotton Ex-
change on Monday evening last to con-
sidet the feasibility of establishing lines
of iron barges to be used as a cheap
means of ng grain from the
West to New Orleans, and thence in ships
to Eprope, iss very important step to-
ward reviving and increasing the cdm-
marce of our city. The subject is nota
now one with our people, and although it
his been allowed to languish it should
now be taken hold of vigorously, and
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But unfortunately for Chicago, her facili-
ties for condteting this immense grain
trade have been suddenly and seriousi¥
crippled. She bas been deprived of the
means of conductivg this trade, and it
will be compelled to seek other channels.
The present time is mostoppertune, then,
for New Orleans to put forward a vigerous
effort to regain a trade of which Chicago,
through the energy and enterjrise of its
merchants, had almost secured a me-,
nopoly.

In coanection with this subject Gen-
eral Bussey, one of our merchants, read a
supplemental report to the meeting of last
Monday night, showing that twenty-five
steamships drawing eighteen feet of water
weze built and in course of construction
by different companies in Europe, to take
the grain from this port; and these, it is
believed, are but the precursors of mapy
others that will come here as soon ns we
have provided lines of barges to bring
the grain to New Orleans.

We are ‘heartily glad to see our mer-
chants earpestly moving in this matter at
this time.

When such menas Mr. H. M. Summers,
Mr. Higby, General Bussey, Mr. John
Phelps, Mr. Siexss, Mr. Thomas A.
Adams, Summers & Brannan, Peet, Gayle
& Bowling, Price, Hine & Tupper, Mar-
shal J. Smith, W. G. Coyle & Co., C. C.
Haley, Mason, Prestidge & Co., Avendano
Brothers, Moses Greenwood, Dussey &
Co., and others, moving in a great enter-
prise of this kind, may we not feel assured
that the work will be done, if our people
will come forward and second their noble
efforts to make New Orleans the great
commercial emporium of the Southwest?

Our property bolders should at once
come forward and subscribe most lib-
erally to the stock of thg joint stock
company that undertakes this work.
We understand the books have already
been opened, and that most of the gentle-
men present at the last meeting took
stock. There is no class of our people
more interested in the prosperity of this
city than property holders, and they
should be anxious to Lelp increase its
prosperity.

THE RIVER LEVEES.

Governor Warmoth yesterday returned
to the city of New Orleans from a brief
visit which he considered it necessary to
make to the country parishes in the inter-
est of the people who are threatened with
overflow if the river levees are mot re-
paired before the regular rise in the Mis-
sissippi sets in. The Governor visited
Donaldsonville and conferred with the
planters and the local authorities of Iber-
ville and Ascension parishes, and returns
with assurances from the people that they
will repair the levees and leck to the
State for remuneration. The Governor
assured a)l with whom bhe conversed that
he would use his utmost endeavors with
the Legislature to secure to the parties
who repaired the levees full reimburse-
ment for all their actual expenditures in
doing the work. Under this assurance
the riparian owners and the parich author-
ities are making every exertion to secare
the levees in guch & way as to avert any
overflow next spring.

There are one or two delegations in the
city from other parishes, engineeering as to
what the therights of the police juries are
in the matter of making these needed im-
provements? All that can be said is this,
that therc iz no legal authority in the
Governor, or angwhere else, to authorize
the people or the local authorities to re-
build the broken levees; but there is a
necessity that the work shall be done, and
where this necessity is apparent, and when
the work is undertaken and honestly com-
pleted, the Legislature will, no doubt,
provide a way to pay for the same. There
need be no apprehension on this subject
in any quarter. The State can not afford
to be deluged for the lack of aunthority to

All our talk about capital is worse than
whistling through a graveyard, because it
scares away men who might be tempted
to lend us some money. In fact it seems
that this boasting is reflected in the finan-
cial reports of the day which represent
the money market as close, but capable
atten and twelve per cent, when, if the
truth was told, the report would be that
the banks refuse thousands of dollars of
good paper where they accofmodate
bundreds. It is about time to comé_to
an understanding on the subject of our
cash on band.

ON CARONDELET STREET.

The gemeral course of business is elow.
The stress in money seems to give way.
Stocks which bad beem pushed upon the
street to realize are now held to in an iron
grip. No eales of real estate were made
during this pressure (s0 short lived), and
now that the clouds are lifting one eees the
clear country open out beyond the present.
Something else is moving in the current
beside iron barges, but all medinmws of
speculation at present keep “in the cool.”
| The stock market is ostepsibly unaffected
by any mews. All stocks are impertur-
bable. Information was received and in-
telligence principally connected with the
Levee Company developed into a fixed
fact that inaction shown would still lower
depreciate the paper. Mr. McComb de-
parted, leaving the faithful as much in the
dark as ever. Contractors, it is reported,
are still in doult that payments will be
made for work done on the levees, althongh
the contracts have been given out. Sales
of the atock epeped with 200 shares dis-
posed of at #3 50, a slight advance on the
previons day. wkich, however, showed
nothing except what the mere eale demon-
strated. Slates are set up in whieh future
prospects of the corporation are chalked
out in bewildering mazes of millions profit;
but pone of these intimations touch
the valne of the stock. Lottery has gone
down from §65. its figure a few dars ago,
to 61, and berd to get that. Slanghter-
house is searcely alluded to. Fertilizer bas
an additional iuterest beyond its ordinary
belonging, owning to an election for direc-
tors which will soon takes place, and a
ftropg effort becomes visible to gain con-
trol of the company on the plan of “buying
in,” of which we bave heard so much. The
plan is to transfer by power of attorney.
No sales sbove £20 have been heard ofs
but it is mentioned that this stock is worth
mwuch more. It is not that no shares are on
the market that the dullness is so marked,
but is owing to the indolence of all specula-
tors and buyers, who refuse to come up,
and who have no disposition to umdergo
risks. Ppenmatic seems to Lave melted
away, and like a traveler in a deserted vil-
lage, a looker-on bas only to think of the
“things that are gone.” During its allotted
epan, no stock bhas ascended Ligher on eo
little foundation, and in all probalility
none ever will again,

The business in city certificates has
slackened off, and they were quoted at last
accounts from 78 to 80 cents, an improve-
ment which many holders would have been
bappy to ewbrace, Lad they the power;
but most of these Lave already gome out
of the bands that originally Leld them.
Their futare is dim. The past, with its
vain struggles to realize a proper quid
pro quo, is like & bridle path over which
the tide rises to waeh it out forever.
