Beard o f  School D irectors.

Tbe committee on teachers made i 
port, which was approved.

The committee on scboolhonses made a 
report of expenses incurred in repairing 
schoolhouses, amounting to $10,500, which 
was referred to the finance committee, with 
instructions to report at a special meeting 
to be called by the president.

A communication from L. C. Matlack was 
postponed until the special meeting refer­
red to.

The committee on finance reported a 
resolution not to pay teachers during their 
absence from duty, except during regular 
vacation.

A resolution reported providing that 
teachers absent from dnty, and requiring 
supernumeraries to act in their place, should 
receive no pay, was objected to by Mr. 
Thomas Lynne, who offered the following 
resolution:

Resolved, That from and after this date 
all teachers of the public schools who shall 
absent themselves from their duties during 
school hours shall receive no pay during 
such absence, and supernumeraries per­
forming the duties of absent teachers shall 
be entitled to and receive the pay to which 
the regular teachers would have been en­
titled bad they not so absented themselves.

The resolution was intended to apply to 
the case of a lady teacher who was absent a 
month on sick leave, and yet was seen daily 
on tbe street, in apparently good health. The 
substitute was rejected and the original 
resolution adopted.

Mr. Hahn suggested that two new pianos 
be purchased for the girls* high schools, and 
that the old ones be sent to the other 
schools. Adopted.

Mr. Hahn offered a resolution relative to 
the death of E. W. Pierce, late a member of 
the board.

Stakes aad Beaaty Frauds.
We reproduce a Washington special to 

the Louisville Ledger, a Democratic 
journal:

W ashington, October 29.—Stokes, the 
ex-eongressman, will not submit to his 
being catechised as to his connection with 
tbe Tennessee bounty frauds, but has pre­
pared a written statement which he reads 
to every inquiring newspaper man. after 
wiping the tears from his eyes, and ex- 
presaing the hope that his personal dis- 
graoe may not attach to his two sons in 
Tennessee, who never swore an oath, or who 
can not tell whisky from water.

The following facts can be gathered from 
this written statement: He admits that he 
engineered Captain Brittish’s claim through 
Congress, and be says he had a right to do 
so, and did not charge anything for his 
services; but after the bill bad passed both 
homes it stuck in the war department, 
and its provisions were entirely disre­
garded.

This misfortune called for more work, 
and his congressional aid smoothed over the 
difficulties and put the claim on the road to 
payment. For this timely assistance he re­
ceived twenty-five hundred dollars. He 
went to Tennessee and expected to hear 
nothing more of the matter, but while there 
two of the agents who were employed to 
settle tbe claims came to him and insisted 
upon his receiving five thousand dollars 
more, as they were realizing handsomely 
out of the transaction. This sum Stokes also 
pocketed, still thinking there was nothing 
wrong or illegal about it. Finallv, some of 
the claims got into trouble in tbe Second 
Auditor's office. There waa something 
wrong about the papers, and tbe payment 
to the claimants under this bill was stopped. 
Stokes’ assistance was again demanded. 
Last August he came on to Washington 
again in the interest of Beatty’s company, 
and through his personal influence and his 
knowledge of officials, again removed the 
obstacles to tbe complete adjustment of the 
bounties.-

For the third time be received a fee, it 
being on this occasion twenty-five hundred 
dollars, and there he supposed tbe matter 
would end.

He can not imagine why the government 
should have ordered his arrest, or why the 
President should add to his misfortunes by 
removing him from his Tennessee collector- 
ship. He thinks his military record and 
his past services to the Republican party 
should plead trumpet-tongued in his behalf.

The Solicitor General now has all the 
papers ready in this case, and it is not an­
ticipated that there can be any defense to 
the mass of evidence in possession of the 
government which goes to criminate all the 
patties engaged in this swindle.

AM fee the Distressed.
Chicago, October 30.—The Tribune this 

morning makes an appeal to the generous 
in behalf of the sufferers by fire in Wiscon­
sin, Michigan and Minnesota. Probably 
fifty thousand people in Northern Wiscon­
sin and Michigan alone have been stripped 
of every earthly possession by these fires. 
Many of them nave also been rendered sick, 
blind or crippled by the ordeal, which will 
necessarily make them objects of charity 
for some time to come; unlortunately, too, 
where whole families and whole communi­
ties were involved in the common ruin, 
there are no neighbors or relatives, on 
whom, as in Chicago, some of the sufferers 
can fall back for assistance. They can 
merely flock in masses to the nearest towns 
unscathed by the flames, there to starve or 
freeze, unless timely aid arrives. This 
should, for humanity's sake, be prompt and 
copious. Money and clothing are the ar­
ticles most needed, and the governors of 
Wisconsin and Michigan are the most appro­
priate channels through which aid can be 
administered.____

Lessons o f  the F ire.
[From the S t Louis Republican.)

Chicago, October 29.—The lessons of the 
fire continue to be tbe chief topic of pulpit 
orators. To-day was the day designated by 
the mayor for special humiliation and 
prayer, and was quite generally observed 
except by the Episcopal and Catholic 
churches. Robert Collyer, the eloquent 
Unitarian divine, adverting to the mayor's 
proclamation, said the special sin of wuich 
Chicago needed to purge herself was that 
of her flimsy architecture and construction 
of immense fire traps and lumber yards 
which led to the terrible devastation, and 
thought the most practicable way of evinc­
ing their repentance was by the erection of 
fireproof buildings in the resurrection of 
the city.
