I read with pleasure in your issue of yes-

] terday, in answer to Mr. Duconge's commau-

nication, that you do Dot desire to see any
man who has a good title to the property he
claims disturbed in any mauner, for I had
beed led to infer the reverse from your ed-
itorials on the subject.

Thia is the very point at issue: We old
“land grabbers” claim to be the rightfal
ewners of the property we bold by virtue
of a good title. We can show an uninter.
rupted and indisputable chain of titles up
to the year 1764, and yet we are threatened
with eviction because we can not go beyond
(to a sovereign grant), when it is a well
known fact that many of the old records
have been lost or abstracted.

We know, as you stated onmce, that we
can not prescribe against the government
of the United States; but we could and
have prescribed agaiust the French govern-
ment, and the benefit of that prescription
was secured to us by the treaty of cession.
Therefore our title is perfect in law and in
equity, although ignored by the land office.
If I have thus particularly stated our case,
it is becanse the majority of those origin-
ating 1n lower Louisiana are similar.

One-half the crop is al-
ready picked, and the yield will be ahout
one-half to the acre as compared with last
year.

Three-eighths of the Ark yield Las
been picked, and two-thirds will be the av-
erage comparative yield.

Three-fourths of the crop in Texas has
been picked, and five-eighths is the estima-
ted yield.

One-half to five-eighths is the average
¥ield to the acre in Georgis, and in Alabama
the same proportionate yield is reported.
In all the States damage is reported by
worms and eaterpillars, but only in a few
counties. Everywhere the weather 1s fa-
vorable to picking, and labor is sufficient.
