The Sabine Pane Railroad.
We copy from the Shreveport Gaselte
The Legislature of Texas has under con 

sideration an act to aid in the construction 
of the Sabine Pass and Red River rail 
road. The charter authorises the construe 
tion of the road from Sabine pass through 
the city of Jefferson to Red river, in Bowie 
county. This road will divert from us 
large trade of Southeastern Texas, unless 
we tap it by the proposed railroad via Lo 
gansport, and also by the branch road 
from Waskom’s Station to Carthage. Tbe 
Legislature of Texas is doing all in ita 
power to build up the cities within the 
limits of the State, which is natural and 
proper. The advantages which Shreveport 
possesses may, in a great measure, be 
counterbalanced by lines of railroad een 
tering upon tbe points on the gulf and upon 
Jefferson, on Cypress bayoj. We are de­
pendent, at present, upon but one line 
of railroad into Texas, the Southern Pa­
cific.

Whjje we appreciate fully all tbe benefits 
which we now derive from this road, and 
anticipate grand results when it is ex­
tended to Dallas, and perhaps to the Pa 
cific, yet we are willing to admit that Jef­
ferson may take from us a large share of 
our trade if it is made the centre of the 
•railroad system of Northern Texas.

We hope our citizens will inform them­
selves npon all tbe points we have referred 
to, and oe prepared to act promptly when 
this demand for assistance is made ur 
them. A few years will determine whet! 
our city is to oe tbe commercial centre of 
this country, or merely a place of secondary 
importance. -

Says the Shreveport HoulAiretlern:
But a few of our citizens have any idea 

of the extent of the cost of pauperism in 
this section. There is no provision within 
a  radius of at least one hundred miles of 
this city for tbe care of the indigent sick, 
and the consequence is this place is made 
the headquarters as it were for all tbe 
needy and afflicted of a large section.

In addition to the heavy cost to the city 
and parish, since 1867 we have received, in 
the aggregate, about $20,000 from the 8tate, 
not counting the appropriation to the char­
ity hospital. As the contract with the city 
infirmary will expire on tbe first of January 
next we hope that our parochial and city 
authorities will unite upon some systematic 
and economio plan to provide for tbe poor 
and needy. How this can best be done we 
leave lo the authorities to decide. Bat, and 
we express the opinion with diffidence, it 
seems to us that while the charity hospital 
is under way it would be better and cheaper 
to rent a building and provide the neces­
sary medical stores, which could be turned 
over to the hospital upon its completion.

The politicians of both parties in Boston 
and Charlestown favor the annexation of 
these two cities. The Legislature will be 
asked to carry out the plan, and the friends 
of the measure feel confident of success.
