THE COURTSs.

A motion for a new trial in the case of
Fuentes und others agaiost Myra Clark
Gaines has been brought in the Second Dis-
trict Court, and the trial of the motion has
been set for the sixteenth instant, The
grounds for the n]\r!im(inn are, after re-
citation of the usual reason that the judg-
ment against Mrs. Gaines is contrary to law
and evidence, as follows :

That the court erred in not sustaining the
exceptions of res judicata and of prescrip-
tion; and further, becanse the record con-
tains no proof of the said plaintiff and in-
tervenors holding title under the succession
of Daniel Clark.

There was error in determining that there
was no legal marrisge between Daniel
Clark and Zulime Carriere; on deciding
that Joseph Degrange was not guilty of
bigamy in marrying said Zulime Carriere ;
in deciding that the testimony of the wit-
ness Bengarcelle is unworthy of belief; in
determiniog that the queation ot the status
of the defendant has not previously been
adjudicated upon and in favor of defendant,
and was readjudicated, and that this court
has any jurisdiction of this question, or of
this suit, in deciding that the will admitted
by the court to have been exccuted by
Daniel Clark subsequently to the will of
1811, did not recognize defendant as his
legitimate child and universal lezatee.

The exceptions to the trial of tax suits in
in the Fourth District Court, where the
amounts were under one hundred dollars,
constituted the main topic in the courts
yeaterday. A delay of three duys was given
to file briefs, and the cases will be sub-
mitted.

In the Eighth District Court, Judge Dib-
ble reaflirmed a former opinion of this tri-
bunal in the case of Duvigneaud against
the State Treasurer (a mandamus for his
aalary as judge), in which it was decreed
that the mandamus would not lie to com-
pel the payment of money unleas it is actu-
ally in the treasury.
