■  ontli of November, in the year of our Lord one 
thousand eight hundred and seventy one, and of 
the independence of the United States the ninety- 
sixth. In-fore me, Gustav* Le Gardeur, Jr., a notary 
public duly commissioned aud sworn, in and for 
the parish and city aforesaid, therein residing, and 
in the presence of the witnesses hereinafter named 
aud uudersigued. personally came aud appeared: 
Messrs. Jose Antouio Fernaudez, Octave Hopkins, 
Antoine D. Voisiu, John J. Uidiere. Charles j ’. 
Leveque, Leon MacCarthy, J. Martin ViUavaaoand

association, at any general meeting of the stock- 
hod*™ t hereof, to be convened for that purpose 
after ninety days’ notice iu two of tlie newspapers 
published m the city of New Orleans.

Sac. 3. It shall have a seal, aud the device upon 
the same shall lie the coat of arms ot the Mate of 
Louisiana. with the name of the association aud 
the date of this act upon the margin.

Ski;. 4. The president of this association, or. in 
hi* absence, the secretary, is hereby designated as 
the proper officer ou w hom citation aud all other 
legal process may be served.

ARTICLE II.
The object and purposes of this association are 

declared to be tlie following, to wit: To purchase 
in the name aud for account of said association 
lands within the limit* of the city of New Orleans; 
to subdivide the same; to build upon and improve 
said lands, and then to sell and convey the same in 
such a manner as to atfonl homes to persons of re 
stlicted means ami to enable them to become 
owners thereof by making small monthly pay­
ments equivalent to a lent, iu accordance with 
the value of the property, and in order to facili­
tate the payment of the purchase price, granting

S kc. 2. Iu case of non-payment, they shall have 
power to foreclose all mortgages granted to secure 
the payment of the property sold by the associa­
tion. or granted to secure unto the association the 
reimbursement of all disbursements made by said 
association; to build for account of others, and to 
purchase said property at private sale, or at any 
forced sale of the same, if. in their opinion, the in­
terest of the associat!on w ould be promoted there­
by, and to sell and convey the same to the best in­
terest of the association. ’

Skc. 3. They shall have power to adopt such by­
laws as they may deem necessary aud convenient 
for the government and regulation of this associa­
tion cot contrary to this charter, and in the ab­
sence of the President they shall have the power 
to appoint one of their own number to act in his 
place.

ARTICLE VIII.
The following named persous shall constitute the

after th* notices required bv the section five of the 
act of the General Assembly of this State, entitled 
“An act to establish a  geueral system of free bank­
ing iu the State of Louisiana,” approved March 15.
