Mr Justice Clifford delivered the opinion 
of ihe court.

Mr. Justice Bradh-y concurred in the 
opinion as to tbe first branch of the decision, 
o it dissented as to tin- second, holding that, 
the s ta tu te  is a violation o f the commercial 
clause of tin* constitution, because it is a 
regulation of commerce between the States, 
and th a t it is repugnant to this clause of 
the constitution, without regard  to the 
equality of the tax.
