ANOTHER DESPERATE SUGGESTION. 

Error resembles falsehood in this, that 
it must commit other errors to mitigate 
its original wrong. For years we have 
been suffering from the mistake which the 
South committted when she appealed to 
arms to reverse a decision which had been 
submitted to the ballot box, and which 
the vote of the country decided against 
her as it had decided other questions in 
times gone by. That one great error, so 
wickedly committed, provoked a thousand 
minor evils in its support; and to-day we 
arc not free from pernicious suggestions 
and n>",st ruinous efforts at the hands of 
the authors and abettors of this original 
wickedness. The men who precipitated 
the c ountry into the terrible evils of the 
rebellion, and who still exercise great in­
fluence over the Southern nivnd, are too 
weak to confess their error, and too selfish 
to forego their right to advise the people 
whom they mislead. They have never 
told the South of the mistakes that were 
committed by the loaders of the rebellion, 
nor have they ever had the courage to say to 
their followers that the duty of every 
Southern man commands him to submit 
to the laws, and to respect the rights of 
the people in whose favor the protection 
of the government is pledged. Always 
seeking to avoid the disasters which their 
fully brought upon themselves and their

There never was a greater necessity for

To establish an “examitig board" in 
Washington, the members of which are to 
determine who are fit to hold office, would 
render :t necessary for every community 
to present candidates to this “examining 
board" for a eonfirmatiou of their will be­
fore au appointment could be had. This 
board will have the power to supervise 
aud defeat the will of the people.

It may well be thought this plan, if 
adopted, would become a serious clog in­
stead of an advantage to any movement 
looking to civil service reform. What 
guarantee have the people that such a 
tribunal would not, by a system of cor­
rupt favoritism, recommend men for 
office totally unfit and unknown to the 
communities in which they are appointed 
to serve ? And how can au “examining 
board" determine the competency of a 
man for an important public position V 
They may pass upon his scholarship by 
propounding questions and examining 
specimens of penmanship, etc., but as 
scholars do not always make competent 
public servants, an “examining board” 
could not determiue as to qualifications 
for office. These can ouly l>e determined j 
after a man has performed the duties of j 
public office. It would be hard for the j 
“examining board" to tell whether a man i 
would even make a good clerk in one of 
the departments of government at Wash­
ington. That question could be more 
readily solved by placing the candidate 
for such position at work. The Presi­
dent and heads of departments are much 
better qualified to determine ajipoint- 
n-.ents than any power that may be sub­
stituted for them in the shape of au “ ex ­

amining board." Besides, the need for 
civil service reform is too urgent and 
pressing to be delayed by experiments.

We desire to call the attention of th  • 

President aud the Secretary of the Treas­
ury to the condition of the federal civil 
service in this city.

Iu conformity 
w ith that recommendation, Congress, iu the 
ninth section ot an act making an ajqiro- 
priatiuu 1 r sundry civil expenses of the 
government and for other purposes, aji- 
P'l’ved March 30, lSn, gave the necessary

THE VACANCIES IN THE SENATE.

It was again urged that the (lovernor 
should then call elections to till these 
vacancies, but Governor Warmoth having 
:io doubt made up bis mind iu the first 
instance as to what the law required of 
him iu such eases, adhered to his first de­
cision. The law specifies that it shall be 
the duty of the Governor to order these 
elections after he is officially notified that 
vacancies exist; and he no doubt deems 
it necessary that such official notice shall 
come from the Senate.

The class 
of men who deal us above are regarded bv 
the “lug dogs' as “snapjiers uj> of uueon 
sidereil trifles, hut their real gains are 
larger than their dignified "colleagues." City 
certificates seldom get as far as the corners, 
tor the reason that they are stopped on the 
way and the first holders are interviewed 
too much tor the jiaju-r treasures to “go 
farther and fare worse." The statements 
that city certificates of ajijiropriation are 
valueless, and that the city will go 
back on them, are too vague in 
their nature to merit belief, for were 
any su c h  thing the ease, rest assured no 
warning ot the final collapse ever would find 
it.- way into the ears of those who hold the 
securities. All disajijioiutiuents of this kind 
.are sudden. \\ ith all this jireaehiug city 
certificates are valued at S.7 cents. In 
reference to the pay of the school teachers, 
whereof the brokers soon exjiect to handle, 
it wa* -rated that they would receive their 
pav iu backward or inverse order, beginning 
with November, and "like a crab, going 
backward to September. Besides city secu­
rities. there arc no other mediums of specu­
lation which seem to jiossess any interest.‘A 
few languid bids are made for Slaughter­
house. whi -h is high-priced now at $19.
