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The Couniil assembled in regular session 
at noon.

There were present .'it roll call Mayor 
Benj. F. Flanders, in the ehair, and Ad. 
ministrators JohnCoekrem (Improvement̂ ), 
L. T. Delassize (Waterworks and Public 
Buildings), James Lewis (Police), and 
John S. Walton (Finance).

The Mayor requested permission to cor­
rect on the minutes some clerical and 
typographical errors in the figures m the 
message submitted by Uim to the. Council 
November ill,'which errors were in matters 
of detail, and did not affect the general 
result.

Permission was given.
Explanation.

Mr. Walton explained some remarks he 
iiad made at the last meeting of the Coun­
cil in reference to the Touro Almshouse 
fund. In using the word “fund” he meant

of subsisting prisoners at the Parish Prison. 
The rate there is sixty cents per day and a 
dollar for turnkey’s fees in each case. An 
examination of commitments made by the 
various Recorders during the month dis­
closes the fact that by far (he majority were 
sent there for five days. At sixty cents per 
day, this would he three dollars, and “ turn­
key's fees,” another dollar or eighty cents 
per day; when the cost for their imprison­
ment at the Workhouse for the same period 
would be but ninety cents—a clear saving 
to the city of just three dollars and ten cents 
in each case.

But, in the (ace of these facts, the last 
Grauil Jury has submitted to the criminal 
court a report as a final act of its official 
obligations, characterizing the “condition 
of the Workhouse as disgusting and de­
plorable ; that a few miserable victims of 
poverty are supported at a large expense to 
the'city; that its officers enjoy a sort of 
sinecure, and recommend the abandonment 
of the present buildings and the transfer of 
the present and future subjects of industrial 
reform to the Parish Prison.” It adds: "We 
are satisfied that a considerable economy 
would be effected by such a measure,” a 
satisfaction, I opine, few enjoy who foot the 
expenses.

In view ot these statements I recommend 
that Recorders be compelled to send to the

orkhouse all eases where imprisonment 
for violation ot city ordinances is the alter­
native, in default of the payment of a tine,
I am clearly of the opinion that the Parish 
Prison was designed as a place of incarcer­
ation for those who are guilty of heinous 
crimes, and upon whose imprisonment the 
safety ot the community depends, and not 
a place ot refuge lor “miserable victims of 
poverty.”

the whole charity and everything belonging ) Recorders express themselves reluctant
to it; and in saying that the fund had 
been robbed, be did not mean that the 
gentlemen appointed by the late Judali 
Touro bad appropriated any of the money 
placed in their hands. He now learned 
that a fire occurred in the building in 1805, 
and on the thirtieth of April. 1808. the 
property was transferred under notarial 
act by the commissioners to the city of 
New (irleans. These gentlemen assured 
him that in that interval of two years and 
a half the property was not depredated 
upon to any extent, and that when it was 
transferred to the city the walls were still 
standing. Everybody knew this was one 
of the finest buildings in the city, contain­
ing an enormous <|uantity of brick. Mr. 
llcath. who was then Mayor of the city 
accepted the transfer, hut went out of 
office directly afterward; went out of office 
and was succeed by Mayor Conway, under 
whose administration the walls were torn 
down and the loundation dug up, and as far 
as he could ascertain, no account had been 
rendered to the city or anybody else as to 
wliat became of this material. All that he 
liad been able to find of the Turo fund was 
something less than $4000 in city notes and 
currency inclosed in an envelope in the 
treasury vaults. The ordinance directing 
the Mayor of New Orleans to accept the 
transfer of the pioperty required that a de­
tailed statement should be made of the prop­
erty surrendered. That lie did not think 
had ever lieen done. He now proposed to 
place the fund under the same administra­
tion as the Kink and McDonough funds.

The Mayor mentioned that he was pre­
paring a memorial to Congress tor compen­
sation for the buildings belonging to the 
fund, destroyed by the United States troops.

constitution of the United States guaran­
tees a trial by jury in criminal cases. Judg­
ing from the bill of the criminal sheriff for 
maintenance of prisoners, I do not see how 
commitments to the parish prison bring of­
fenders nearer to a trial by jury, as the 
records of the month show" that all who 
were committed there somehow neglected 
the opportunities, if they had any, of such a 
hearing; and what is most strange to me, in 
almost every instance those who were com­
mitted lor five days’ lees, those for ten 
days , eleven days’ lees, and sojon. Another 
strange circumstance in the payment of 
the Sheriff's bill on the approval of the 
Judge of the First District Court: The bill 
lor tbe month shows fill commitments; 
ot this number only twenty-two 
were committed by ' the District 
Court, and the balance were sent 
by Recorders, for minor offenses in most 
instances, in default of tbe payment 
of a small line. This laet goes to sustain 
my opinion about the Parish Prisfln beipg 
properly a place ol confinement for criihf- 
nals whose liability to escape from less se­
cure prisons would be hazardous to the 
community. Every well regulated city has 
a prison under jurisdiction and management 
ol its own authorities, and I am satisfied 
that it the Recorders will send every ease to 
the \\ orkhouse that could be and should be 
sent there, a saving of at least sixty per 
cent would be realized to the city. In ex­
amining these accounts 1 have noticed other 
features which, at some future il.iv. 1 will 
communicate to the Council.

Having the con­
trol of the Recorders, it could compel 
them to send prisoners committed for a 
short term, iu default of payment of fines, 
to the Workhouse, where they would cost 
eighteen cents a day, instead of to the 
Parish Prison, where they eost sixty cents 
and a dollar turnkey's fees.

On account of new "bedding purchased, 

the old having become entirely unservice­
able, the expenses for this nmnth have been 
necessarily above those <>i former months. 
In addition, the buildings have undergone 
trifling repairs, in order to make the in­
mates more comfortable, and that has in­
creased the expense. Iu former reports I 
have endeavored to show that this institu­
tion is not. comparatively, extravagant or 
useless to the city, and 1 have used every 
effort to make it what it should be—a self- 
sustaining one. But few realize how im- 
possilde it is to make worthless vagabonds 
earn even their salt. The records will show 
that whenever mechanics are committed to 
this prison (and few are ever found within 
its walls), they arc made to work. The 
earnings <•( the under officers and those 
prisoners who are capable of performing 
work show an amount exceeding eight hun­
dred dollars. The average monthly ex­
pense during the current y< ar, exclusive 
of salaries lias not exceeded nine hun­
dred dollars. The subsistence ex­
penses i or this month is in excess 
of the usual cost, and shows an 
expense to the citv for the maintenance of 
ca h prisoner per day of about twenty cents. 
(Th** yearly average expense under my ad­
ministration has been but eighteen cents.)

Among the assets of the MeDonogh school 
fund and the Fink asylum fund were two 
certificates of the Southern Bank, Fiscal 
Agent, for ninety-eight hundred and ten 
dollars,and forty-three hundred and twenty 
dollars, respectively, which were convert- 
able into city seven percent bonds, issued in 
18*19.

For some reason unknown to me the ex­
change w as not made by our predecessors, 
and when the Southern Bank transferred 
the fiscal agency it did not reserve the 
bonds tyi redeem the certificates.
