TEE AMERICAN UNION.
The modern theory of government, as 

accepted and practiced by all organized 
communities on this side of the great wa­
ters, as well, indeed, as those which have 
been favored with a more advanced civil­
ization on the other side, is that all just 
powers of government are derived from 
the consent of the governed. The United 
States of America is, perhaps, the only 
sovereignty that has yet been enrolled in 
the family of nations which has laid down 
its foundations and embedded its funda­
mental principles in the broad philosophy 
that the government under which we live 
has fully recognized the doctrine that all 
men are created equal. This being then 
the basis and groundwork of our society, 
let us look around -us for a moment 
and discover, if we can, whether 
we are.following its teachings apd in-, 
structions to its ultimate results. In con­
sidering this question we must first ex­
amine our government in its individual 
and national character as unfolded in a 
a national point of view; when we speak 
of a national government we mean the 
government#of the United States, without 
reference to the sub-divisions into State 
and municipal districts into which we 
find our great nation divided. Although 
the republic of America is divided up and 
sub-divided into many thousand difl'erent 
integral parts, yet we imagine there are 
now none who can justly lay claim to 
even ordinary information on the 
subject, who do not recognize the fact 
that all sovereignty, all nationality 
is primarily lodged in the national 
authority. It, then, being established 
and conceded that the only real sov­
ereignty in • this country belongs of 
right to the nation, to the people at large, 
,we are freed from many of the difficulties 
that environ us in pursuing our investiga­
tion.

We suppose it will not now be seriously 
urged by any considerable number of the 
American people of any particular polit­
ical bias that local or State authority can 
in any case be legitimately set up against 
the national authority. No class or body 
of men representing any peculiar phase 
or shade of opinion would be l'ouud bold 
enoogh to put forward the doctrine iu 
any tangible form that any State, locality 
or district of the American Union could 
legitimately set up its own will against 
that <?f the nation, Any division or sub­
division might set up ft rebellion or re­
volt, but such rebellion or revolt would, 
whenever or wherever set up, under the 
established theory and ’ doctrines of our 
nationality, share the fate of all rebellions. 
They would be successful only in ease 
they showed themselves to be the strong­
er party. If on the contrary, as did the 
States which seceded and found themselves 
in rebellion in listltl, they proved to be the 
weaker party, without right, might or 
reason to sustain them, they must fail, 
and at last be controlled and governed 
by the legitimate national authority.

All 
counted up in advance and added to the 1 this clamor about the free zone is made
cost of his goods, and charged for against 
the purchaser. He is not out a dollar, 
but it is added to his expense list and 
charged in the cost of his merchandise, 
with interest at the rate of ten per cent, 
and the annual profit is counted upon all 
these sums. Merchants usually estimate 
that their capital, which means not only 
their personal labor, but all the outlay to 
which their business is subjected, must 
pay them from ten to twenty-five per cent 
profit each year; and, from the beginning 
of the business season, on the first of Oc­
tober, to its close, about the first of June, 
they continue to pile up profits on every 
dollar which they spend. Consumers pay 
the gross expenses of every business house 
in New Orleans ; and they pay interest to 
the merchant on every dollar which his 
business costs him in the .shape of taxa­
tion, lisenses, insurance, rent or other 
outlay.

As most of the committee of fifty-oue are 
men of business, it is plain then that they 
are not taxpayers. And since they are 
not of the class that bear the burdens of 
which they make such loud complaint, it 
was only just and proper that they should 
tax themselves a small sum in order 
that they might really feel the evils of 
taxation. This is not the first funeral at 
which onions have been used to produce 
red eves.

