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CIVIL SERVICE REFORM.

R em arks ol' Senator Trumbull.
In the United States Senate l»st Monday, 

Mr. Conklin# moved the consideration of 
the resolution direct in# the military com­
m ittee to inquire into the defalcation of 
Paymaster Hodge.

Mr. Trumbull suggested th a t he had hot­
te r wait for action on .lifs concurt en t reso­
lution appointing a special committee on 

^retrenchment and civil service reform.
- Mr. Wilson favored Mr. Trum bull's 
proposition.

Mr. Logan argued that the committee on 
finance should investigate the Hodge ease.

Mr. Trumbull moved to substitute his re­
solution for Conbling's, and read from the 
report of the jo in t committee on retrench­
ment aud abuses in the New York custom­
house, to show the necessity lor a revival of 

-that committee. That report showed that 
the salaries of supernum erary weighers 
alone amounted to seventy-five thousand 
dollars a year, and tha t by the warehousing 
system in use importers were robbed of im­
mense sums annually, aud tha t a great 
many other kiuds of plundering were going 
on iii the name of the government. It was 
generally believed throughout the country 
th a t the patronage of the governm ent was 
used lor mere partisan purposes, or worse, 
in many cases, for personal purposes, and 
the time had come when it was necessary 
to investigate ia  every departm ent of 
the government w hether these tilings 
were as charged, to . expose them if 
they were so. and. if not, set the 
public ujind a t rest by a statem ent 
of the truth. In olden times, removal from 
subordinate government offices was of rare 
occurrence. There were only nine remov­
als during the eight years of" W ashington's 
administration, and only ten during tha t of 
the elder Adams. Even Jefferson, who. 
when he came into power, found offices 
tilled with his political adversaries, removed 
only thirty-nine persons during his two 
terms. Madison removed but live during 
his eight years; Monroe only nine, and 
John q . Adams only two. In those days 
men were appointed to office for their 
fidelity to the constitution, the irah ility  and 
integrity, and not for mere partisan reasons. 
Jackson, however, made a great many re­
movals. and introduced the spoils due­
tt ine which has ever since been lessening 
the purity of civil service. P arty  organiza­
tion was necessary and proper, and when a 
party  came into power, it ought, of course, 
to select for all offices persons in harmony 
with itself: hut when if came to tilling sub­
ordinate aud merely ministerial offices, the 
question should not lie about mere party  
connections, hut about th e ir  lithcAs to per­
form the duties of the offices and their in­
tegrity. lie  (Trumbull I did not believe in 
using the patronage and power of the gov­
ernm ent lor the purpose of perpetuating 
jiower, but for the purpose ot promoting 
measures best for tiie interest of the whole 
country, and. therefore, he was in favor of 
tilling subordinate governm ent offices w ith 
the most upright and capable men who could 
he found to take them, instead of with 
mere partisans. O f la te years, however, 
the appointment to offices umjer the gov­
ernm ent had become not merely a party  
m atter, but, in a great many instances, a 
personal m atter. Every Senator knew th a t 
the principal grounds upon which office 
was sought or obtained now were that the 
applicant eyas poor or unwell or had been 
unfortunate in business and wanted the 
government to give him au office by which 
he could retrieve his fortunes, or else upon 
the ground that he hail been very iiiffuen 
ti.il a t some election. In this connection 
Mr. Trum bull read an tract from the tes­
timony ot a witness named Horton, exam­
ined by the committee on retrenchm ent, 
who, on being asked what influence had ob­
tained for him his position in the New York 
customhouse replied th a t it was his 
own political status. Now. said Mr. 
Trumbull, I want this committee tor 
the purpose of following up investi­
gations th a t have been made in re ­
gard to this question of the use of patron­
age. I want a reform, and a substantial 
reform, of the civil service. I believe it 
would lie a long step tow ard reform to pass 
a law disconnecting the members o f Con­
gress with appointments to office. I intro­
duced a  bill some time ago to th a t effect. It 
th a t were a law, so that no man should be 
appointed to any office who had obtained a 
recommendation from any member of Con­
gress, it would have a salutary effect, not 
only upon applicants for office, hut upon 
inemliers of Congress aud heads of defiHrt- 
meiits; also the independence oi members 
ot Congress pan not he maintained when 
they have put themselves under obligations 
(hr the appointment of their friendsto office, 
and the independence of heads of depart­
ments can not be maintained when they are 
1 aide to be assailed by members, unless 
they shoty them favors Jn  the way of ap­
pointments to office, it  is no unusual thing, 
even in this body, for appointments have 
I" ''U made; a t  least such things have 
o 'cnrrcd in former times. I think there is 
abroad a  general impression th a t there is 
g ieat corruption in the public service. The 
late expoHiiies in New York have awajtem d 
a public sentiment on this subject through­
out the nat ion. I$ut how was it possible tor 
Tammany to perpetrate those frauds?. It ' 
never would have been pos-ilde, 
upon this principle of partisanship 
eial positions. D.i you suppose that the I 
no n who have been arrested for robbin- I 
H e people of New York . 1 many millions j 
ot dollars have got those millions? I 
doubt not they have a considerable por­
tion, bn; I believe th a t limy have had to ! 
si fetid many of those millions to ke. I 
themselves in power year a lte r year. The 
money has been paid to persons with poliii- I 
eal • 'influence’*—paid for the packing of 
conventions and carrying elections by ballot 
stuffing. Let us separate the federal gov­
ernm ent from any such use of its patronage.
Let us have a higher state of morals aim ng 
its officials. Let us elevate both official in­
tegrity  and public autlnuity  by insisting 
that the public patronage of the country 
shall no more he used lor the use of selfish 
and partisan purposes tban the public money 
in tiie treasury. Let us do this, ami. with 
the governm ent purified, republican institu ­
tions may he continued . but. unless we can 
have (unity  ill the adm inistration of ti e I 
governm ent, the prediction of Clay, tha t ti 
republic would go down in a despotist 
worse than tlint of Constantinople, 
bJVlicr or later, he fulfilled.

He i^enacted by the Senate and House.ot 

Representatives o f the United States "of 
America in Congress assembled. T hat all 
moneys in the registry of any court of the 
United States, or in thy hands or under the 
control of any officer o f such court, which 
were received in any cause pending or ad­
judicated in such court, sliall. within th irty  
days after the passage of this act, be de­
posited with the Treasurer, an assistant 
treasurer, or a designated depositary of the 
of the United States, in the name and to 
the credit o f snob court. And all such 
moneys which are hereafter paid into such 
courts or received by the officers thereof 
sliall lie forthwith deposited in like manner; 
provided, th a t nothing herein shall he 
construed to prevent the delivery <d any 
sncli money upon security, according to 
agreement of parties under the direction ot 
the court.

S e c . That no money deposited as afore­
said shall he w ithdrawn except by order of 
the judge or judges o f said courts respect­
ively, in term or in vacation, to he signed 
by such judge or judges and to he entered 
and certified of record by the clerk, and 
every such order shall state the cause in ci­
on account of which it is drawn.

Src. 3. That at each regular and stated 
session of said courts tiie clerks thereof 
shall present an account to said courts of j 
all moneys remaining therein, or subject to 
the order thereof, stating  in detail iu what 
causes said moneys are deposited and in 
w hat causes paym ents have been made.
