of electors, when such college meets to
give its electorul vote. 3 ;

The yuestion was on ordering the bill to
Lie engrossed and read a third tiwe.

Mr. Bingham: [ desire to say. in explana-
tion of this bill, that there exists now a
general law requiring the choice of' electors
to be made upoy the #ame day througheut
the United Stat By reason of the condi-
tion of things in Louisiama, it will be im-
possible that the choice should be made
there on the day prescribed by existing law
without the expense of an additional elec-
tion. I propose that we shall change the
act of 1345 for the benefit of Louisiana
alone, as to the day of choosing electors in
that State. I desire to say further—what
doubtless is within “the knowledge of the
House—that thfs form of legizlation, pér-
mitting the States to appoiut electors on
different days, is found in the legislation of
the first Congress, in the nct of 1792, | see
no ohjection in the constitution to the legis-
lation proposed, and I see a necessity for it
in the state of things which now exists i
Louisiana underits constitution and laws.

S Mr. Sheldon? The constitution of the
" State of Louisiana requires that the State’

eleétion shall be held on the first Mondgy

of November. By the terms of that eon
stitution it can not be amended, except by ¢
an amendment voted upon at the general
election. That general election cun not
take place until ene day befere the next
Presidential election: consequently we can
not amend our copstitution: and we only
ask this in order to save the people of Lou-
isinna trouble and expense in holding the
two days’ election, when the whole matter
way be dony in one day. )

, Kerr:' [ destro to know low in pre-
vious yedrs this clection hus beeg held in
the State of Louisiana ! .

Mr. Sheldon: We had no State election
in November, 1868. Our constitution was
adopted in April, 1868, ang it provides that
our next gegeral election should be held
in November, 1870, and every two yeuars
thereafter.

Mr. Kerr: Was there not an election held
in 1868 for electors for President and Vice
President ! v

Mr. Sheldon: Yes, sir; but we had no State
election exeept for members of Congress,
aud, by an express law of the Legislature,
that election was held on the day that we
chose electors. Now the law is different,
| and we can not amend it before the next
{ general election, which comes the day pre-
! vious to the Présidential election.

Mr. Kerr: 1do not see, then, but that the

i same authority exists now to hold this kind

f of election in the State of Louisiana that

existed in 1868, and I see no occasion for the

enactment of this bill. Itis an anomalous
thing, and I believe that a measure of this
kind is & novelty id the history of the coun-

try, and ought not to be hastily enacted. I

doubt very much the propriety, in a consti-

tational puint of view, of it cuactment
atall. -

{® Mr. Bingham: [ will be greatly obliged
if the gentlemun will point to anything in
the constitution which Tuises a colorable
constitutional ohjection to thix Will. The
committee was careful to eximine into this
matter, and I refer the gentleman now for
u precedent. so far as the constitutional
unestion is coneerned, to the act of 17902, It
turnishes a complete precedent for the pro-
posed legislation.

Mr. Kerr: I confess T have not bad time
to look at the comstitution. The way in
which this measure is sprung upon the
House attords no gentleman upon this Hoor
an opportunity to satisfy his own judgment
a8 to the propriety of its enanctment. | do
not question the propriety of the intention
of the committee, nor the fact that it has
satisfied its own mind as to the pro
priety of the enactment of this bill, but 1

; Lave only suggested that it has not satis-
tied my mind, and that I have had no oppor-
tunity te look at the bill or examine the
question. I think the measure is one in-
volving a suffiviently important guestion to
cntitle the House at least to au opportunity
for alittle more careful consideration of the

ect.

Mr. Bingham: I am entipely confident of
the propriety of this legislation in the first
place, and its constitutivnality in the next
place; but T beg leave now, in order that
gentlemen may satisfy their doubts on this
subject, to ark that the Till be made a spe-
cial order for the third Wednesday in Jan-
uary, after the morning hour. I have great
respect for the gentleman’s couvietions on
this subject, and if I had doubts, such as
R he expresses himeelf, I wonld not wish to

vote upon the bill until I had had an &--
f portunity to make an exawination of the
subject. T am fully persnaded myself that
without such legisfation as this there can
be no choice for electors of President and
Vice President of the United States in the
State of Louisiuna without & special elec-
tion. It is in the power of the Congress of
the United States to provide for the choice
of electors at the general State election; it
iwnot in the power of the people of the
State to correct their law for a general elec-
tion in time to meet the case by reason of
the limitation in their Btate constitution
upon their own legislative powers,

I now ask consent ot the House that the
bill be mude the special order for the first
Wednesday in January next, after the morn-
ing hour.
