The paesent scarcity of money is at- 
ributed to the disposition evinced by mer­
chants to gather means with which to settle 
their liabilities, that are due. as a general 
thing, within th** first four days of January. 
It is also urged as a reason why this dearth 
should continue, that the first «-f January 
begins one of the lour quarters of the year, 
which quarters are set upon liy mercantile 
classes as a time when they will settle up. 
It does not appear that money is at all 
scarce, except when asked for a “call 
loan,” font is easily forthcoming when the 
borrower holds a first mortgage on improved 
property in his hands, and tenders, with 
this security, money in advance for interest, 
that is. four per cent taken out when the 
loan is made, and eight per cent when the 
time ends. The times, notwithstanding 
w idespread complaints, arc by no means so 
“dull" as a good many merchants out of 
business are ready to preach. Cotton sets 
atioat large amounts of cash that are de­
voted immediately to settling indebtedness 
and cashing accounts.

Places of amusement are well attended, 
and this is the brightest of all the signs 
that times in the city are not so bad as pre­
tended. “There is a great deal of rnisery 
auiong the poor," it is said. There never 
was a period iu the history of this city that 
such was not the case. The whole question 
is not to be determined upon the fact that 
poor people are miserable, and many men 
of talent are looking for situations where 
they may earn only their daily bread. This 
state of things happens every year. By the 
arrivals of produce and the exportation, the 
receipts of eotton. the sales and the orders 
from abroad, by the measure of importa­
tions, unprecedentedly large for our popu­
lation, by the fact that the tableaux of 
licenses increase twenty-five per cent every 
year. and a consequent increase in business 
houses is proved, by city improvements and 
building of dwellings, we may conclude 
that New Orleans is on the onward march, 
and is doing better than the previous year. 
We will he met with the assertion that 
houses on good streets are for rent: that is 
because landlords asked too much when 
there was a “rush" after dwellings in Octo­
ber. and are now glad to rent them for half 
priee. But general opinion is “pronounced’’ 
in favor of the city “going down." This is 
what we have attempted to beat down.

The cotton market was rather blue on 
Monday. Prices, in view of the indiffer­
ence of buyers, were lowering. Yesterday 
a pronounced change took place, and prices 
ascended an eighth. This is owing to news 
that is kept down for the present, but may 
he Told iu its result among buyers.

In stocks there is nothing to report. Not 
a transaction was heard of yesterday: the 
movement seems to have been confined 
wit'.iu Monday's history. Concerning the 
Levee directory, no change has been pro­
duced in the stock, which will not get up 
higher than $2 25. The men whose names 
are annonneed as directors are good and 
solid; but, it is said, they may resign—they 
may not have authorized their election. 
We must find outjaliout that. Such im­
pressions appear to he general.

The stock known as “fancies" have dis. 
appeared. No one has the hardihood now 
to quote them. It is better such obliga­
tions should forever disappear from busi­
ness.

In the United States Circuit Court was 
yesterday tried the suit of J. M. Beebe ,t 
Co., of Boston, against A. Levi. This suit 
was one to recover of tbe defendants Jgfflff, 
which tbe plaintiff averred was due on cer­
tain promissory notes, and on a balance of 
account between the parties. Tbe defend­
ant, who was sued as a member of the late 
commercial firm ol Bloom, Kolin <fc C'o., 
answered that the firm was dissolved in 
l.S6ff: that he had no personal knowledge of 
the firm's transactions, the business being 
conducted by his copartners; that the notes 
were transferred to Thomas Lin ton. anil 
held liv him long after the same had been 
prescribed, and finally, the notes were 
barred by a lapse of five years. The ik-- 
feudant asked for the rejection of the 
plaintiff's suit. Tlie jury found lor the de­
fendant.

The judgment of the United States Cir­
cuit Court on the suit of Mygatt against A.
W. Walker is final and executory. A de­
fault was entered in the suit, ami the sum 
claimed amounted to JlSffl 7".

The opinion of Judge Cooley, of the Sixth 
District Court, in the suit of Chapman 
against Harrison iV Son, concluded in favor 
of the plaintiff, who sued lus factor for the 
proceeds of a sale of cotton. Harrison iV,
Son, when the cotton had lieeff sold, re­
ceived orders from the plaintiff' to transmit 
the money. With this object they inclosed 
it in an envelop anil sent it by a clerk to be 
put ou board the Belle Lee. On the way 
to the steamer the clerk was knocked down 
and robbed. It appeared that counsel ou 
both sides agreed on tlie peculiarity of the 
case, and that there was no action similar 
to this ou record to which reference could 
be made. Judge Cooley then applied only 
the general rules of law, and inquired, first, 
who owned the money, the cash being lost 
“for iiccount of the* owner, whoever that I '•eilimiitniiv. to :! 
w as.” Tlie judge concluded the ownership ; viw'v u ■' 
rested with the defendants before the eu- 
velop had been shipped on the Belle Li«.

"liie rule," said tlie judge, "which is ap­
plicable to the transmission of money has 
been often stated—that the party trims 
mits at iiis risk unless he follows the 
special instructions which had been given 
to him by the party to whom he is to 
transmit: anil iu many cases it has been 
belli that in the transmission of money by 
tlie mail or tbe boat in kind.unless specially 
authorized by tbe party to whom the monevis 
to he si nt.places the money at the i isk of the 
party sending it. showing that in all cases 
except special ones, the law la id the lia- 
nility to be against the factor, in trans­
mitting the money, until it safely arrived 
in tlie hands of the person or corporation 
which was authorized to receive it bv the 
party to whom the money was to be"sent.
As long as it is not in tbe hands of the party 
chosen lor its transmission by tlie one to 
whom it is to be sent, tbe money is con­
sidered at the risk of the party sending it.”

The court Wound up in deciding tlia” the 
defendants were "still liable for the 
money." If they hail a right to infer that 
the transmission was to lie made bv the 
Belle L ee , "they assumed upon themselves 
the risk of getting it to that carrier," 
while the plaintiff only assumed the re­
sponsibility of delivering the money afti r 
it had been delivered to the carrier.
