That they met this day in conformity with a res­
olution adopted bv the Board of Directors of the 
People’s Bank of New Orleans, at their meeting 
Aield on the tweuty rixth of October. 1871, a copy 
whereof, duly certified by R. M. Davis„President, 
is h reto annexed for reference, in order to aiueud 
the article live of the charter of 9aid bank, duly 
executed by act passed before the undersign* d. 
under date of firs: Decem1»er. 11169, and amended 
by act passed before said undet sigued notary on the 
tenth of February, 1870, this meeting being held 
alter the notices required bv the section five of the 
act of the General Assembly of this State, entitled 
‘‘An act to establish a general system of free hank­
ie**111 9* Louisiana,” approved March 15,
llro aUd t>ect*on the Revised Statutes of

Tha? they and those they represent are stock­
holders of the above named corporation, estab­
lished under the law above referred to for the num­
ber of shares affixed to their respective names, 
and they represent over two-thirds of the amount 
ot the capital stock of the said People's Bank of 
New Orleans.

That they approve the resolution above referred 
to, which was read at this meetiug, and that they 
do vote to ratify the amendment to Article V, to 
iucrease the capital stock of said bank to the sum 
of three hundred thousand dollars—that is to sav. 
one hundred thousand dollars more than the same 
is at present; such iucrease in tiie stock to be rep­
resented by two thoueaud shares of titty dollars 
each, payable oa or before the first of February. 
1872
BThat in compliance with Article VIII ot the 
original charter of the said People's Bank of New 
Orleans, the president and cashier of the bank, or 
either of the*», are hereby requested to give sixty 
days’ notice of this increase of the capital of said 
bank in at least two newspapers published in the 
city ot New Orleans, and within said sixty days 
the original stockholders rhall have the privilege 
of taking additional shares in proportion to the 
number of shares held by them respectively; aud 
shares not taken at the expiration of said time 
shall be sold bv the Board of Directors at not less 
than par, for the benefit of this bank.

All the other artielen of association in the origi­
nal charter of said bank to remain good and vaiid.

election of any lawfully qualified person as 
an elector ot President or Vice President of 
the l nited States, or as a member of the 
Congress ot the United States, or to 
injure any such citizen in his person or 
property on account of such support or ad- 
viH-iicy. each and every person so offending 
snail I>e deemed guilty of high crime, and 
upon conviction thereof in anv district or 
circuit court of the l nited States or 
district or supreme court of any Territory 
of the United States having .jurisdiction of 
s.milar oftenst-s. shall he punished by a tine 
uotless than ^tive hundred nor more than 
-vc thousand dollars, or hy imprisonment, 
with or without hard labor, as the court 
nay determine lor a period of not less 

than six months nor more than six years, 
w the court may determine, or hy both such 
nne and imprisonment as the court shall 
determine. And if any one or more 
persons engaged in any such conspiracy 
shall do, or cause to he done, any 
act in furtherance of the object of such con­
spiracy, whereby any person shall be in­
jured in his person or property, or deprived 
ot having and exercising any "right or privi­
lege of a citizen of the United States, the 
person so injured or deprived of such rights 
and privileges may have and maintain an 
action for the recovery of damages occa­
sioned l>y such injury or deprivation of 
rights and privileges, against any one or 
more of the persons engaged in such con­
spiracy, such action to be prosecuted in the 
proper district op circuit court of the United 
.Mates, with and subject to the same rights 
ot ap|M>al, review upon error and other 
remedies provided in like cases, in such 
courts, under the provisions of the act of 
April ninth, eighteen hundred and sixtv-six, 
entitled “An act to protect all persons in 
■ne l nited States in their civil rights, and 
to furnish the means of their vindication."

Skc. 3. That in all cases where insurrec­
tion. domestic violence, unlawful combina­
tions or conspiracies in any State shall so 
obstruct or hinder the execution of the laws 
thereof and of the United States as to de­
prive any portion or class of the people 
of such State ot any of the rights, 
privileges or immunities or protection 
named in the constitution and se­
cured by this act. and the constituted 
authorities of supli State shall either be un­
able to protect, or shall from any cause fail 
in or refuse protection of the people in such 
rights, such facts shall be deemed a denial 
by such State of the equal protection of the 
laws, to which they are entitled under the 
constitution of the United States: and in all 
such cases, or whenever any such insurrec­
tion, violence, unlawful combination or con­
spiracy shall oppose or obstruct tlie laws of 
the l nited States, or the due execution there- 
<>t. or impede or obstruct the due course of 
justice under the snme, it shall be lawful 
for the President, and it shall be his duty, 
to take such measures, by the employment 
of the militia, or the land and naval forces of 
'he United States, or of either, or hy other 
means, as he may deem necessary, for the 
suppression of such insurrection," domestic 
violence or combinations; and any person 
who shall be arrested uiuicr the provisions 
of this and the preceding section, shall be 
delivered to the marshal of the proper dis­
trict, to be dealt with according to law.’ 

