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Amendment to the Steamboat Law.
The executive committee of the National 

Convention of Steatnboatnien have com­
pleted the amendments they desire to the 
last steamboat law. and submitted it to the 
members of the House committee oil com 
luefee. The new bill is greatly praised liy 
several on the committee, and it is believed 
will be reported substantially as presented 
to them. It has been nrepared by praetieal 
steamboatpien from all sections, represent­
ing the vast lake and river interests. Of 
the seventy-seven sections in the old bill 
thirty eight are amended. Six sections per­
tain 'to the methods of manufacture and 
system of stamps for boiler iron or steel. 
The stamps on each plate to show how it 
was made and its strength, the figures to 
be in all cases far within the actual strength, 
and penalties are providjd to insure the 
correctness of the representations made by 
the stamps. _

Penalties are prescri’oed in ease the boiler 
makers use defective iron, and for inspect­
ors who knowingly pass a defective sheet. 
All boilers are to be tested before use by a 
bpdrostratic test, and allowed to carry 
three-fourths the test. The intention of all 
tho sections on boiler iron has' been to in­
sure a higher standard of quality among the 
manufacturers.

The bill abolishes the 'low water indi­
cators, lock up safety gauges and according 
gauges. The reason urged for this course 
is that these contrivances teud to make en­
gineers negligent.

The number and kind of lifie-boats, life- 
preservers and life-apuaratus for each class 
of vessels is prescribed.

There is a section which defines tlie differ­
ent classes of vessels. Passenger steamers 
are those which carry any |>erson *other 
than the officers and crew and other em­
ployes (not owners) and their families and 
servants, except ferryboats. Freight, tug. 
towing and ferrybots, yatehts and canal- 
boats are clearlj deli tied.

A passenger is defined to be any person 
carried on a steamer other than the officers, 
crew and other employes, owners and their 
families and servants. The measurement, 
under the kill, is held to be that of the 
customhouse. The doors on steamers are 
to be hung in such a manner as can be 
readily lifted off? to serve as floats. The 
water bulkheads must extend to the deck 
above the line of water when the boat is 
loaded.

There are severe restrictions upon carry­
ing inflammable articles; crude petroleum, 
campbene. benzole, intro-glycerine and 
similar articles are prohibited on passenger 
steamers. All boats can carry retined 
)ietroleum that will stand a fire test of one 
hundred and ten degrees, but it must be 
stored in such places as the local inspector 
shall designate in writing. All who attempt 
to ship piohibitcd articles are liable to a 
heavy penalty.

It is proposed to have an inspector gen­
eral at the bead of a new bureau of the 
Treasury Department, but not to have hint 
meet with the board or have power to vote 
niton measures. All rules of the board 
which have .been found to be piaeticable 
are proposed as parts of the new law.

The number ol watchmen is fixed on each 
class of vessels from sunset to sunrise, and 
the lights which must be carried are named.

The license provision is retained for cap­
tains, engineers, mates or pilots, but the 
lees for the same are reduced one-half.

Under the present law the hoard must 
meet in Washington, hut the amendment 
proposes to have meetiugs in the various 
ports of the country, as the board itself may 
determine.

Stringent provisions are inserted looking 
to making each officer responsible for the 
prompt discharge of his own peculiar duties.

Special care has been taken to ptepare a 
bill that can be readily understood by all 
interested, and the result meets with.warm 
commendation from the committee. The 
"reat trouble with tho board of inspectors 
with the last law was its obscurity.

The executive committee discussed the 
propriety of requiring all foreign vessels 
navigating our harbors, lakes or rivers to 
comply with tip) same regulations which 
the government from which they come im­
pose on American vessels; this, however, has 
not yet been put into the bill.

During the last fiscal year 11.746 men and 
Jj,*48,7S8 pounds of freight were transmit­
ted over the Pacific railroads for tho United 
States government, at the following cost: 
Union Pacific railroad, 80; Central
Pacitio railroad, I 74; and Western

ARTICLE lx.

Consuls general, consuls, vice consuls or 
consular agents o f the two countries, also 
their chancellors, shall have the right to 
take a t the ir office, a t the residence of the 
parties, or on board ship, the depositions oi 
the captains and crews o f vessels of their 
own nation, of passengers on hoard of 
them, of m erchants, or any other citizens of 
their owu country.

They shall have the power also to receive

consular agents, or their duly appointed 
delegates, the local authorities shall take 
all the necessary measures for tlie protec- 
tion of persons and preservation of tho 
property saved from the wreck.

No ehargos shall Is* made for the inter 
ferenee ot the local authorities in such 
eases, except for expenses incurred through 
salvage ami the preservation of property 
saved; also lor those expenses which, under 
similar circumstances, vessels belonging to 
tlie country where the wreck happens 
would have to incur.

In case of a doubt concerning tlie nation­
ality ot tlie wrecks, tlie local authorities 
siiail have exclusively the management 
and execution of tlie provisions laid down 
in the present article.