LAYING OUT WORK.
While the committee of fifty-one was 

sub-dividing itself into minor in. luisitions, 
why did it omit to apportion a lively por­
tion of itself to investigate and report up­
on the amount of debt which the present 
city government had to assume on behalf 
of the elective administration which it su­
perceded? This is a department of curi­
osities that ought not to be left without 
being looked into ; for the committee will 
want the entire facts about the origin of 
our public burdens before it can make up 
a judgment as to who is to blame. The 
people of New Orleans are entirely ignor­
ant of what preceded the existing order of 
things, for, previous to the-installation of 
the present government, the official pro­
ceedings gave Cut a very meagre detail of 
what was done, and who did it, in the 
municipal government. At present, the 
entire working of the corporate authorities, 
and the reasons for the same, are 
fully disclosed in the official publication 
made regularly in these columns every 
Wednesday morning, even the minutest 
appropriation being mentioned and ad­
vertised to the public before being made, 
accompanied by the remarks of the Ad­
ministrators as to its justice and pro­
priety. This is amply sufficient informa­
tion as to the later appropriations by the 
Council, and the committee can hardly 
improve upon what Mr. II. C. Clarke l.a - 
done in the matter of explaining the de­
tails of the corporate authorities; but as 
to the old proceedings, and how the gov­
ernment was run iu the good old Demo-

iu the interest of smugglers, and if 
the President does not know this, let 
him send some trusty man to the 
liio Grande to investigate the matter.

must, iu the very nature of things, be the 
dominant and ruling organization of the 
country, as opposed to the party or factions 
which adopt the opposite theory as the 
groundwork of their political faith. Such 
is exactly the condition of political party 
organizations now in our great country. 
Just so long as the great Republican or­
ganization retains its integrity and con­

But, 
can this take place so long as a majority 
of the American people are true to them­
selves and to the principles which have 
made them what they are.

We would, therefore, admonish the De­
mocracy with all its isms to hastily disband 
its shattered forces: dismember its organi­
zation entirely; ignore the name bv which 
it has heretofore bet-n known; bury all its 
tradition that may be said to be good, or 
even plausible: consign all the treason and 
treachery with which it has been of late 
so deeply infused to infamy and oblivion; 
in a word rub out everything and start 
anew under a new name and creed. By 
doing this the perpetuity of free govern­
ment is secured, popular confidence is re­
stored, and this great nation moves for­
ward to the fulfillment of her destiny.

GOOD NEWS FOR TEACHERS.
2'otwitbstauding the fact that the city 

of New Orleans has been unable to con­
tribute its share of the expense for keep­
ing up the schcoU, there is now a fair 
prospect that no more than two months' 
pay will be due the teachers on the first 
of January.

We publish in another place the ap­
portionment made by Superintendent 
Conway for the quarter endirfg the first of 
December, 1871. The total amount to be 
disbursed foots up over eighty-three thou­
sand dollars, of which New Orleans will 
receive enough to pay two months.

The salaries for November and October 
will be paid on Saturday. On the first of 
the new year, therefore, the pay for Sep­
tember and December only will be in 
arrears.

The State Superintendent has, with the 
advice and consent of the Governor and 
other State officers, managed the school 
fund judiciously, so that the educational 
institutions, now numbering about seven 
hundred iu the country and sixty or Se v­
enty in the city, have been maintained, 
with a large increase in the daily attend­
ance. We are informed that this increase 
in this city amounts to fully thirty per 
cent.

It will be the duty of the next General 
Assembly to provide more adequate 
means for raising money for the city 
school fund. No one, who is not half 
barbarous, or wishes his neighbor's chil­
dren to grow up in ignorance, will con­
sent to have our school system destroyed.

] neve the sc hools from the financial i-m- 
i bafrassments which appear to have be- 
I come chronic, such results may be ex- 
1 pected. It has become fashionable of late 
to complain of heavy taxes, but we hardly 
suppose any man of common sense will 
seriously object to contribute to the sup­
port of our public schools.

A SMALL AFFAIR.
The capture of Saltillo is a very small 

affair to be made so much of in the United 
States. Revolutions in Tamaulipas and 
Nuevo Leon never disturb Mexico, as these 
States are too widely separated by moun­
tains and deserts from the heart of the 
country to have any influence in deciding 
events at the capital. Saltillo is a small 
city iu Tamaulipas, and its defense or fall 
is of no consequence except to its own 
people, who generally have to pay the ex­
penses of the party that obtains control 
over its public square.