Sec. 4. That whenever in any State or 
part of a State, the unlawful comhina- 
rions. named in the preceding section of this 
act, shall he organized and armed, and so 
numerous and powerful as to be able by 
violence to either overthrow or set at defi­
ance th<“ constituted authorities of such 
State and of the United States, within such 
State, or when the constituted authorities 
are in complicity with, or shall connive at 
the unlawful purposes of such powerful and 
armed combinations, and whenever by 
reason of cither or all of the causes aforesaul 
tiie conviction of such offenders and pre­
servation of the public safety shall become 
u such district impracticable, in every such 

case such combinations shall be deemed a re­
bellion against the government of the United 
States, and during the continuance of such 
rebellion, and within the limits of the 
district which shall be so under the sway 
thereof, such limits to be prescribed by 
proclamation, it shall be lawful for the 
President of the United States, when in his 
udgment the public safety shall require it. 

;o suspend the privileges of the writ of 
habeas corpus, to the end that 
such rebellion may be overthrown. 
Provided, that all the provisions of the 
second section of an act entitled ‘‘an act 
■elating to habeas corpus, and regulat- 
ng .judicial proceedings in certain eases.” 

approved March third, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-three, which relate to the 
discharge of prisoners other than prisoners 
of war, ami to the penalty for refusing to 
obey the order of the court, shall he in full 
force so far as the same are applicable to 
'he provisions of this section. Provided 
■irther, that the President shall first have 

made proclamation, as now provided by 
taw, commanding such insurgents to dis­
perse: and provided also, that the provi­
sions of this section shall not he in force 
after the end of the next regular session of 
Congress.

Ski . 5. That no person shall he a grand 
or petit juror in any court of the United 
Mates, upon any inquiry, hearing or trial ot 
any suit, proceeding or prosecution based 
ip’on or arising under the provisions of this 

act. who shall, in the judgment of the effort, 
be in complicity with any such combination 
or conspiracy; and every such juror shall, 
before entering upon any such inquiry, 
nearing, or trial, take and subscribe au oath 
a open court that lie has never, directly or 
ndircetly, counseled, adv iscd or voluntarily 

aided any such combination or conspiracy; 
and each" anil every person who shall take 
this oath, and shall therein swear falsely, 
shall be guilty of perjury, and shall be sub­
ject to the pains and penalties declared 
against that crime, and the first section of 
the act entitled, “au act defining additional 
causes of challenge, and prescribin'; an addi- 
tional oath for grand anil petit jurors in the 
United States courts," approved June 
seventeenth, eiglueen hundred and sixty- 
.wo. be aud the same is hereby repealed.

Sec. fi. That any person or persons hav­
ing knowledge tb.it any of the wrongs are 
conspired to be done, and mentioned in the 
second section of this act, or are about to be 
committed, ami having power to prevent or 
aid in preventing the same, shall neglect or 
refuse so to do, and such wrongful act shall 
be committed, such person or persons shall 
tie liable to the person injured, or bis legal 
representatives, for all damages caused by 
any such wrongful act which such first 
named jierson or jiersous by reasonable 
diligence could have prevented, and such 
damages may be recovered in an action »n 
the case in the proper circuit court of the 
United States, and any number of 
persons* guilty of such wrongful neg­
lect. or reftiscl, may bo joined as de­
fendants in siicli action, provided that such 
action shall be commenced within one year 
after such cause of action shall hawe ac­
crued: and if the death of an v person shall 
l»e caused by any such wrongful act and neg­
lect, the legal representatives of such de­
ceased jiersons shall have such action there­
for. and may recover not exceeding five 
thousand dollars damages therein for the 
benefit of the widow of such deceased per­
sons if any there be, or if there be no 
widow, for the benefit of the next of kin of 
such deceased person.

Sec. 7. That not hiug herein contained shall 
We construed to supercede or repeal any for­
mer act or law except so far as the same may 
lie repugnant thereto, and any offenses here­
tofore committed against the tenor of any 
former act shall be, prosecuted, and any pro­
ceeding already commenced for the prose­
cution tbereot shall be continued and com­
pleted the same as if this act had not been 
passed, except so far as the  provisions of 
this act may go to sustain and validate such 
proceedings.
